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RUSSIA AND KAZAKHSTAN IN THE VIRGIN EPIC OF THE 50" YEARS OF THE XX
CENTURY

Abstract. This article attempts to analyze from modern methodological positions the process of development of
virgin and fallow lands in Russia and Kazakhstan in 1954-1959, the period when this process was most intensive and
successful. Special attention is paid to the problems and difficulties, shortcomings and the importance of joint efforts of
Russia and Kazakhstan in conducting this largest mass campaign in the agrarian history of the XX century. There are still
a lot of “white spots» and contradictory assessments in the study of this topic.

The subject of scientific discourse is, in particular, such issues as the ratio of economic and political factors in
making a decision on the development of virgin lands, its scientific validity, economic efficiency and social consequences
of the virgin epic, the ratio of objective and subjective factors in the successes and disadvantages of practical activities
for the development of virgin and fallow lands. The authors give their own assessments of this phenomenon, as a result
of the analysis, they come to the conclusion about the practical significance of its further study.

The content and results of the study show that the need to develop virgin lands in the period under review was
primarily due to objective factors, that this process had certain prerequisites and therefore was not an emergency measure
and was carried out by combining extensive and intensive farming methods. The process of virgin land development was
not limited to economic measures, but also covered the social sphere, transforming the appearance of Russian and Kazakh
villages. In general, we can talk about the effectiveness of the conducted virgin campaign, however, a number of negative
factors, mainly of a subjective nature, also manifested themselves.

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MYTHOLOGICAL-LINGUISTICAL ANALYSIS OF ETHNONYMS IN KAZAKH
ETHNOGENESIS (based on S. Kondybay's research)

Abstract. The article deals with “Alash”, “Hephthalite”, “Alan”, etc. in the Kazakh ethnogenesis. The origin of
the names is analyzed from a new angle. Mangystau researcher S. Kondybay's hew views on ethnonymic names in relation
to the Kazakh origin are formulated through interdisciplinary methods and linguistic analysis of mythical concepts and
notions. His views on the connection of the later period of Kazakh history with the ancient Eurasian and Turkic
civilizations are analyzed. Using an interdisciplinary approach, he focused on linguistic analysis, revealing the mythical
basis of the ancient history of the nomadic Kazakh people, whose written tradition has been forgotten. He substantiated
the connection of the name Alash, preserved in the legends and ethnogenesis of the Kazakh tribes, with the period of
matriarchy. S. Kondybay tried to scientifically prove that the name of the Kazakh ancestor Alash is the name of the
goddess, who taught mankind to live and create a society in ancient times (mythical period).

S. Kondybay told the hypotheses about the common origins of human civilization through the similarity of
Pururavas Ayla and Kalsha Kadyr, and later that the Proto-Kazakh ancestors met with the Indo-Aryans and concluded
that it was the basis of the plots of Indian epics and Kazakh myths.

The name “Alash Khan” or “Alasha Khan” has long been an idiom passed down from generation to generation, so
it was used by proto-Kazakh ethnic groups. In this regard, S. Kondybay connects the ethnonym “Alash” with the names
“Kalash”, “Kal” (matriarchal epoch or Aryan period), “Zheti al” (ephthalite period), alan (I-1V centuries), Alshin (XIV-
XVII centuries).The researcher shows that the ethnonyms “Alshin”, “Alau”, “Alan” indicate the ethnic ties with the
Khazars and Bulgars between the Black-Azau-Caspian Seas, proving the existence of common sources of the Russian,
Ossetian, Adyghe and Turkic peoples.

Introduction.

Many of the ethnonymic names we use today date back to ancient times. One of the most
controversial issues in Kazakh historiography is the issue of the twin name of our nation “Alash”.
Regarding the ethnonym Alash Sh. Valikhanov, A. Bokeikhanov, Sh. Kudaiberdievich, K. Khalid,
O. Alzhanov, B. Karibayev, A. Khasenov, A. Levshin, N. Aristov, P. Rychkov and others. We all
know the opinions. S. Kondybay is one of the researchers who studied this issue from the point of
view of new interdisciplinary methods and mythological-linguistic aspects.

The culmination of his creative activity is “Geography of Mangystau”, “Introduction to Kazakh
mythology” (1997), “Sacred places of Mangystau and Ustyurt” (2000), “Esen-Kazakh” (2002), which
includes ancient Kazakh genealogy, legends, mythology, historical ethnogenesis. ), “Hyperborea: a
chronicle of a dreamy time” (2003), “Ancient Kazakh mythology” (2004), “Aesthetics of the
landscape of Mangistau” (2005), “Mangistaunama” (2006), “Kazakh steppe and German gods”
(2006), “ Books of the Spirit of War “(2006) [1, 385].

Kondybay's work caused a great breakthrough in Kazakh science. Having conducted a scientific
analysis of the myths of the peoples of the world, he made an immeasurable contribution to the
formation of the science of Kazakh mythology. It compares the ancient Eastern: Egyptian, Double
River (Sumerian, Babylonian, Assyrian, etc.), biblical, Indian, Chinese, Persian, Greek, Roman,
Scandinavian-European, Slavic mythological systems, and is not a system of Kazakh myths, but a
legend. - drew attention to the fact that fairy tales, proverbs, household rituals, customs and epics are
preserved in the content, phrases and their similarity with world myths. [2, 512].
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He lived in a faraway land, in a very short life, in the throes of fate, not knowing what the future
holds, but instead of looking for a way to recover and spend all his efforts to improve his physical
health, all his dreams for the wonderful future of his country are forgotten today spent to open the
gaps of the past.

In fact, studying the works of S. Kondybay, we can see that he had a deep knowledge of new
methods used by modern world historiography. Using an interdisciplinary approach, he focused on
linguistic analysis, revealing the mythical basis of the ancient history of the nomadic Kazakh people,
whose written tradition has been forgotten. The use of new approaches to world historiography at the
turn of the XX-XXI centuries in his research and the study of Kazakh history and culture in
connection with world history and culture proves the height of his creative and intellectual level.

The researcher did a lot of work to prove the hypothesis that the backbone of Kazakh history
originates from ancient civilizations, looking at the secrets of words and concepts, concepts - terms
in the rich Kazakh oral traditions and language resources.

The accuracy of this opinion can be seen in the latest scientific developments in the humanities.

Now the fundamental issues of world history are being reconsidered. Conclusions about the
“dominance of the Indo-European language system” based on Eurocentric, “Aryan” theories
promoted by Western civilization are in crisis. In this regard, the conclusions about the “Persian
language” (Aryan) of the Scythian and Sarmatian tribes are being reconsidered. Not directly related
to Kondybay's research, scientists propose hypotheses about the common origins of human
civilization. By this Kondybay shows that his predictions and conclusions are not unfounded. The
study of its rich scientific heritage has the great importance for Kazakhstani science, for
understanding the depths of the spiritual sources of the Kazakh people.

The purpose and objectives of the study arise from the study of ethnonyms used in the Kazakh
ethnogenesis by S. Kondybay in terms of historical and ancestral continuity. In the analysis of the
term “Alash”, the author's twin concept of the Kazakh ethnonym is to scientifically substantiate the
opinion that the roots of many ethnonyms reflected in oral, genealogical, mythical, epic epics are
derived from a common name in different historical times. In this regard, by analyzing the findings
of scientists who have studied this issue the Emphasis was placed on determining Kondybay's
contribution.

Materials and methods of research

In addition to traditional scientific and cognitive methods, the research methodology used
historical-comparative, historical genetic, interpretation, typological, interdisciplinary, reconstruction
methods and differentiated on the basis of historical and systemic principles. Mythical and legendary
information about ethnonymic and eponymous names was analyzed by linguistic comparative method
and conclusions were drawn.

In the Kazakh historiography, the conclusions about the origin of the name “Alash”, a synonym
of the ethnonym “Kazakh”, have been associated with legendary origins. The medieval Turkic authors
M.Kh.Dulati, Abilgazi khan, M. Tynyshbayev, Sh. Kudaiberdiuly, and Russian orientalists Aristov,
A.l.Levshin, G.N.Vernadskiy and even if we compare the views of modern Kazakhstani historians,
we can see the common ground. Many researchers consider the ethnonym Alash in connection with
the issue of Alasha Khan and consider him as a historical figure.

I. Levshin writes that the Kazakhs showed their common Kinship with the Alats and Siberian
Tatars, and united them in different historical periods, a ruler named Alasha, who even wanted to
include Bukhara. Levshin, based on a popular legend, writes that “... on the basis of his troops formed
three Kazakh zhuiis” [3, p. 147].

Rashid ad-Din's “Chronicle”, which is a common historical genealogy for the Turkic people,
and Abelgazy Bahadur's “Turkish Chronicle also contain information about the name “Alash”. For
example, in Rashid ad-Din's “Chronicle” the name of Abulja Khan is mentioned as the grandson of
the Prophet Noah [4,81]. Abelgazy Bahadur's “Turkish Chronicle” also mentions Alynsha Khan, the
sixth descendant of Noah's son Japheth [5, 13-14]. Well-known ethnographer Zh. Artykbayev,
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analyzing these genealogical data, described the events related to Alynsha Khan in It is assumed that
it happened in the 111-11 millennia [6, 63].

Kurbangali Khalid, who explained the origin of the name “Alash” from a religious point of
view, said that the name “Alash” : They say that Hazrat Bagzi was from the Anas dynasty (Anes), so
Alash became Alash ... “[7, 56]. And According to M. Haidar Dulati, Sh. Kudaiberdiuly researches,
Alasha khan was Sultan Akhmet, the son of the Zhoshy khan the khan, dynast of Mogolstan. [8, 144],
[9,23].

Opinions of Kazakhstani historians (B.Karibayev, A.Khassenov) in the National Encyclopedia
of Kazakhstan are also connected with this:

“Alash (ancient Turkic word - brothers, cousins, relatives) is a concept that was born in ancient
times, when the Turkic peoples were not divided. According to medieval and earlier sources, the
Kazakhs had a common name for the ancient tribes before the establishment of the khanate. The name
Alash is one of the oldest names in history. Mongol-Tatar-Kazakh chronicles tell about Alash
(Alashy) khan. In the Kegen stone inscription (around the 1V century BC) there are lines “Kagan alty
borig alash (a) erty”, on the Siberian side of the Altai Mountains (Tuva) there is a river called Alash,
mountain ranges called Alash. The name Alash is still used in Turkmen, Kyrgyz, Kazakh, Nogai, etc.
preserved in the memory of the peoples. There are scientific hypotheses that the word “six wolves”
(“six wolves™) in the Kegen stone inscription means “six alash” (Uisun, Kangly, Kyrgyz, Khakas,
Tatab-Tatar, Syanbi-Hun tribes) [10, 248].

The folklore heritage of the Kazakhs was devoted to many studies in the philological science
of Kazakhstan. Among them, fundamental interdisciplinary research (at the intersection of history
and literature) by the famous scientist Seit Kaskabasov [11] and Doctor of Philology Almasbek
Absadykov [12] are of particular value. Developing the idea of Shokhan Valikhanov about the
historicism of the Kazakh folklore heritage, they scientifically substantiated the historical
conditionality of many plots of heroic epics, shezhire (genealogies), oral stories, legends and myths.
S. Kaskabasov, a world-famous scientist in folklore, has more than 300 scientific works, including
monographs: “Kazakhskaya volshebnaya skazka” (Kazakh fairy tale), “Kazakhtyn’ halyk
prozasy” (Kazakh national prose), “Kolybel’ iskusstva” (Cradle of art), “Abai y fol’klor” (Abai and
folklore), “Zolotaya zhila” (Gold mine), “Zhanazyk”, “Lyubvi bezmernoy pamyati “(Love of
boundless memory), “Kazakhskaya literatura XV-XVIII vekah” (Kazakh literature of the XV-
XVIII centuries) and many others. In the works “Zolotaya zhila” (“Zhanazyk™), the scientist,
systematizing various types of national oral prose, expresses regret about the omissions in the
development of Kazakh mythology due to methodological unpreparedness. In his opinion, the
Eurocentric approach to this problem made it difficult to see the features of the Kazakh myths, which
are preserved in epics, legends, fairy tales, as well as in traditions and rituals, everyday life, world
outlook and phrases [11, 71-72 pages], etc. The work of the Doctor of Philology Almasbek
Absadykov “Kazakh khandygy zhane tarihi anyzdar” is a multifaceted study of the history of the
Kazakh Khanate and the historical figures of the Kazakhs through the prism of historical legends and
tales [12]. Here the author uses a wide range of examples of oral folklore, preserved in the people's
memory, for historical reconstruction.

Results and their discussion. Analyzing these views, S. Kondybay tried to reveal the mythical
nature of the legends of “Alash” and to prove by interdisciplinary methods the continuity of the first
name of our nation with deep epochs. Linguistic analysis of myths, historical concepts and ancient
names, texts, which began to be used by modern historical science, drew attention to the continuity
of the history of our people with ancient civilizations. Only if we consider the myth as a mirror of
pre-historical life of the people, the first rung of historical consciousness, we can put the legends of
this Alash in the historical chain. In general, we must say that genetic research today proves that the
data of the Kazakh genealogy, which was not recognized as a complete fact in the Soviet period, is
not a legend. Therefore, in the scientific analysis of the ethnonym Alash, the researcher connects the
Proto-Kazakh ethnonyms Kalsha Kadyr, Alasha khan, Alshin, Ephthalite, etc., which were achieved
through oral tradition.
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S. Kondybay is widely used in Kazakh ethnogenesis, analyzing the myth that one of the
ancestors of the Kazakh genealogy - Kalsha Kadyr and the daughter of a fairy in the form of a swan
(goose) bird, a son named “Kazakh” was born from a perizat, and from him descended the ancestors
of the Kazakhs Akarys, Zhanarys, Bekarys. Explains why the name Kadyrbay is pronounced in
conjunction with the word Kalsha. The word “Kalsha” and the ethnonym “Kalsha” were the
“ancestors of the Turks, including the Kazakhs” and are associated with mythical, revolutionary
times.

He marries the fairy daughter of Kalsha Kadyr Batyr and points out that the story of having
children is found in the Indian epics “Ramayana” and “Matsya Purana”. It sings of the war between
the rival “Dynasty of the Moon” and “Dynasty of the Sun”. Pururavas Ayla, the first king of the Moon
Dynasty, also married a nymph (mermaid) named Urvashi. S. Kondybay not only shows the
similarities between Pururavas Ayla and Kalsha Kadyr, but also concludes that the plots of
Indian epics originated among the Indo-Aryans who passed through Kazakhstan and Central
Asia and became the basis of Indian epics and Kazakh myths [13,416]. This proves that the
Proto-Kazakh ancestors met with the Indo-Aryans.

The researcher also draws attention to the fact that the original name Kalsha appeared in the era
of matriarchy. In the Proto-Kazakh ethnogenesis, the name “Kalsha” is rooted in the Kazakh words
“kelin”, “kelinshek”, “kalyndyk”, “kalynmal”, “kalzha” only for young women (“kal” proforma). ,
then in the patriarchate - the ancestor. He connects the original mother of Kalsha with the word
“kalzha” and says that it is not only a young animal soup for a young bride (woman), but also
in Kazakhs - “Kalsha”, Azerbaijanis, Kurds - Khal, Ottoman Turks, Turkmens, etc. - And in
the epoch of matriarchy it is called the name of charity to the original mother, the goddess
[14,696].

Serikbol also connects Kalsha's originality with the word “kalash” in the compound word
“katyn-kalash” used for women. What is the conclusion? This shows that proto-Kazakh ethnonyms
date back to ancient mythical times and reach the present day, that is, the history of the Kazakh people
dates back to ancient times.

To confirm this opinion, it is enough to mention the fact that in Russian fairy tales - about the
Tsar Kalinin, the name of Gelindzhik, which is popular among the peoples of the North Caucasus and
the Ottoman Turks, and its deity. In fact, it is known that there are cone-shaped stone statues of the
goddess Kalin, which formed the basis of the name of the modern city of Gelendzhik. In other words,
the Kalinin goddess, who is common to the Turks, Ossetians and Adyghe peoples of the Caucasus in
Russia, can be seen in common with the Proto-Turkic tribes in ancient times.

The researcher connects the mythical nature of the legends associated with the name of the main
figure of the Kazakh mythological and genealogical complex - Alasha Khan with the ethnonym
Khalash, Kalsha. That is, the word “Alash” dates back to the XV century. It is the ancestral
name of the Kazakh tribes, which has been passed down from father to son by oral tradition
since ancient times.

She has a common etymology of the words “Alash”, “Kalsha”, where her femininity is
explained by the words “Al-aje” (Al-azha, Al-aja, Khal-aja), and the image of a woman giving birth
to a leprous child is probably “Alasha”. suggests that the name was later pronounced in reference to
the child [p. 15,133].

In this case, S. Kondybay tries to prove the continuity of the Proto-Kazakh tribes with the
Indo-European tribes who believed in the Great Mother Goddess. He substantiates the
connection of the name Alash with the period of matriarchy, which is preserved in the legends
and ethnogenesis of the Kazakh tribes.

S. Kondybay states that the terms “Al” or “Kal”, “Khal” have been preserved since ancient
matriarchal times, formed as a name of common kinship in the Proto-Turkic, Proto-Kipchak, Proto-
Kazakh communities and preserved in the Turks who migrated from Altai to the west, between the
Caspian and Black Seas. From this point of view, we can see the continuity of “Alash” with the
Alshins, and even in later times, the Hephthalite, Hun, Bulgar, Khazar, Alan.
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The researcher develops the opinions of his predecessors about the continuity of the ethnonym
Alash with the ancient Turkic period (VI century). He also connects the name of Alasha khan's father
- Abdullah with the white Huns - Hephthalites, one of the ancient Turkic tribes, and makes an
etymological and linguistic analysis of the word “Hephthalus”. The simplest interpretation of the
word “ephthal” - “seven al”: draws attention to the fact that the concept of “seven al”” was a mythical-
genealogical concept. That is, the Hephthalites, or their ruling clans, considered themselves to be a
direct descendant of the “specially created, noble” - “Seven-Al” - “Ephtal”. The main conclusion is
that in Central Asia there was a special genealogical and mythical cult associated with these “seven
characters”. The new dynasty received this as their tribal and later state name.

The correctness of this conclusion is confirmed by the phrase “When Alash is Alash, when
Alatai is a horse, when there is a wedding without a sign, when there is a narrow sheep” preserved in
the oldest oral literature. If we say that during the reign of the Turkic Khaganate, founded in 551/552,
the property of the tribes began with the tradition of individual marking on them, it means that the
name “Alash” was used earlier. Thus, it corresponds to the I1-1V centuries, the time of the Huns Attila
and the Hephthalites, when the Huns moved west from the Chinese border.

It is known that Kazakh historians Yu.Zuev and A.Abdrakhmanov supported the opinion of the
Russian historian Aristov that “Alshin-Alasha khan, that is, in the possession of the alshin was born
a sly, rebellious people, so a man with an ethnonym.” The word “Alash”, “leprous man”, “spotted
horse” is connected with the well-known scientist - T. Omarbekov, B. Karibayev [16, p. 5]. This can
be seen in the 2006 research of E. Primbetova, [16, pp. 105-113] and scientists of the historical
research center “Alash” on the tribes belonging to the Zhetyru tribal union of the Younger Zhuz.
Their new views on the settlement of the Younger Zhuz tribes from the Altai, the Semirechye, then
across the Syr Darya to the west of Kazakhstan, and then to the Caucasus-Black Sea coast are worthy
of support.

According to Kondybay, the name of Alasha khan's father “Abdul-Eziz” or “Abdullah” is also
connected with the name “zheti al” - “iyeti al” - “ephtal” - “abdal”. According to historical legend,
Abdul-Aziz (Abdullah) Khan threw his “leprous” child into a basket in the Syrdarya River. Later,
Alasha, who grew up in the lower reaches of the Syr Darya, near the Aral Sea, became the leader of
the group and khan of the military community organized there. S. Kondybay makes a scientific
hypothesis that the original horde of ephthalite-chionites appeared near the Aral Sea, in the lower
reaches of the Amu Darya and Syr Darya, and draws attention to three similarities in this regard:

1. The place where Alasha Khan founded the state and the cradle of the Hephthalite statehood
are the same. It is the Aral-Syr region.

2. Alasha khan's father gave the same meaning to the name “Abdullah” or “Abdul” and the
word “ephthal”. That is, the genealogy of Alash and the probable genealogy of the rulers of
Hephthalite are typologically identical.

3. The word “al” in the name of Alasha-Alash is the main word-maker in the ethnonym
“ephthalite” [14, p. 485].

The researcher S. Kondybay argues that the words “ala”, “leprosy”, “Alash”, “Alasha”,
“Alshin”, “giant”, “elf” come from the origins of universal myths. This “Zhety-al” - “Eftaldan” - the
name of Abdullah, whose son Alash is similar to the Indo-Aryan mythical story about Vivasvat. Both
Vivaswat and Alash are sun-worshiping sun gods in the sky, the ancestor of human beings. Both
Alash and Vivisvat are paralyzed (leprosy, without limbs); both were rejected and recognized by their
relatives, Vivisvat is the ancestor of mankind, Alash is the Proto-Turk, the ancestor of the Proto-
Kazakhs; The descendants of Vivisvat are twins: Yama-Yami, Manu-Shani, and in the Alash
genealogy his descendants are: Zhailkhan and Seilkhan, Maiky and Sabian, Kazakh and Suzak,
Karakalpak-Aiyrkalpak. Vivasvat's son - Yama, Alash's son - Maiky, etc. [pp. 15,51-52].

Thus, the combination of the plots of Indian epics such as “Vedas” and “Ramayana”,
“Mahabharata” with the common plots of Kazakh ethno-legends allows us to boldly say that the
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Proto-Turks, that is, the Kazakh tribes coexisted with the peoples at the beginning of human
civilization.

In this regard, S. Kondybay tried to scientifically prove that the name of the Kazakh ancestor
Alash is the name of the goddess, who taught mankind to live and create a society in ancient times
(mythical period), linking Alasha khan's leprosy with a “solar genealogy”. .

According to the opinion of the researcher and propagandist of Kondybay's heritage Z.
Nauryzbayeva, “alashubarlyk is a symbol of the hero from that day». This opinion is also supported
by A. Absadykov[12,65 p.] In later folklore, the first character was forgotten, primitive and explained
by leprosy. Magzhan Zhumabayev's poem shows that this diary remained in the Kazakh
consciousness and intuition:

In the early days of the fiery Sun, Gun was born,

| was born playing with fire from Gun ...

| am the son of the sun, I have sunshine in my eyes ... [17, 52 p.]. Thus, the German psychologist
K.G. Jung calls it the “archetype of collective unconsciousness” (archetype of collective

unconsciousness) [18, p. 52.]. Archetypes are ancient images that have been preserved in the
memory of the people for thousands of years and are occasionally revived.

In this regard, S. Kondybay boldly argues that the origins of the modern Kazakh
language, which retains the name Alash, are associated with Indo-European and even later
Hyperborean folds. The trajectory of the transition of the Indo-Aryans, owned by the
Hyperboreans, through the eastern shores of the Caspian Sea to the southeast - through modern
Atyrau, Mangistau, the Aral Sea, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Afghanistan to India, and to the
northeast to Altai, Kazakhstan, Siberia then the above arguments are correct.

European historiography is long overdue, and modern post-Soviet historians are beginning to
pay attention to the “linguistic method” of the poem “Alasha khan, Jochi khan, Aksak kulan
zhosygan”, which reflects the historical consciousness passed from father to son orally is given. This
is because Jochi Khan was the first of the Mongol khans to rule the Proto-Kazakh called “Alty Alash”.
Then the name “Alash Khan” or “Alasha Khan” has long been passed down from generation to
generation and has become an idiom in the mouths of the people, so it seems that it was used by
several Alash descendants (here: we should understand pre-Kazakh ethnic groups - Zh.zZh.). It is
consistent with S.Kondybay's conclusions that the ethnonym “Alash” is associated with the names
“Kalash”, “Kal” (matriarchal epoch or Aryan period), “Zheti al” (Hephthalite period), alan (I-1V
centuries), Alshin (XIV-XVIII centuries) and they all mean “first.”

As for the ethnonyms “Alshin”, “Alau”, “Alan”, the Russian orientalists - l.Bichurin, H.
Aristov, and even the first Kazakh scientist - Sh. Valikhanov also said, as descendants of the Huns,
the Turkic tribes - the Kipchaks, migrated to the west long before the Karlyks, conguered the Alans
and the Uighurs, and as a result came into ethnic contact with the Khazars and Bulgars between the
Black-Azau-Caspian Seas. According to Sh. Valikhanov, the Alshyns preserved the ancient traditions
of the Mongols: “The direct descendants of the first Cossack batyrs, who gave primary original life
to their union, revere the Lesser Horde of the Kazakhs, based on the ancient Mongolian law, which,
it should be noted, still has the greatest power and significance among them - that the right to the
inheritance of parents, to their property ... belongs to the youngest son, or the youngest member of
the surname - kendzhe. Therefore, the name alchyn, the proper name of the tribe of this entire Horde,
is produced on behalf of the first lawyer-bey Maika of the Kazakhs-Alacha, and one branch of this
Horde of the Bayulin clan is called directly alacha™ [19, 154 p].

There are different hypotheses about Alshyns' involvement with the Huns, Turks, Khazars,
Magyars, Alans and Bulgars. Some historians connect the Alshyns with the Alazons of Herodotus.

S. Kondybay tries to scientifically substantiate these hypotheses, in his opinion ... Alshyns in
the 14th-17th centuries were part of the Nogai Horde, then the Kazakh Khanate, but the thousand-
year history preceding this (IV-VI1I centuries), (XI-XIII centuries) has been little studied due to the
paucity of historical sources. In this regard, he fills this gap by using indirect non-historical materials
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(geographical, folklore-epic, verbal-mythological, cultural, cognitive) to restore the history of the
proto-Kazakhs. In his works, the Kazakh language becomes a means of studying mythology.
Subjecting the mythological and linguistic analysis of word formation, folklore, legends, ethnonyms,
eponyms and other manifestations of the historical memory of the people, he reconstructed the ethnic
history of the proto-Kazakhs.

According to mythology, the first ancestor of the Alshyn tribal union is the epic hero Alau
Batyr, whose name indicates the Alans. In the genealogy, Alau (Alan) - the progenitor of the tribal
associations of the Younger Zhuz Kazakhs - Alimuly and Bayuly, and his older brother Argimak -
the progenitor of Zhetiru, the third tribe of the Younger Zhuz - are the sons of Alash or Alshin.

Two sons come from Alau - Kyduar and Kydyrbai. The Alimuly descended from the elder
Kyduar, and the Bayuly descended from the younger Kydyrbay.

“Kydyrbay” is a parallel name of “Bayuly”, which S. Kondybay connects with the name of the
Bulgaro-Khazar clan “Kydyr/kudurgur”. He believes that the eponyms Kudrigur (7th century),
Kotrag (7th century), Alankuturgar (10th century), Kyduar, Kodar, Kudrevanko (XI-XII centuries)
are associated with the pre-Mongolian Turkic period [15, p.169].

The author synthesizes the results of his mytho-linguistic and historical-geographical research
with archaeological, folklore, data recorded in various written monuments for the reconstruction of a
thousand-year history.

The significant in this regard will be the parallel of the plots of the Kazakh epic about the forty
batyrs of Kyrym, namely, about Alau batyr, the mythological ancestor of the Western Kazakhs, with
the Nart epic of the Ossetians. In the Kazakh version, councils of batyrs are usually held in the house
of Alau, turning into feasts. The Narts also have the Alagat house, where feasts and military
communities take place. Despite some differences, the absolute similarity in the Kazakh and Ossetian
epics indicates a common source peacemaking on the Alans [15, 56 p.]. Thus, the commonality of
the ethnonym Alau for the Alans and proto-Kazakhs testifies to the close historical ties of these
peoples in the early period of the Middle Ages.

The conclusions and provisions of S. Kondybay were confirmed in the study of A. Nurumbaev
[20]. In his opinion, the proto-Alshinsky union of tribes took shape in the Sarmatian-Alanian
period. Tribes Bersh, Tana, Alasha, Zhappas - from Bayuly; Kerderi - from Zhetiru, originate
from the Alanian tribes of Bersil, Alans-Tanaites, Ases, Apassians (Apassiaks), Kidarites. Also, the
alim or alimuly within the Alshyn Kazakhs are directly connected with the Alans, because their
ethnic name is a phonetic version of the ethnonym Alan. Of the 12 Baiuly clans, 8 clans (Sherkesh,
Ysyk, Maskar, Alasha, Tana, Askar-baybakty, Kyzylqurt) date back to the Proto-Bulgarian tribe
“Zikh”, whose Caucasian features are more noticeable comparing to the Kazakhs of other regions.
The presence of the ethnonym Bersil both among the Alans and among the Khazars in the form of
Berchilik, Burdzhoglu-Berchogly or Burchevich among the Kipchaks-Polovtsy and Bersh among
modern Western Kazakhs testifies to the commonality of ethnic components.

Hence the connection with the Alans. This proves the existence of common sources of these
Russian, Ossetian, Adyghe and Turkic peoples, which are part of the Indo-Aryan language system.

In other words, the Alshins were separated from the Turkic clans earlier, that is, they started
“Kazakhness” in ancient times (Sh. Valikhanov).

Conclusion.

A century ago, Alash intellectuals, who were looking for spiritual mechanisms to revive the
Kazakh consciousness, built a new era in the study of Kazakh knowledge and cultural heritage.
Kondybay's work is not left out of the attention of historians. The findings of his works, which laid
the scientific foundation of Kazakh mythology, can be used as a method in the study of the ancient
origins of Kazakh history. It is the Eternal Land of the Holy Kazakhs - not in real geography, but in
our minds and instincts, that is, in our “inner country”, which is located inside each Kazakh,
completely hidden, dusty and unrecognizable. Mythology is one of the keys to rediscovering such a
sacred space “[2,500].
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The use of Kazakh mythology as a method of research in historical science will play an
important role in the spiritual revival of the important measures that will become the core of national
patriotism: the program “Native Land”, the project “Geography of the Holy Lands of Kazakhstan”
and local lore. These events are accompanied by respect for the Kazakh people, the founder of the
state, the inviolable foundation of national identity and are symbols that protect interethnic harmony
from dangerous influences.

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FACTORS CAUSING BURNOUT AMONG ENGLISH LANGUAGE TEACHERS IN
TURKEY

Abstract. This study aimed to explore the reasons behind English language teachers’ burnout in Turkey. To
achieve this aim, qualitative research methodology was fallowed. In this respect, 102 comments from English teachers in
Turkey in response to a post on Facebook were analyzed. After an investigation of the comments, 7 recurring themes
were found by the researcher. In the order of frequency, these are: “Students, system, being a teacher, parents, colleagues,
administrators and others”. Uninterested and disrespectful students are among the top reasons of teachers’ burnout. Noise
in the classroom also drains teachers’ energy most in their classrooms. Another important reason for teacher burnout is
that students are unwilling. Therefore, teachers believe that it is nearly impossible to teach English to such kind of
students. These results were examined in detail and compared to the results of relevant studies in literature in the
discussion part. In this respect, several important implications and suggestions were presented for both in-service and
future teachers of English.

Key words: burnout, English teachers, qualitative analysis, education system in Turkey.

Introduction.

Among many issues investigated in English Language Teaching (ELT) field, teacher burnout
is one concernthat has recently started to attract researchers’ attention. Many teachers of English feel
such a level of stress and pressure that they are not able to perform well in their profession anymore
or stop enjoying their profession altogether. Although there are many research studies conducted in
the area of “teacher burnout»; there are still limited studies that directly examine English language
teachers’ burnout. Therefore, this study aims to fill this gap in the literature by determining the reasons
forburnout among Turkish teachers of ELT.

Burnout was first coined by Freudenberger [1], who explained it as “a state of mental and
physical exhaustion caused by one’s professional life». Freudenberger was a consulting psychiatrist
at a free clinic in New York’s East Village. When he observed the volunteers of the clinic, he noticed
a common decrease in their motivation. After that first definition, many other researchers developed
the term. Soon after, Maslach [2] described burnout as a psychological condition in which one feels
distanced from work. She defined the syndrome as one which causes mental fatigue. She also defined
three dimensions of burnout: emotional exhaustion, depersonalization, and personal accomplishment
[3]. When the term “burnout” was first introduced, it was only attributed to human services. However,
researchers began to notice that the condition applied to many others out of the human service field
[4]. Teachers are one worker group that is immensely affected by the burnout syndrome. In a study
conducted by Kyriacou [5], almost one quarter of teachers stated that they believe teaching is
“extremely stressful». Furthermore, there are an alarmingly high number of teachers who intend to
leave their profession because of burnout at all career stages [6].

Literature review

What are the factors causing teacher burnout?

There are many studies conducted to investigate the factors triggering the burnout syndrome
for teachers. In fact, it is nothing uncommon to hear teachers complain about the daily challenges
they have to struggle with. Scholars have long searched for the most common reasons behind this
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phenomenon. Kyriacou [5] listed 10 main causes of teacher stress in his study. These are: “teaching
pupils who lack motivation”, “maintaining discipline”, “time pressures and workload”, “coping with
change”, “being evaluated by others”, “dealing with colleagues”, “self-esteem and status”,
“administration and management”, “role conflict and ambiguity” and “poor working conditions”.

In Kyriacou and Sutcliffe’sstudy [7], the most frequent reasons for teacher stress were found to
be “pupil’s poor attitudes to work”, “trying to uphold/maintain values and standards™ and “covering
lessons for absent teachers”. The most common stress symptoms were found to be “exhaustion” and
“feeling frustrated”. Futhermore, Byrne [8] found out in her “gender”, “age”, and “type of student
taught” have the most effect on teacher burnout. She also noted that (a) the grade level at which one
is teaching has an important impact on teacher burnout and (b) organizational management cause
many teachers a great deal of stress regardless of the grade level.

Cano-Garcia, Padilla-Mufioz and Carrasco-Otriz [9] found out that both personality traits and
specific contextual variables could be associated with burnout. The teachers with a high degree of
neuroticism and introversion got the highest burnout scores. They also noted thatthe more burned out
teachers have, the less importance they attach to their relationship with students. In a study conducted
by Skaalvik and Skaalvik [10], “conflict with students’ parents” and “having to organize teaching in
ways one did not believe were the best” were found to be the factors that are most strongly related to
teacher self-efficacy and teacher burnout. They noted that there is a very strong correlation between
teacher burnout and teacher self-efficacy. Similar to the present study, Sadeghi and Khezrlou [11]
investigated English language teachers in Iran to explore the factors that cause their burnout. They
found out that high emotional exhaustion, reduced personal accomplishment and level of education
significantly contribute to teacher burnout whileage, gender and marital status have no significant
impact.

Studies conducted in Turkey

In Turkish context, the concept of teacher burnout was investigated in several aspects, for
teachers working at different institutions. In Toker’s study [12] in which he explored the teacher
burnout levels of the academicians in Turkey, it was revealed that marital status and age were
significantly related to job burnout. Inandi [13] aimed to determine whether female teachers in Turkey
experience burnout due to the career barriers they face. He found out that career barriers resulting
from school and environment factors are significant predictors of female Turkish teachers’ emotional
exhaustion.

Sari [14] conducted a study to analyze burnout among special school teachers and head
teachers; and the factors affecting their burnout. His study revealed that more experienced subjects
have higher emotional exhaustion and depersonalization, and less job satisfaction compared to their
less experienced colleagues. However, more experienced subject felt higher personal
accomplishment. Along the same line, Capri and Guler [15] investigated teachers working in special
education and rehabilitation centers. They found significant negative correlations between teachers’
occupational burnout levels and levels of job satisfaction, which was a significant precursor of
burnout.

In the same vein as this study, Cephe [16] examined 44 English instructors in his study to
determine the major factors leading to ELT teacher burnout. The results revealed that the instructors
regard administrative applications in their institution as the major factor for their burnout. Another
finding was that instructors with a high level of burnout displayed “alienation to professional
identity”. Han and Mahzoun [17] used qualitative methods to investigate the factors that demotivate
EFL teachers in Turkey. They found out that the main causes for teacher demotivation were: “lack of
effective communication with school administration and colleagues and lack of interest, attention and
respect from behalf of students”.

Materials and methods of research. Qualitative research method was followed in the study.
It used content analysis to examine a group of comments on a Facebook group for ELT teachers in
Turkey. The comments were made in response to a post that asked: “What drains your energy the
most in your job?”” There were 102 replies to the post.
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The comments were all transferred to an excel file and analyzed by the researcher for recurring
themes and patterns [18]. To achieve the validity and trustworthiness of the data analyzed, the
researcher asked for another researcher’s help in coding and analyzing the data. After an examination
of all the comments, the researcher determined 7 main reasons for teacher burnout (Students, system,
being a teacher, parents, colleagues, administrators and others). All the comments were studied
again and assigned into one of these 7 main categories. The main categories were listed in order of
frequency in a table, considering the number of likes they have received on Facebook. More detailed
tables were also made for each main category to examine the specific reasons teachers put forth for
each of them.

Results and their discussion. After all the comments were analyzed, 7 reasons were
determined by the researcher. These themes are: “Students, system, being a teacher, parents,
colleagues, administrators and others”. Samples of some teachers’ ID numbers (T1, T2, T3, etc.) will
be shown in parenthesis in this part of the study. The frequencies of the main factors are listed in
Table 1. According to Table 1, the most common reason for ELT teacher burnout in Turkey is
“students”, with a frequency of 46. Additionally, the comments about students received 187 likes in
total, which is the highest amount of likes compared to likes all the factors received. Not only the
educational system, but also being a teacher is itself difficult according to their opinions (T11). They
believe that parents can also cause them some problems and some of the teachers see parents as the
causes of their burnout (T22). Besides some other reasons, colleagues (T37) and the administrators
(T44) are also seen as a cause for teacher burnout.

The causes of burnout resulting from studentsare broken into more specific reasons and shown
in Table 2 below. According to the table, teachers mostly feel burned out because of uninterested
(T6) and disrespectful (T62) students. Noise (T55), unwillingness (T72), complaining (T93) and
difficulties (T23) also cause burnout among teachers.

The causes of burnout resulting from the system are examined in Table 3.Among the teachers
that reported that the system drains them out, most of them specified the monotonousness as the
reason for their burnout. The formalities at school are so many that 3 of them believe it is really
difficult for them to do their real job, which is teaching English (T79). One teacher specified several
problems such as lack of necessary equipment or materials needed in their teaching practices (T48).
Besides trying to catch up with the curriculum, a teacher says he/she has so many lesson hours to
teach (T53).

Table 4 below depicts the reasons resulting from being a teacher. “Not being open to
innovations” (T32) is the most popular response in this category, followed by “not being

respected(T100), communicating with people (T86), concerns for the future (T95) and difficulties
(T32)".

In the following table, it can be clearly seen that the teachers feel burned out because of the
parents as well. “Ignorance (T17), parents acting asknow-it-alls (T69), acting inconsiderate (T78),
acting irresponsible (T82) and difficulties (T3) caused by the parents” are among the reasons of
burnout caused by the teachers.

There were also several complaints about the colleagues. Teachers stated they feel drained out
because of their “colleagues’ ego (T47) and attitudes (T71). Also, incompetent (T12), know-it-all
(T96), ignorant (T38), lazy (T66) and unwilling colleagues (T88)” drain some EFL teachers’ energy.

Theirnegative attitudes (T51),
mobbing (T2), formality (T89), incompetent (T14) administrators, discipline problems (T58) and
administrators who show no support(T73)”.

Finally, there were a few other response that were not very popular among other teachers which
reasoned that teaching drain them out because of “watching duty (T27), time of the lesson(T65),

negative comments (T90) from other people, course books (T30), being a substitute teacher (T9),
crowded classes (T42) and personal characteristics(T81)”.

The results of this study corroborate the findings of the former studies regarding teacher burnout
in the existing literature. It is noteworthy that the frequency order of the factors in this study is largely
in line with Kyriacou’sfindings [5]. His findings suggested that the main reasons for teacher burnout
are “teaching pupils who lack motivation”, “maintaining discipline”, “time pressures and workload”,
“coping with change”, “being evaluated by others”, “dealing with colleagues”, “self-esteem and
status”, “administration and management”, “role conflict and ambiguity” and “poor working
conditions”. When compared with the results of this study, it could be said that “students”, which
emerged as the most common result, covers “teaching pupils who lack motivation” and “maintaining
discipline”. The second most common factor found in this study, “system”, covers “time pressure and
workload” and “coping with change”. The third factor, “being a teacher”, covers “being evaluated by
others” and “self-esteem and status”. One difference that stood out in the current study is the “parents”
factor, which was not listed as a factor that leads to teacher burnout in Kyriacou’s findings.

One study regarding the fourth most common factor found in this study, “parents”, to be a factor
that lead to teacher burnout was carried out in Norway [10]. The researchers found out that conflict
with parents had a negative relationship with five of the six dimensions of teacher self-efficacy,
emotional exhaustion and depersonalization. Unlike many other studies that were carried out in the
Turkish context, “colleagues” and “administrators” were not very common compared to the other
factors. These factors were found to be the fifth and sixth most common factors respectively. Cephe
[16] reasoned that “administrative applications in teachers’ institution” was the most common reason
for teacher burnout in Turkey. Similarly, in another research study [17], the most common reason for
teacher burnout was found to be “lack of effective communication with school administration and
colleagues”, followed by “lack of interest, attention and respect from behalf of students”. More
studies need to be conducted in Turkish context to identify if this is a significant difference.

Conclusion.

Teacher burnout is a serious concern for many ELT teachers in Turkey. This study identified 7
main reasons that cause the teachers participated in this study to feel burned out: students, system,
being a teacher, parents, colleagues, administrators and other reasons. Important implications can be
drawn from the results of this study. Precautions should be taken to prevent teacher burnout and
provide a more positive and comfortable teaching environment both for the teachers and the students.
It is apparent that in the Turkish context, the system, the parents of the students and the administrators
pose serious challenges for teachers. The education system and the administrative work assigned to
teachers should be revised and renovated considering teacher needs. School administrators play an
important role in decreasing teacher burnout. They should work to address and solve the problems
that could arise as a result of teacher and parent conflict. Constant constructive feedback and positive
assessment should be done by administrators to maintain teacher wellbeing. On a final note, it should
be kept in mind that this is a small scale study that only explored the comments coming from a number
of ELT teachers in Turkey. The participants are limited to the comments written under the post on
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Facebook. More prospective and comprehensive studies should be conducted in several different
contexts to further analyze ELT teacher burnout.

FOREIGN AND RUSSIAN PRACTICE OF SMALL BUSINESS TAXATION

Abstract. The relevance of the research topic is due to the fact that the stimulating factor in the development of
small business is the tax policy of the state, the essence of which is to gradually reduce the marginal tax rates and reduce
the progressiveness of taxation with a wide scope of tax benefits. Reducing the tax rate depending on the size of the
enterprise is one of the methods of taxation of small enterprises. The main idea of creating and introducing a simplified
taxation system is to reduce the tax burden on small businesses. This is very appropriate, since small business plays an
important role in the socio-economic development of any state. In this article, the authors define the essence and
importance of small business in the country's economy, analyze the dynamics of tax revenues in the context of the
coronavirus pandemic, consider the directions of state tax policy in the field of small business support in Russia at the
present stage, among which the formation of a favorable business climate, elimination of regulatory, administrative and
organizational barriers, expansion of access to financial resources, systemic development of infrastructure to provide
companies with comprehensive financial, material, information, consulting and organizational and methodological
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assistance. A study of the peculiarities of taxation of small businesses in foreign countries has been conducted. The authors
draw conclusions on the comparative analysis of taxation of small businesses within the scope of the possibilities of
applying foreign experience in Russian practice.

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STATE REGULATION OF SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF RURAL AREAS

Abstract. The article substantiates approaches to improving state regulation of rural development by developing
a set of regional policy instruments, as well as supporting the diversification of the rural economy and improving the
activities of rural institutions, infrastructure facilities. The policy on the development of rural territories is proposed to be
considered as a sphere of mutual responsibility of the state, rural territories, science, business and civil society. State
regulation of rural social development does not matter in itself, but is reduced only to measures that mitigate the negative
consequences of the formation of market relations. As a result, there is an urgent need for a systematic presentation of the
substantive foundations of state regulation of rural social development, analysis of the consequences of its market
transformation in the modern Kazakh economy and identification of areas for improvement [1].

The purpose of the article is to propose methodological approaches to assessing the effectiveness of state regulation
of social development of rural areas based on the analysis of its content and features and to develop areas of improvement
in modern Kazakhstan conditions. And also to consider the content of state regulation and features of social development
of the village; to classify the means of implementing forms and methods of state regulation of social development of the
village; generalization of the assessment methodology and development of criteria and indicators of the effectiveness of
state regulation of social development of rural areas; determination of institutional and socio-economic consequences of
market transformation of state regulation of social development of rural areas.

Key words: rural areas, state regulation, regional policy, socio-economic, social development, investment project,
welfare of the population.

Introduction. Today, the country's cities are developing, and the socio-economic situation of
their villages is steadily lagging behind. Because we live in an age of progress, and every day we hear
and know through the media that residents of settlements still complain about such needs as drinking
water, roads, blue fuel, which should be simple and affordable. Speaking of the above-mentioned
social problems of the rural population, I am generally silent about the infrastructure of rural areas.
First of all, let's delve into the question of why it is necessary to improve villages, improve their socio-
economic situation... The people in the village are tired of the daily hustle and bustle and want to
settle in automated cities compared to small populated areas. It is known that the situation prevails
over the person. The number of villagers who seek financial stability and education in the city has
grown. Today there are not even young people who would like to go and work in the village. This is
the unshakable truth. In general, according to the results of the last census, young people make up
more than 20 percent of the population living in Kazakhstan. If we consider these young people a
strategic resource of the country, as the future of the country, then they should be directed to the
development of the state both in rural areas and in the city. And now, when in our country, where the
infrastructure is lame, there is no access to simple needs, there cannot be enough ambitious, initiative,
dreamy, energetic youth. Who then inhabits the countryside? You can say only old people with bent
backs, leaning on a stick, children in a cradle. And young people who create new families and live in
rural areas can be counted on the fingers. It seems to me that elderly people live like this in rural
areas, and they eventually move to cities, if this continues there is a risk that the rural population will
die. Urbanization is also an urgent problem today. Therefore, it is very important to develop villages,
improve them, bring them to such a level as district centers. And if you look at what is now in a
remote village, then their problems immediately catch your eye. In other words, the driving force of
the village is highly qualified young specialists who have received higher education.Today, the
development of villages is one of the main goals. The goal set by the Head of State in our government
is to raise rural areas, so the topic of our villages is one of the most relevant today. Therefore, it is
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very important to pay attention to the infrastructure of villages. Therefore, special attention should be
paid to regional policy. The aim of regional policy is to reduce the differences between the levels of
socio-economic development of regions through the implementation of important investment
projects. The implementation of investment projects will improve infrastructure, economic activity,
and this, in turn, will increase the standard of living of the population [2].

The market reforms carried out in our country have two different effects on the economic and
social development of the village. After the decline in agricultural production, there was an
unsatisfactory situation in the social sphere of rural areas, which resulted in a significant decrease in
the level and quality of life of the population. To overcome the negative consequences of market
transformation, to increase the availability of educational, medical, cultural and commercial services,
it is necessary to study and analyze the causes of the deterioration of the situation in the development
of rural areas and to develop scientifically sound methods and tools for state regulation of rural social
development.

The current state and direction of rural development in the country is characterized by the lack
of mechanisms for the introduction and application of innovations that ensure large-scale production
in this area. High risks, insufficient financial attractiveness, low profitability of the production sector
and the peculiarities of regional development hinder the attraction of innovations and the activation
of innovation activities. These issues require scientifically based conclusions in the direction of
improving organizational and innovative mechanisms of innovative activity in rural areas. In this
regard, one of the urgent problems at the present stage is the development of mechanisms and methods
of development management based on regional features of innovative development of rural areas, the
study and study of foreign experience in ensuring effective activities, the introduction of best practices
in Kazakhstan.

Regional economy is closely related to economic geography, but unlike it is focused on applied
practical results. The regional economy, despite its proximity to geography, is an integral part of the
economy. In addition, economic theory is closely related to macroeconomic forecasting, sectoral
economics, statistics and other socio-economic sciences. Regional economics, along with economic
issues, considers ecology as social problems, demography, geography, ethnography and other
sciences. Although the villages themselves seem to be a small concept, the study of aspects of the
economic and social development of the region began to develop in Russia in the XIX century, and
in Kazakhstan at the end of the XX century on a scientific basis. In the West, regional economics is
defined as “regional science”. Therefore, it is necessary to do concrete things without looking at the
progress of the village-region [3].

The main purpose of regulating the development of the region and the village with state support
is to create opportunities for sustainable economic growth of the regions, contributing to the
prosperity of the economy of the whole republic. State support of rural territories and farms is carried
out within the framework of the following programs: “Business Roadmap 20207, “Agribusiness
20207, “Export 20207, “Employment 20207, “Efficiency 20207, the program of industrial and
innovative development of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the state program for the development of the
agro-industrial complex of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2017-2021 [15-20]. Achieving this goal
presupposes the unity of state and regional interests, their combination.

Materials and methods of research. Rural territories are one of the main directions of the
country's economy and a determining factor of the political stability of society. The research methods
were the works of domestic and foreign scientists reflecting the peculiarities and problems of
agriculture and reflecting the peculiarities of the economic development of rural areas. The range of
issues under consideration is quite wide, it includes problems related to the development of rural areas
and having high social significance: poverty in rural areas, low standard of living of the population,
social inequality, shortcomings in the production of public goods and the development of social
infrastructure in rural areas.

As methodological tools chosen in accordance with the purpose of the article, a systematic
approach in the selection of information, quantitative and qualitative methods of description, as well
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as foreign experience of the agro-industrial complex abstract-logical method for identifying factors
affecting it were used. The substantiation of the theoretical provisions was carried out on the basis of
the application of general scientific methods and techniques, methods of analysis and synthesis,
systematic and integrated approaches, the final data of personal observations from the information
base of the official Internet, target programs for the development of branches of the agricultural and
industrial complex of the republic were considered.

Results and their discussion. Economically stable and socially developed rural territories are
the key to stability, independence of the state and food security, therefore, the vector of their
development should become a priority direction of the national policy on sustainable development.
In our opinion, the sustainable development of rural areas is a purposeful process of long-term
(continuous) development with a qualitative and fair gradient of development in the economic,
environmental and social spheres of life with the preservation of this ability in the future. Rural
development undoubtedly implies economic growth and an increase in the quality of human capital
of rural communities. The development of the agro-industrial complex is promoted by a market
approach to farming, favorable natural conditions and an abundance of natural resources, the
sufficiency of scientific and educational potential, the scale of the domestic food market,
environmental safety factors and the possibility of producing natural food.

The market approach to farming reflects the coordination of branches of the agro-industrial
complex, the placement of production in various natural and economic areas, the use of technologies
adapted to local natural and economic conditions, insurance, lending, the search for sources of income
outside agricultural production, as well as the variety of forms of enterprises included in the complex,
the possibility of full participation of workers in the process of public administration in production,
in labor collectives. The natural conditions and natural resources of the country play an important
role in the development of the agro-industrial complex.

First of all, let's delve into the question of why it is necessary to improve villages, improve their
socio-economic situation... Indeed, Kazakhs with a population of eighteen million have enough
villages. And if you look at remote areas, you can immediately notice their problems with the naked
eye. Among them are Kurchum, Katon-Karagai, Tarbagatai, Zaisan, Urdzhar districts of East
Kazakhstan region. These areas amaze with the beauty of their nature. There is everything here: a
mountains, forests, lakes, and deserts. In these parts, all kinds of crafts from cattle breeding to
agriculture, from fisheries to beekeeping, you just have to want to start. Only the state of the border
territories leaves much to be desired. Because the Land is remote, there is a shortage of specialists,
high cost and unemployment. Therefore, the border with the neighboring country began to be
exposed. | am aware of the current situation with the village of Markakol, where | was born and grew
up.

Markakol is a village in Kurchum district of East Kazakhstan region , centered in Markakol
rural Okrug . The name of the village was called “Alekseevka” until 1992, and “Terekty” until 2016.
Located 154 km east of the district center - the village of Kurchum, south of Lake Markakol. If in
1999 the local population was 5,020 people (2,439 men and 2,581 women), then in 2009 it was 3,489
people (1,680 men and 1,809 women). To date, the population has completely decreased, the exact
number is unknown, since the number of people moving to urban lands is too large. There are 2
schools, 1 hospital, 1 music school in this village. According to the rural district, there are 13 grocery
stores providing the population with food, 63 are registered in the district today, including 47 active
individual entrepreneurs. This year, 1 service station, 1 public bath, 1 barber shop, 1 singing karaoke,
1 woodworking sawmill, 1 household goods, 2 shops of various products, 1 sewing workshop are
under construction. In the Markakol rural district, in the past 2020, for the purpose of breeding
animals, 7 peasant farms and 2 agricultural production cooperatives are carrying out various works.
For example, this year 6 peasant farms purchased 10 heads of breeding bulls at their own expense.
The task plan for the rural district for 2021 is the structure of the arable land of 3682 hectares. The
sown area in the rural district is: 730 hectares of grain crops, 900 hectares of sunflower, 187 hectares
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of potatoes, 100 hectares of melons, 115 hectares of vegetables, 1,650 hectares of perennial and
annual grasses.

For example, in the 90s, about 1,700 children were enrolled in rural schools, currently only 300-
350. To the question “What is the cause of all this?”- so the highly respected elders (aksakals)
answered:

- If the people have good conditions and a comfortable life, then why do they move to the city
in batches? In remote border areas, conditions are completely different, there is a shortage of food
and medicines, young people do not stay here for a long time, because there are no incentives, there
are not enough personnel, the road is far and harsh, the communication routes are very bad. In winter,
during blizzards, this village remained without communication with the central districts for months,
I myself saw and witnessed how food supplies were delivered to the village by helicopter, there was
no other way. And there is a shortage of specialists in the Markakol district Hospital. There are no
surgeons, no obstetricians, operations are not carried out, women in labor are sent to the Kurchum
district center, which is located 200 kilometers from the village - that's the answer we received [4].

Unfortunately, there are no exact data on the village of Markakol, however, since the abolition
of the district by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated May 23, 1997 and
the entry of the territory into the Kurchum district, the data have been generalized, including for the
Markakol (Terekty) rural district. Kurchum district borders on the north with Katon-Karagai district,
on the West with Kokpekty district, on the southwest with Tarbagatai district, on the south with
Zaisan district of East Kazakhstan region, on the east with Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region of
China.

According to the schedule, information is provided for the Kurchum district, including for the
Terekty rural district, 3767 people are distributed in the villages of Terekty, Akzhailau, Karashilik,
Karaoi, Kainar, Bulgars Tabyty, Moyyldy, Tentek, Matabai, the land area is 228645 hectares. |
clarified the state and economic situation of the population a little by interviewing local residents. If
there were 37,000 people in Kurchum district in 2010, then 243 people in 2020, 37900 people in
Katon Karagai district in 2010, 23,000 people in 2020, 40400 people in Zaisan district in 2010, 36979
people in 2020, 57600 people in Tarbagatai district in 2010, 38,852 people in 2020, if 81400 people
in Urdzhar district in 2010, then 73760 people remained in 2020. Such exposure of borders is
dangerous, said our wise elders. This situation manifests not only in the East Kazakhstan region, but
also in all border zones of our state. Therefore, it is necessary to take this issue seriously. This
particular problem cannot be solved without the intervention of the state, without its socio-economic
regulation [20].
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According to the information, a comprehensive program has been adopted for the development
of border areas in the region, for which 218 billion tenge has been allocated. However, it seems that
this is not enough to stop the process of migration. In addition, within the framework of this program,
measures should be taken by the state not to disperse the population at the border.

| clarified the state and economic situation of the population a little by interviewing local
residents. According to the survey, the share of pensioners in the region is 15-20% of the population,
while 5-10% are people from the disabled group. I received information that the average amount of
the allowance is 60-70 thousand tenge, but then no one revealed to us a more complete answer.

The largest example of migration was in the settlement of Moyyldy, which is located a
kilometer from the village of Markakol. Once upon a time, life was in full swing in a village where
pastures were full of cattle, known for the prolific berry moyyl. And now there is not a single sign of
life, only occasionally empty houses are seen, as if reminding that they are witnesses of that time. At
one time there were more than 60 houses here, and more than 300 residents. When people leave the
region, the land becomes orphaned, now a whole village on the border line is empty. Only 3-4 families
who do not want to leave these lands hoping that the village of Moyyldy will recover, everything will
return to normal. Kazakhstan ends further from this village; the borders of China are visible nearby.
It follows from this that the borders are also being emptied, in particular of the Markakol rural district

[4].

In general, socio-economic policy for the development of rural areas should be considered as a
sphere of mutual responsibility of the state, rural areas, science, business and civil society for ensuring
a decent quality of life for people, and the quality of life as a criterion for the effectiveness of state
regulation of rural development. The system of state regulation of rural development is integrated as
a constructive and meaningful expression of rural development policy, should correspond to the
interests of various rural settlements (in terms of population, remoteness, level of economic
development, social sphere, etc.), and this position is currently being resolved within the framework
of a neo-endogenous approach. At the same time, in order to organically adapt rural communities to
the market, it should be institutionalized in the form of local self-government, cooperation, etc. and
it is assigned to territories (natural, human, economic, historical, cultural, etc.). b.) Within the
framework of targeted development programs aimed at unlocking the internal potential, of course,
the scale of state assistance, organically coordinated with the interests of the rural population, is
important.

Conclusion.

After analyzing all of the above, we met with the akim of the rural district and asked about the
measures being taken. In order to improve rural areas, a number of measures are being implemented,
including: lending to support agriculture under the “Agribusiness” program, which is under the
“Business Roadmap program — 2025” through the “Damu” fund, financial grants and other measures
are provided to peasant farms, such as village improvement, street lighting, asphalting, updating
agricultural equipment, repairing the Central Stadium “Markakol”, construction of various sports and
recreation grounds, major repairs of buildings of municipal institutions, measures are being taken to
ensure employment of the population. But it seems that all these ongoing works are unable to stop
the influx of people who are leaving for big cities.

In conclusion, | was looking for ways to solve the problem we are facing, and made the
following conclusion:

- firstly, the construction of new railways, highways, waterways for the population suffering
from the severity of roads;

-secondly, the development of tourism in the border areas, which by the beauty of their nature
is in no way inferior to the famous Switzerland. Since the funds from tourism will be replenished by
regional and district budgets, and these regions will be able to finance themselves.

- thirdly, it is necessary to increase the sources of production on the lands of Zaisan, where the
subsoil is full of gas, and in the Markakol district, where ore is full underground. However, these
problems still do not find their solution.
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-fourth, residents of border zones in China are paid benefits for living in this region, as well as
salary allowances. Perhaps we should also apply this experience.

INTELLECTUAL POTENTIAL OF INNOVATIVE DEVELOPMENT OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. The main purpose of the article is to consider the role of science and intellectual potential in the
formation of innovation activity of the economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In the article, the object of research is the relationship of science, technology and production in the national
economy of Kazakhstan.

Systematic and institutional approaches were used to develop the research concept.

The article discusses the features and problems of preserving and developing the intellectual potential of society,
which are the main factor of socio-economic development and solving global problems related to the progressive
development of society.

The authors determined that the internal costs of research and development work in the economy consist of the
costs of fundamental, applied and development research. The authors have revealed that the costs of research and
development work in recent years have a positive growth trend. Trends correlating with national indicators are observed
in the public, business and non-profit sectors. At the same time, in the higher education sector, there is instability in the
implementation of research.

The proposal is given to equalize the distribution between the types of research work, which will have a positive
impact on the development of the economy as a whole.

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LEGAL REGULATION ENSURING NATIONAL SECURITY AS
NECESSARY ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE INTRODUCTION OF
CRYPTOCURRENCIES

Abstract. The article analyzes the use of cryptocurrency in the economic turnover, which acts as a means of
payment and accumulation, recognized at the legislative level by a number of states, including those entering the WTO;
explores the possibilities of using cryptocurrency in the territories of states that are members of the WTO or other
international organizations of economic integration, but did not legalize the possibility of introducing cryptocurrency into
the national economy; Based on the analysis of the established advantages and possible negative qualities of the
cryptocurrency, the directions of improving the legislation are proposed with the aim of minimizing the risks of public
administration in the case of the introduction of the cryptocurrency into civil circulation as a means of payment and
accumulation.

One of the main threats of the usage of innovative financial assets on the state territory are attributed to the
decentralization of the release of cryptocurrency, the mining of cryptocurrency is currently carried out by solving a
mathematical algorithm by almost any subject of law located, who has access to the Internet. In the article described the
legal regulation of regional economic integration, the creation of a single economic space and the legal conditions of free,
within the EAEU, movement of goods, works, services and financial resources, the legislation of the member states
governing economic relations, which should be unified, which will allow business entities to freely carry out economic
activities throughout the EAEU on equal terms, independent of the country of registration and the country of the place of
economic activity.

The compliance of cryptocurrency turnover with prudential regulation of banking, a set of legal measures should
be developed to minimize the risks of banking in the context of using cryptocurrency as a means of payment.

Key words: cryptocurrency, comparative law, currency law, effective legal framework, civil turnover, threat to
national security.

Introduction. The modern world order, as noted above, is based, firstly, on the active
development of new technologies, because of the development of which new objects are introduced
into economic turnover that are not known to civil law as a system of law regulating economic
relations [1, pp. 21-28] and, secondly, on intensively developing integration processes, which was
also noted in our studies [2, pp. 111-118]. A spectacular example of new technologies are innovative
financial assets called cryptocurrency, the use of which requires detailed legal regulation, including
within the framework of integration processes [3, p. 6-10], as an example of which it is necessary to
cite the international organization for Regional Economic integration “Eurasian Economic Union”
(hereinafter referred to as the EAEU), created on January 1, 2015, the state’s parties of which are the
Republic of Armenia, the Republic of Belarus, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic and
the Russian Federation.

Both the development of new technologies, their introduction into the economy, and integration
processes are subject to detailed regulatory environment and, in the economic sphere, primarily by
the norms of the Civil Code [4, p. 5-9].

The effectiveness of civil law regulation, the stability of the direction of development of public
relations regulated by the norms of the Civil Code, which should perform the functions of the main
national normative legal act that creates the legal fundamentals for economic activity on the state
territory, depends on the place that the Code occupies in the hierarchical system of normative legal
acts of the state, which was the subject of our research [5, pp. 163-169]. Thus, by virtue of their place
in the hierarchical system of normative legal acts of Armenia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Russia,
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the Civil Codes of these states occupy the position of an “economic constitution”, i.e., a normative
legal act having the highest legal force after the constitution in the system of civil legislation of these
states, which guarantees the stability of legal regulation of economic relations. Unlike the Civil Codes
of the EAEU member states, the Civil Code of Belarus occupies a subordinate place in relation to the
acts of the Head of State [6, pp. 61-64] and cannot claim the role of an “economic constitution”,
which reduces the level of stability of public relations regulated by the Civil Code of Belarus and, in
the light of participation in the EAEU, the investment opportunities of the Republic of Belarus,
primarily for economic entities of Armenia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Russia.

At the same time, in the context of the development of regional economic integration, the
creation of a single economic space and legal conditions for the free movement of goods, works,
services and financial resources within the EAEU, the legislation of the participating states regulating
economic relations must be unified [7, pp. 121-123], which will allow business entities to freely carry
out economic activities throughout the entire territory of the EAEU on equal terms, regardless of the
country of registration and the country of the place of economic activity. The proposed approach will
comply with the principle of free movement of goods, services and financial resources, enshrined in
the Civil Codes of Armenia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Russia.

Currently, the popularity of cryptocurrencies as a means of payment and accumulation is
growing despite its high volatility. So, for example, on 26.05.2012, the exchange rate of Bitcoin, the
most popular cryptocurrency, to the US $ was $5.15 per 1 Bitcoin. At the peak of its popularity on
17.12.2017 one Bitcoin was worth $19,083.6, on 31.12.2019 one Bitcoin was $7,166.15, and on
02.02.2020 it was $9,422.3 [8]. At the same time, i.e., with significant volatility of the cryptocurrency,
interest in it as a means of settlement is growing due to certain qualities inherent in cryptocurrencies
that are absent from the classical currencies of the world. The states that have legalized
cryptocurrency as a means of payment are Australia, Vanuatu, Marshall Islands, New Zealand, Papua
New Guinea, Samoa, Japan, Tunisia, South Africa, Germany, Italy, Argentina, Brazil, Venezuela,
Colombia, Bahamas, Canada, Mexico, USA [9], which is due to several positive qualities that
cryptocurrency has as a means of settlement. Thus, cryptocurrency is information about digital codes
recorded in digital wallets, access to which is closed with a personal access key, i.e., in fact, an
innovative financial asset is created, stored, and transferred between legal entities through computer
technologies, which give the cryptocurrency innovative qualities that make it popular in economic
turnover, as noted above. These qualities, in relation to the existing state of affairs, include, first of
all, the high speed of making payments through the use of the worldwide computer network Internet
and the absence of intermediaries (banks or non-bank credit and financial organizations) between the
creditor and the debtor, which unprecedentedly reduces the settlement procedure. The use of a
worldwide computer network in the calculations in cryptocurrency gives it another innovative feature
— the possibility of unhindered and at any convenient time, regardless of the “banking day”,
transactions to any point in the world where there is access to the worldwide computer network
Internet. At the same time, that is, in the presence of the above innovative qualities of cryptocurrencies
that allow transactions to be carried out without borders and, in fact, instantly regardless of the
location of the creditor and debtor, no commission is charged for the transfer of cryptocurrencies due
to the absence of the same intermediaries, which reduces the costs of economic entities and either
reduces the cost of products, or, while maintaining the cost, increases the profit of the manufacturer.

The positive qualities of cryptocurrencies in general and Bitcoin, in particular, should also
include the inability of blocking (freezing) funds, for example, on the initiative of tax authorities or
on the basis of a court decision, which is possible in the case of using a bank account opened in a
non-cash national or foreign currency, cancellation of payments made, as well as the impossibility
(technical complexity) of counterfeiting Bitcoin created using modern (innovative) Blockchain
technology.

In addition, cryptocurrency has such a quality as the decentralization of the issue — the
possibility of its generation (creation, receipt, mining) is provided to any entity anywhere in the world
with access to the worldwide computer network Internet, with the appropriate hardware and software,
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as well as the anonymity of the owners of digital wallets and, accordingly, transactions carried out by
them.

It should also be stated that Bitcoin, Ethereum, Ripples, Litecoin and other cryptocurrencies
provide functions and capabilities that destroy the system of traditional settlements denominated in
foreign currency, mainly in US dollars” [10, p. 277]. This reduces the dependence of the world
economy, the possibility of the emergence (or even simulation) of another global financial crisis on
the US dollar, currently recognized as the world reserve currency.

At the same time, in the presence of a number of undoubtedly positive qualities of innovative
financial assets, their characteristics such as decentralization of issue, anonymity of owners of digital
wallets and, accordingly, transactions, entail a number of negative consequences for public
administration, and the high volatility of cryptocurrencies acts as a risk factor for any subjects when
using cryptocurrencies as a means of accumulation and settlements, which was the subject of our
research [11; 12, pp. 93-102]. In particular, “the presence of a currency that is not controlled by state
structures can lead to an imbalance, instability, an uncontrolled currency can be used to make
connections outside the legal economy” [13, p. 155]. The anonymity of the owners of digital wallets
and transactions makes cryptocurrency, as a means of settlement, attractive, first, for the shadow
economy, which uses the anonymity of payments in cryptocurrency within the framework of criminal
supplies of prohibited items and substances, criminal services provided.

“The free dissemination of information about electronic currency determines the active use of
cryptocurrencies in drug trafficking, weapons, forged documents and other criminal activities. These
facts, as well as the possibility of uncontrolled cross-border transfer of funds and their subsequent
cashing, serve as prerequisites for a high risk of potential involvement of cryptocurrencies in schemes
aimed at the legalization (laundering) of proceeds from crime and the financing of terrorism” [14].

As one of the most striking examples of illegal trading using cryptocurrencies as a means of
payment, it is advisable to cite the history of the “illegal online store Silk Road, which operated in
2011-2013. The platform, which was called the underground eBay, used bitcoins for settlements
between sellers and buyers. The volume of sales through Silk Road was estimated at $14 ~ 15 million
per year, and by the time the site was closed, and its founder was arrested, the total volume of
transactions amounted to 9.5 million bitcoins [15].

Materials and methods of research. Thus, it should be stated that the use of cryptocurrencies,
which is undoubtedly an innovative financial asset gaining popularity in the world of economics,
along with the positive has negative sides, which, in our opinion, are currently reduced primarily to
the fact that:

— the state has no control over persons who create cryptocurrencies and (or) are owners of
digital wallets containing information about the number of digital codes belonging to the wallet owner
due to the anonymity of participants in the distributed register of digital transactions;

— a miner (a person who receives cryptocurrency by solving mathematical algorithms) has a
real possibility of exchanging the created digital codes for national or foreign currency, i.e.,
generating income unrelated to the production of a socially useful product, which can be qualified as
the issue of money, the exclusive right of which currently owned by the state;

— a person with a cryptocurrency has the possibility of anonymous (not controlled by the state)
exchange of digital codes for objects of economic activity prohibited from civil circulation on the
state territory.

The above-mentioned main negative aspects of the introduction of cryptocurrencies into civil
and, accordingly, economic circulation on the state territory can prevent the state, as a system of
political management of society, from performing the functions assigned to it, including such as
ensuring law and order, economic, taxation and financial control and, as a consequence, social support
of the population.

The specified list of the main negative aspects of the use of cryptocurrencies indicates the need
for detailed legal regulation of the processes of creating (mining) cryptocurrencies, creating
(acquiring) electronic wallets for storing digital codes created or obtained as a result of participation
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in transactions, as well as the use of cryptocurrencies as a means of payment when making payments
for transferred products (goods, works, services). Moreover, due to the wide variety of
cryptocurrencies in the world, it is advisable to recognize the decision at the legislative level of the
question of which specific cryptocurrencies (one, two, etc.) will be allowed for circulation on the state
territory. In particular, “according to the current list investing.com, as of March 15™ (2018 — author's
note), there are 1,658 cryptocurrencies. On Monday, March 13™, there were 1,638 of them and less
than 1,600 just a couple of weeks ago.” [16].

Results and their discussion. Results and their discussion. From the above, it obviously
follows the need to introduce a set of legal measures aimed at preventing (minimizing) the negative
consequences (risks) of introducing cryptocurrencies into civil circulation, which, first of all, must be
carried out as part of the modernization of the civil law system [17, pp. 109-140; 18, p. 39-47], taking
into account the participation of the Republic of Belarus in the EAEU and the related need to unify
the civil and economic legislation of Belarus with the civil and economic (entrepreneurial) legislation
of other member states [18, pp. 180-182; 20, pp. 115-134], which is especially relevant in the
conditions of digitalization of the national economies of the EAEU member states.

Thus, as part of the creation of an effective civil law basis for the introduction of cryptocurrency
into civil and, accordingly, economic circulation, we have proposed a set of legal measures aimed at
legislative consolidation:

— personification of entities entitled to carry out activities to create the digital codes;

— registration of digital wallets containing information about the number of digital codes stored
in them and the personal access key to the digital wallet;

— for entities of private ownership of the registration (declarative) procedure for the
implementation of activities to create digital codes;

— for entities of the state form of ownership of the permissive procedure for carrying out
activities for registering digital wallets, creating digital codes and participation in economic relations
using cryptocurrency.

The set of high priority legal arrangements proposed for implementation will create legal
conditions:

— protection of business entities in the public sector of the economy through the introduction of
a permissive procedure for their participation in economic relations using cryptocurrency;

— personification of economic relations entities that are owners of digital wallets designed to
store records of their digital codes belonging to them, which makes transparent the procedure for
using cryptocurrencies as a means of payment and allows you to create conditions for preventing the
use of cryptocurrencies for the financing of terrorism, the acquisition of narcotic drugs and other
objects prohibited for circulation.

Based on the fact that the set of proposed high priority measures is subject to implementation
in the civil law system, it should be stated that in the context of the development of the digital
economy and the need to unify the civil legislation of the EAEU member states, it is advisable to use
a formal, rather than the most common in modern civil law, material concept of legal relations, which
is justified in our research, to address the issue of including innovative digital financial assets
(cryptocurrencies) in the civil law system.

The proposed changes in civil legislation will allow introducing cryptocurrency into civil and, as a
result, economic circulation, which, however, is associated with the possibility of developing threats to
the national security of the state that has allowed the use of cryptocurrency on its territory, and requires
additional legal mediation, including within the framework of administrative, criminal, banking
legislation.

Thus, on November 9™, 2010, the Concept of National Security of the Republic of Belarus was
approved by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 575 “On Approval of the
Concept of National Security of the Republic of Belarus” (hereinafter referred to as the — The
Concept), state bodies and other organizations were ordered to follow the provisions of the Concept
in their practical activities.
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In the Russian Federation, the Concept of National Security was approved by Decree of the
President of the Russian Federation on December 17™, 1997 no. 1300, and its new version — by
Decree of the President of the Russian Federation no. 24 of January 10™, 2000. In the Republic of
Kazakhstan, the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 6™, 2012 no. 527-1V “On the
National Security of the Republic of Kazakhstan” is in force. The National Security Concept of the
Kyrgyz Republic was approved by Decree of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic dated June 9™,
2012 no. 120 and is based on the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic dated February 26™, 2003 no. 44 “On
National Security”. In the Republic of Armenia on January 26™, 2007, at the meeting of the National
Security Council under the President of the Republic of Armenia, the “National Security Strategy of
the Republic of Armenia” was approved.

Thus, each of the EAEU member states has its own concept of national security, the content of
which, in the light of the development of the common economic space within the EAEU, also requires
analysis for unification at least in the section of economic security. At the same time, the need to
unify approaches to the national security of states — The EAEU members, primarily in the economic
security section is due, firstly, to the development of economic relations within the single economic
(including customs) space, which implies the free movement of products and financial resources
within the entire economic space, secondly, to the intensive development of economic relations in the
territories of the states bordering the EAEU, using cryptocurrency as a means of payment, acting as
an innovative financial asset and, thirdly, the desire of each of the states — The EAEU members are
ready for integration into the global economic space. As a consequence of integration processes, the
possibility of cryptocurrency penetration into the state economy becomes inevitable and,
consequently, the emergence of threats to national security due to legal uncertainty in the sphere of
application of innovative financial assets in civil and, accordingly, economic turnover.

In particular, such EAEU member states as Russia, Armenia, Kazakhstan and the Kyrgyz
Republic are members of the World Trade Organization and, consequently, participants in the
processes of globalization, as the main aspects of which the International Monetary Fund named
trade, capital flows and investments [19, pp. 8-12]. Consequently, the development of the
cryptocurrency market within the WTO will inevitably affect the economic security of WTO
members Russia, Armenia, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, which cannot, in the future, not affect the
economic security of Belarus, which is not a WTO member, but is part of the EAEU.

One of the main threats to the use of innovative financial assets on the state territory should
include the decentralization of the issuance of cryptocurrencies, mining (creation) which is currently
carried out by solving a mathematical algorithm by almost any legal entity located on the state
territory, possessing the necessary hardware and software and access to the global computer network
Internet. At the same time, if there is an official ban on the exchange of digital codes for national and
foreign currency, as well as their exchange for products in free civil circulation, there are no threats
to national security and, first of all, economic security. In the absence of a legally established ban on
the commission of these economic transactions, any holder of digital codes has a legally secured
opportunity to exchange digital codes for any currency available on the state territory and
manufactured products due to the fact that these relations are economic, regulated by the norms of
the Civil Code [20, p. 20-23], allowing, by virtue of the applied method of civil law regulation, the
development of any economic relations not provided for by the norms of the Civil Code, but not
contradicting them.

Therefore, in the absence of a direct ban on the use of cryptocurrencies as a means of payment
on the state territory, its mining should be equated to the issue of money, which at all times was the
exclusive right of the state controlling the money supply on the state territory. In the case of the
existing state of the cryptocurrency, i.e., the anonymity of the owners of digital wallets and the
transactions they make, the mining process, i.e., in fact, the issue of means of payment is uncontrolled,
which leads to an uncontrolled increase in the “money supply” on the state territory, which can cause
significant harm to the economic security of the state.

At the same time, in the light of the actively developing processes of globalization, the
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participation of the Republic of Belarus in the EAEU, and the rest of the EAEU member states in the
WTO, prohibitive measures cannot be considered effective, which implies the need to create legal
mechanisms through which the mining and movement of cryptocurrencies on state territory will be
controlled by the state.

Conclusion.

When developing an appropriate set of legal norms, it is necessary to take into account the fact
that cryptocurrency as such is already included in economic processes on the territory of the Republic
of Belarus, and newly adopted regulatory legal acts, including amendments to existing ones, obey the
established rules of action in time and, as a rule, apply to relations that arose after the entry into force
of newly adopted regulatory legal acts, which corresponds to the norms of Article 104 of the
Constitution of the Republic of Belarus of 1994 and was the subject of our research.

Further improvement of the legislation of the Republic of Belarus to create safe conditions for the
national economy for the introduction of cryptocurrency into civil circulation should be carried out in the
following areas.

1. Based on the analysis of the compliance of cryptocurrency turnover with prudential
regulation of banking activities, a set of legal measures should be developed aimed at protecting
(minimizing) the risks of banking activities in the conditions of using cryptocurrency as a means of
payment.

2. It is also necessary to determine the possible threats to the economic security of the Republic
of Belarus as a result of the legalization of the civil circulation of cryptocurrency on the state territory,
the level of negative impact of the circulation of “cryptocurrency” on the financial system of the state
and its national security due to the anonymity and financial insecurity of “cryptocurrency”.

3. Based on the conducted research, it is necessary to develop a set of legal measures aimed at
countering illegal encroachments in the sphere of cryptocurrency circulation, as well as countering
the development of the shadow economy using cryptocurrency as a means of payment, in order to
ensure comprehensive protection of financial institutions of the Republic of Belarus and its economic
security.

The implementation of the proposed priority legal measures will create the appropriate legal
conditions for:

— protection (risk minimization) of banking activities in the conditions of using cryptocurrency
as a means of payment;

— effective counteraction to illegal encroachments in the sphere of circulation of
cryptocurrencies and the development of the shadow economy using cryptocurrencies as a means of
payment;

— strengthening the controlling function of the state in the field of cryptocurrency turnover by
virtue of:

consolidation of the obligation of personification of participants of the crypto market through
the introduction of mandatory registration of digital wallets;

accounting of the facts of the creation (mining) of cryptocurrencies and its turnover by business
entities;

including the facts of the creation and turnover of cryptocurrencies in the system of taxation
objects;

establishing the obligation of digital wallet owners to provide access keys to digital wallets to
regulatory authorities in cases established by law.

Further implementation of the proposed legal measures should be aimed at creating legal
guarantees for the security of the use of cryptocurrency, which has high volatility and is the object of
illegal encroachments by:

— compulsory insurance of the risks of owners of digital wallets associated with possible
unauthorized access to digital codes contained in digital wallets and their “theft”;

— establishing a ban on the placement of digital codes in the banking sector of the economy as
deposits;
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— establishing the obligation of periodic reporting of entities to the National Bank of the
Republic of Belarus (authorized banks) on the number of digital codes created, which will allow
controlling the “money supply” on the state territory;

— granting the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus the right to introduce a reasonable ban
on the creation of digital codes (of certain types) on the state territory in case their number exceeds
the requirements of the financial security of the Republic of Belarus.

Among other things, the introduction of cryptocurrencies into wide civil circulation as a means
of payment and accumulation can contribute to:

— intensification of trade turnover both on the territory of the Republic of Belarus and within
the international economic space due to the absence of intermediaries in making payments in
cryptocurrency, respectively, their acceleration and reduction in price;

— acceleration of the inclusion of the national economy into the world economic space due to
following global economic trends, which makes the national economy more open to the world
economic community and, accordingly, more attractive for external investment.

ISSUES OF APPLICATION OF MATERIAL OBJECTS OF LASER MARKING TO
CERTAIN TYPES (GROUPS) OF CRIMES

Abstract. The author provides an analysis of the practice of applying the method of laser marking based on
international experience. Lasers are used in the processing of many materials: concrete, mirrors, iron, etc. In the process
of laser marking, the material heats up so much under the influence of a laser beam that its color changes over time, and
the contrast appears or disappears or burns out. The resulting laser mark is stable and resistant to abrasion. When using
laser cutting, it is cut to the specified dimensions with high precision. Considered various areas of the use of laser marking
(security; weapons; logistics; multimedia; transport; pharmacy etc.). SWOT analysis was carried out that included the
strengths and weaknesses of the method under study. Different points of view are offered to scholars specializing in
jurisprudence, as well as other sciences on this subject. The key point of this article is the conclusions and suggestions of
the author regarding the introduction into operational, investigative and expert practice of the conditions of application
of laser marking technology.

ISSUES OF HARMONIZATION OF NATIONAL LEGISLATION AND RELIGIOUS
ACTIVITY IN THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN: PROBLEMS AND THEORY

Abstract. The article describes the legal regulation of religious activity and the influence of multi-nationality on
beliefs and their impact on public relations. In accordance with the Constitution of the country, there was a secular model
of state-confessional relations based on the principles of equality of all citizens before the law and respect for the personal
beliefs of each citizen, regardless of language and attitude to religion. In accordance with generally accepted international
norms, the State has been given the opportunity to regulate and control the activities of religious organizations in order to
ensure the protection of citizens' rights and public safety. The state policy of Kazakhstan is guided by the basic principles
of respect for the rights and freedoms of citizens. At the same time, the existing state-confessional relations in the country
are aimed at ensuring equality of all faiths and religious groups. The activities and goals of the country to establish
organizational ties between the leaders of world and traditional religions are characterized as one of the steps aimed at
religious Community. The State's policy in the sphere of religion pursues the goals of preserving interreligious harmony;,
promoting mutual religious tolerance in society. Kazakhstan's religious policy is a guarantee of interfaith harmony and
stability of the religious situation. The article describes the state of legal regulation of religious relations and the principles
of legal norms for regulating the activities of the religious administration of the state.
