Different opinions are given on the assessment of the collapse of the USSR
as a geopolitical catastrophe. The author considers the collapse of the Union as an outwardly difficult to explain, but
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internally quite conditioned phenomenon. And he considers it one of the many geopolitical catastrophes in world history.
And this geopolitical catastrophe is considered by the author as an inversion, as a stage of dialectical development.

Like any major historical phenomenon, the collapse of the USSR had its positive and negative aspects. Sovereign
nation-states that had a centuries-old history were formed, a single ideological superstructure was eliminated, new states
embarked on the path of democracy development.

Armed clashes of ethnic groups and clans also took place on the territory of the former USSR, in the vast Eurasian
space, and in some cases assumed the character of a civil war (Tajikistan, Transnistria, Abkhazia, Nagorno-Karabakh), and
a protracted armed conflict in Chechnya lasted for several years on the territory of the Russian Federation. All this has
caused enormous damage to the peoples. Having freed themselves from the ideological dogmas of the past, Russia and other
countries of the former USSR are building relations on a completely different conceptual basis: on the basis of recognition
of independence, equality and economic benefits of cooperation.

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ROLE OF CUSTOMS OF STEPPS IN REALIZATION OF PRODUCTS
OF CATTLE BREEDING

Abstract. The article reveals the role of customs in the transportation of livestock products from the Kazakh
Steppe. The history of trade and economic relations between the Russian Empire and Kazakhstan is an object of study for
both Russian and domestic historians. In the regulation of foreign economic activity in the 19th century, the role of customs
was significant. They regulated not only trade and economic, but also political processes. It was the Asian direction that
became dominant in the foreign policy of the Russian Empire. The article focuses on the main areas of trade. The most
significant customs points through which trade operations were carried out have been identified. Statistical and archival data
on the problem under study are given. Trade relations were of great importance not only for Kazakhstan, but also for Russia.
The importance of individual customs is revealed. In the article, a special role is given to barter trade, fairs. The most
significant centers of fair trade are singled out. In the development of trade relations a huge role was played by the transport
industry. The transportation of goods was mainly carried out by the Kazakhs. This occupation became one of the main ones,
which made it possible for the indigenous population to earn money.

Introduction. The study of the history of customs relations with the Russian Empire Steppe edge
in the XIX century is one of the main features of trade and economic ties. Trade relations between the
two states were formed earlier. Condition of the region is closely related to the economic processes
within the Russian Empire.

Development of the customs had their own specific, unique features. State Customs in the region
helps to reveal the role of border regions in the formation of the internal market. Through them
wheeling in a large volume of different goods. Most of the goods were products of cattle. For the
Russian industry needed raw materials, this in large amounts can give the Kazakh steppe. The study of
this important question in connection with the development of customs relations at the present stage.
The above identify the main purpose of the study - to examine the development of customs relations in
the X1X century Russia to the Kazakh steppe.

Material and methods of research. The methodological basis was formed by the principles of
science, objectivity, and consistency. Within the framework of this work, the historical-genetic method
was used to study the problem in the context of its historical development. The authors tried to trace the
main factors and features of the development of the customs system in the region.

The main sources for writing the work were archival documents, published statistical data, as
well as materials of the pre-revolutionary periodical press. To achieve this goal, the materials of the
state archives of the Orenburg and Astrakhan regions, the Central State Archive of the Republic of
Kazakhstan were used. The laws of the Russian Empire were used. These materials allow us to reveal
the problem under study, to determine the contribution of the Steppe Region to the development of
trade and economic relations.

The source base of the research is also the works of Russian, Western and domestic scientists,
materials of periodicals.
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Results and their discussion. Huge role in the formation and development of trade and
economic relations between the two countries bring customs of Orenburg province and Steppe Region.

The border location of the region and the rapid development of trade and economic relations
between Russia and the countries of the East in the XVIII century led to the creation of the customs
service in Orenburg, which lasted until 1868. The activities of customs authorities in the south-east of
the country in the second half of XVIII - first half of XIX century largely contributed to the
strengthening of Russia's position in Kazakhstan and Central Asia, and actively trade and economic
expansion of England in that region.

Economic relations between the Russian and Kazakh people in XIX century, expressed mainly in
barter. A. Levshin [1], V.M.Cheremshansky [2]. wrote about this. To a greater extent in the work of
these authors described the economic ties between Kazakhstan and Russia for small periods of time.

Among the most meaningful work directly on the problems of Russian-east trade, it should be
noted work of P.I. Nebolsin [3], Y. Hanykov [4] and other.

All the tasks of the pre-Soviet period can be divided into several groups. The first group consists of
representatives of the authors of the academic direction [5].

The second group consists of research of economists, statisticians, historians, geographers [6, 7].
Opinions, suggestions, "notes"” of diplomats, merchants, travelers, secret agents can be attributed to the
third group. Until the mid-1950s, this problem affects only the individual work in popular scientific and
journalistic nature [8].

In the second half of the XX century there were works that explored different aspects of trade
relations of the Russian Empire with particular countries of the East, the linkages between the domestic
market and foreign trade.

At the beginning of the XIX century European explorers and an analysis of trade and economic
relations between Russia and the peoples of Asia. Among the European and other researchers of the twentieth
century can be identified as the work of such scholars as [9]. They gave a description of the trade relations of the
Russian Empire with Kazakhstan and Central Asia.

A huge role in the formation and development of trade and economic relations between the two
countries have customs Orenburg province and Steppe region. The border location of the region, as
well as the rapid development of trade and economic relations between Russia and the countries of the
East in the XVIII century led to the creation of the Customs Service in Orenburg, Omsk, Tomsk, on the
Irtysh line. The activities of customs authorities in the south-east of the country during the second half
of the XVIII - XIX centuries greatly contributed to the strengthening of Russia's position in Kazakhstan
and Central Asia.

Young zhuz joined Russia and later Middle zhuz joined them too, two zhuzes boosted the
development of economic relations between Kazakhstan and Russia. Released barter in Orenburg,
Troitsk, Petropavlovsk, and then in the fortresses Irtysh line offers great opportunities for the marketing
of livestock and pastoral resources.

During the nineteenth century Russia's trade with Kazakhstan was conducted on the entire
boundary of the lower reaches of the steppe Yaik (Ural) to the upper Irtysh. Exchange of goods and
livestock produced in the following paragraphs: Guriev, Uralsk, Orenburg, Orsk, Verkhneuralsk,
Troitsk, Zverinogolovsk, in castles - Petropavl, Kalmykovsky, Omsk, Semipalatinsk, Ust-
Kamenogorsk and others. In all of these areas in the exchange there was a process of mutual knowledge
and bring the two peoples. Kazakhs migrated closer to the border line to exchange their goods at
exchange yards. In the 1780's to the Orenburg exchange yard Kazakhs came to exchange up to 2,000
people a day [1].
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The main commodities were exported from the Kazakh steppe, was cattle, sheep, horses, cattle,
camels, goats and cattle products: goat down, wool, skins of domestic and wild animals, felt, fur coat,
coats, horns. Russia also supplied the Kazakh nomadic pastoral people of handicraft products and
industrial production, as well as bread, the export of which has been increasing in Kazakhstan.

At the beginning of XIX century define more clearly the importance and mutual benefits of this
trade. Kazakhs had exchange with Russian and Central Asian merchants, Cossacks and peasants
fortified line settlers of Orenburg region and Western Siberia. Development of exchange with Russia
contributed degradable natural Kazakh economy, the development of commodity circulation and the
foundations of agriculture in Kazakhstan. Barter led to a rapprochement of the Kazakh and Russian
peoples.

Trade in Orenburg to the first quarter of the XIX century has mainly exchange character in nature
and only in the second quarter - money. In Orenburg fortresses have occupational exchange-yards. In
1750, the government equated to a trade fair in Orenburg, which meant the removal of the ban to the
retail trade. Local trade was of the nature of the caravan. Caravans from Central Asia, Iran, India,
arrived in Orenburg region twice a year - in spring and autumn, as a rule, to the top of the Orenburg
and Troicky fairs. In this connection, one of the most pressing problems was looting merchant
caravans. The local authorities were tasked to create a convoy to accompany all commercial
expeditions, following the Orenburg line in the Middle East. However, in practice it has not been
implemented.

The main items of domestic exports in Steppe Region is the manufactory of cotton, linen, silk and
wool, Russian leather and other leather, copper, brass, iron and steel. In this part of the re-exported
Russian metals khanates of Central Asia to other countries of the East. From Asia to Russia brought
gold, and silver in the Persian and Indian coins, sand gold, precious stones, raw cotton and spinning of
cotton, Indian cotton prints and semi-matter, Bukhara lambskin, fur of wild animals (tigers, Pallas, and
so on) dried fruits, livestock, catching golden eagles, nuts, etc. The development of domestic
manufacturing industry in the early XIX century increased import of cotton, silk and dyes with
increasing exports of finished products - different fabrics and metal products. Overall trading on Russia
Orenburg direction had a negative balance because of the large demand of the domestic market of the
country.

In the first half of the XIX century increases the value of Orenburg, Omsk as a transit center in
the Siberian and Chinese trade. Items received here from Xinjiang and Kyakhta (tea, Chinese silk
products, silver lyanah, etc.), which were usually on the Russian domestic market, a small part of their
re-exported to Central Asia.

Thus, on the basis of number of cities in the middle of the XVIII century a new center for trade
formulates between the Russian Empire and the neighboring countries of the East. Trade, bearing
caravan character was initially mutually beneficial. Interested in expanding trade with neighboring
countries in the East, Russia is making efforts to protect their economic interests by changing the
customs policy and the rules of entry to the Asian merchant’s secure merchant caravans. In general, the
development of the eastern trade in the Orenburg line not only contributed to the consolidation of the
geopolitical influence of the Russian Empire in the East, Kazakh zhuzes and Turkmen genuses, but also
to create conditions for the expansion of foreign trade in the vector Siberian line, the development of
mutually beneficial trade relations with China.

Despite the fact that Russia was interested in the countries of the East as a trading partner, the
development of bilateral relations between them was largely hindered by the lack of reliable sources of
information about them. In particular this applies to the khanates of Central Asia and Afghanistan, as in

Iran, Turkey, and China was somewhat different: being in these states of permanent missions possible
to obtain reliable information from experienced Russian diplomats.

Very often the merchant caravans were robbed; in connection with the June 26, 1803 for Ne
20.821 adopted a decree "On the equalization of Semipalatinsk and Petropavl Customs with
Bukhtarminsk, and permission to send out from Buhtarmy, Petropavliovsk and Semipalatinsk
strongholds abroad merchant caravans with the convoy ". The decree states that "to safe and secure
merchant caravans from Kyrgyz raids and distinction to for escort them to the steppes, to give the
owners of the caravan servants linyam decent Cossacks no more than 20 people on the train, while
armed. And the merchants on the other hand would give them double the content as for guarding their
goods and in return for their own armed Cossacks and their horses™ [10].

Occasional raids on merchant caravans, problems with protecting goods and their own lives,
corruption by Asian officials, infiltration of counterfeit money, smuggling, and captivity of the Russian
population caused concern for the Russian authorities. Another problem was the presence of English
trading men in Asia. In view of these circumstances, the Russian Empire began to take steps to find a
compromise. For this purpose, Russian diplomats were sent to the khanates of Central Asia at the
beginning of the 19th century. They were tasked with solving economic issues. These were secret
missions. The most important is sue under discussion was trade.

It was during this period that the idea of an Asian trading company emerged. It was initiated by
P.E. Velichko, head of the customs, and G.S. Volkonsky, governor of Orenburg. As conceived by the
authors of the monopoly of trade with the Eastern countries should have been concentrated in the hands
of this company. An expedition to the Central Asian khanates was planned. However, the plan was not
realised due to financial circumstances.

However, the government needed detailed information on the political and economic situation in
Central Asia. In 1810, it was decided to organise an expedition led by a Bashkir, A. Subkhankulov. The
pretext was to present the Emir of Bukhara with personal letters from the Russian Emperor. At the
same time, he was given a secret assignment. He was to find out the opinion of the local merchants
with regard to trade with Russia. He was to plan caravan routes, and carry out investigations into the
production of counterfeit Russian rubles. In fact, A. Subkhankulov managed to fulfil his assigned tasks.
The only thing he failed to do was to solve the problem of counterfeiters.

Subkhankulov was again sent to Asia in 1818. This time the visit was to Khiva. The main
purpose was to jointly resolve the security of the caravan trade. In addition, Russia wished to obtain a
monetary contribution for Russian merchants who had been robbed in the Khanate of Khiva. However,
the expedition was met with hostility. Nevertheless, this trip did not pass without leaving a trace. The
government received the necessary information and had some idea of the economic situation in the
region. The government did not stop there and organised another expedition under the command of N.
Muravyev and M. Ponomarev. However, the desired result did not materialise.

Subsequently, similar missions were undertaken under the leadership of P. Demeson, I. V.
Vitkevich. P. Demeson's visit facilitated the start of the expansion of trade relations with Bukhara. He
gave a detailed description of the state of the Khanate. Demeson P. was one of the first to provide an
in-depth analysis of the low level of trade turnover between the two countries. He also expressed his
vision on the future possibilities of customs and trade relations.

Vitkevich 1.V., during his visit, placed the main emphasis on the problem of customs duties. In
the markets of Bukhara the interests of Russian merchants were infringed. The object of his research
was also the relations of the Kazakhs with the local population and the slave trade. Despite the
difficulties and contradictions between Russia and the Central Asian states, considerable information
material was accumulated, which subsequently made it possible to resolve trade problems [11].
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The main role was now assigned to customs services and the customs offices themselves. Some
of them grew in importance during this period. One such customs office was Troitskaya. It came into
operation in 1749. Geopolitically and geographically this fortress occupied a very advantageous
position. Troitsk was a transit point from Russia to the south of Kazakhstan and Central Asia.

The accession to Russia of the Younger, and then the Middle Zhuzes, forced the intensification of
the trade exchange of products and livestock products. With the beginning of barter trade, Orenburg,
Troitsk, Petropavlovsk, the fortifications of the Irtysh line were actively involved in the sale of
livestock and cattle-breeding raw materials.

During this period, the main trade was concentrated along the border of the Urals and the Irtysh.
Therefore, trade exchange took place in the cities and fortifications located on these rivers. There was
not only a process of expanding trade, but also a gradual convergence of ethnic groups. For a quick
exchange of goods, the Kazakhs preferred to trade closer to the border with the Russian Empire. During
the period of trading operations, up to 2000 people were concentrated in Orenburg [12, p. 218].

Through customs, the Kazakh population transported, as a rule, a large number of livestock, as
well as products and livestock raw materials. In exchange, the Kazakhs could buy the most necessary
product in the markets - grain. In addition, the empire sold various items for everyday life to nomads.

By the beginning of the XIX century. trade exchange with the Kazakh Steppe became profitable
for both Russian merchants and the local population. Merchants from Central Asia, Cossacks, Russian
settlers were drawn into commercial relations, which brought the peoples even closer. All trading
operations were originally carried out at the exchange level. And only in the 20-30s, the sale of goods
and products for money begins. For carrying out monetary transactions at each fair there were special
places where anyone could exchange banknotes. In 1750, Orenburg was recognized by the government
as a fair trade point. The status of the city and its commercial importance changed. However, problems
in the development of trade still persisted. The regional sale of goods still had a caravan character.
Most of which were supplied by the Central Asian khanates, China, India, Iran. The path of
advancement of these caravans was not only long, but also dangerous. Many of them were often
attacked by nomads. To prevent robberies, many merchants were forced to hire specially people. Their
task was to protect goods and repel raids by robbers. Ensuring force protection was the responsibility of
the local leadership. But, very often this requirement was not met.

The first barter trade with the Kazakhs began on the Uilskaya line by order of the governor L.I.
Neplyuev in 1745. The importance of this outlet was so high that in 1749 a decision was made to build
a customs point on the Ui River. Up to 3-5 thousand heads of horses were passed through this customs
every year, rams from 15 to 25 thousand heads [2, p. 175].

The development of interchange was facilitated by the permission to exchange goods for all

classes without limitation. At the same time, all caravans following the Orenburg-Bukhara route were
accompanied by armed detachments. Since the fairs in the Kazakh Steppe were held in the spring and
summer, they had to cross customs twice a year. The most popular were two directions - to
Petropavlovsk and Troitsk. However, the Trinity Way was often attacked by Kyrgyz nomads. In this
regard, the merchants resorted to the help of the Kirghiz themselves. The goods were transported by the
Kyrgyz themselves, who lived and roamed along this route. However, high duties on some goods
hindered the more active development of commodity exchange.
In the middle of the XIX century. part of the duties was reduced or canceled, some bans were
regulated. These measures led to an increase in turnover and profits. So, on the example of the
Orenburg customs, one can judge the changes that have taken place. In 1859, goods worth 1,271,632
rubles were transported through this customs, in 1860 - 1,187,256 rubles, in 1861 - 1,546,967 rubles
[13, p. 26]
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The main objects of exchange and sale were manufactory, leather goods, raw leather, animal

skins, metal products, grain and other goods. Among Asian goods, precious metals and stones, cotton,
fabrics from China and India, furs of wild animals, etc. were in great demand. Cotton, silk fabrics, dyes
were in special demand. One of the reasons was the rapid growth of the light textile industry. In
connection with the activation of trade turnover, Orenburg and Omsk are becoming leading fair centers.
Especially their importance has grown in the sale of goods coming from China.
The activation of Russian, local and Central Asian merchants led to the emergence of new shopping
centers that connected the Russian Empire with Eastern countries. It was the caravan trade that turned
out to be the most acceptable for the region. She brought a good income and became one of the sources
of replenishment of the treasury. All goods must be subject to customs inspection. And not all goods
passed through customs.

The Russian government, seeing the benefits of the eastern revolutions, took measures to
strengthen its economic interests. Several statutes for European and Asian trade have been adopted.
From 1822 to 1842 customs policy was aimed at restricting foreign trade. The initiator of such a tough
policy was Count E.F. Kankrin. For this, high duties were introduced on goods imported from Europe
and Asia. So, the rules for the transportation of goods were changed, the most reliable routes for
merchants from Asia were chosen. These measures have strengthened the economic potential of the
region. The importance of some cities of Kazakhstan has increased significantly (Orenburg, Verny,
Semipalatinsk, Petropavlovsk and others). But there were also a number of difficulties that hindered
mutually beneficial cooperation. Limited information about the economic potential of the Asian region
has become one of the obstacles to more active cooperation with Central Asia.

From the beginning of the foundation of the customs, the Kazakhs began to transport a variety of
cattle-breeding raw materials in large quantities. In 1839, only 15,507 whole leathers were sold for a
total of 108,307 rubles, as well as 1,756 pieces in the form of pieces for the amount of 10,378 rubles,
50 kopecks [14].

But one of the first cities that linked the Russian Empire and Kazakhstan with trade ties was
Orenburg. And if initially trade here had an exchange character, then from the 1920s it acquires a
commodity-money character. Trading operations required the opening of money exchange offices. The
opening of the fair in the city led to the development of retail trade. Caravans with goods arrived in
Orenburg twice a year.

To strengthen domestic trade and increase profits from fairs, customs tariffs were developed in
1857 and 1868. The government has revised its policy of protectionism against trade with foreign
countries. As a result, a list of goods prohibited for transportation to the Russian Empire was
determined. These were goods that could undermine domestic trade. Buyers had to give preference to
their manufacturers.

Any goods that entered or exited the country past customs were treated as contraband. If the
imported goods were not declared by the merchant, accordingly, they were not subject to duty. It was a
violation. In this case, he was detained. At the same time, the type of the goods itself was taken into
account, there is a duty on it, it is included in the number of those prohibited for transportation. If they
found items not indicated in the documents, the merchants paid a fine of 10% of the price of the goods.
The item itself was returned. The same interest was paid to the customs officer who discovered the
contraband. They were also punished if the documents did not mention goods that were not subject to
duty. The perpetrator was also required to pay a fine. A price was set for the discovered goods. If this
product was not in the price list, then the cost was determined by special officials.

For the Kazakh population, the markets made it possible to sell their livestock products. The main
object of sale was livestock, which was exported in large quantities. In addition, the Kazakhs
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transported related products from animal raw materials through customs. Russian merchants supplied
large volumes of grain, various types of fabrics, finished leather, everyday items and essentials to the
border markets. In the second half of the 19th century, trade with the Kazakh Steppe became one of the
leading sources of income for the empire. Orenburg begins to play one of the key roles in border and
foreign trade.

However, there were also negative phenomena in the development of trade relations. The
nomadic way of life of the Kazakh population, the contradictions between the three zhuzes, tribal and
tribal associations, frequent clashes and cattle theft, growing competition among the Kazakh steppe
elite were reflected in trade. The situation in the steppe became especially aggravated with the
beginning of the resettlement policy, as a result of which the best lands were taken away from the
people for grazing numerous livestock. This undermined the foundations of the main occupation of the
Kazakh people - nomadic cattle breeding. And the sale of livestock was the main item of sale and
income of the population.

It should be noted that economic relations were beneficial for both parties. The Russian side also
turned out to be dependent on the nomadic economy. In fact, the commercial relationship was mutually
beneficial. The Kazakh Steppe became the main supplier of raw materials for Russia's growing
industry. The favorable geographical position of Kazakhstan between the empire and the states of
Central Asia contributed to the expansion of new trade routes. The region begins to play one of the
leading roles in transit trade.

The report of the regional government of the Orenburg Kirgiz for 1863 states that the main
subject of Kyrgyz economy and the main source of their wealth is cattle. However, the number of cattle
is very difficult to determine because of the nomadic lifestyle of the Kazakhs. That year the exchange-
yards to Orenburg and Ural lines Kyrgyz drove camels - 10 horses - 9236, cattle — 28 861, sheep - 457
409 goats - 3904 head of cattle for a total of 1 733 246 rubles. 85 kop.

Of livestock products Kirghiz came true on the lines of: merlushki - 486,115 units. in the amount
of 109 044 rubles. 45 kopecks., Raw hides - 477 547 pcs. to 201 084 rubles., 50 643 pounds of wool of
different. to 80 984 rubles., 703 pounds of goat fluff, 622 pounds of bacon. by 657 rubles. Total the
amount of 304,571 rubles. kosh is in the amount of 5482 rubles. 20 kopecks, armyachina - 9624 pcs.
amount to 9701 rubles. 66 kop.

According to a report in 1863 Asian goods were brought to the amount — 1 246 392 rubles.,
Russian exported goods to the value - 287 117 rubles. As you can see, the import Asian goods in 1863
amounted to a considerable sum., Indicating that activation of trade between Russia and Central Asia
[15].

According to the annual report for the 1867-1868 of Kalmykovsky customs, removed from the
Kazakh steppe: leather raw 3983 pc in the amount of 6302, 17 123 units of raw sheepskins amounting
to 4262 rubles; merlushka skin 1790 pcs in the amount of 358 rubles. After Urals customs were taken
in the years: 909 pieces of raw leather amounting to 1498 rubles; sheepskins 2183 pcs amounting to
2135 rubles; merlushki 3530 pcs in the amount of 549 rubles. Orenburg through customs was missing
50 242 pieces of raw leather in the amount of 22 074 rubles; merlushka raw 15964 pc amounting to
3066 rubles., and tanned leather 13 pcs the sum of 13 rubles.

In 1862, the transportation of goods to the Orenburg line employed 37 778 camels, of which 2/3
of the all camels were Kazakh’s. If the average fee for the carriage of goods by camel then was 16
rubles., The carting of goods to the merchant caravans Kazakhs had to help out in 1862, more than 400
000 rubles. In addition, the Kazakhs annually engaged in carting treasury provisions and other loads in
the steppe and strengthen the forts. Orenburg Kazakhs according to their contracts put 5554 camels in
the amount of 51 734 rubles [16].
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The government attached great importance to the trade between the Kazakh steppe and Central
Asia, said in one of the documents. Russia's foreign minister in 1839 in a letter to the Governor of
Orenburg V.A. Perovsky, said: "Trade is almost Asian basis of our policy"”. In some cases, the Russian
government has taken various measures to restrict the trading activities of the Central Asian merchants
on the border with Russia. All these measures have been taken to strengthen the Russian trade. Central
Asian merchants wanted to trade in retail, if so, they had to take the certificate to a specific merchant
payment. If the evidence was not, allowed to trade only in the customs line, on the exchange-yards and
three major exhibitions: Irbitskaya, Nizhegorodskoi and Korennoi*.

In the first half of the XIX century, there was an active removal of livestock from the Kazakh
steppe to the domestic markets of the Russian Empire. In this regard, February 15 1871 a decree was
passed for the number 49255 "On the establishment fee of cattle sold at fairs in Aktobe and Irgiz
strengthening of Turgay region." According to this decree, each sold ram charged at 1 kop., cattle - 3
kop., Horses - 5 and camels - 10 kop. If a trader concealed the actual number of cattle sold, then he
shall pay fine "at the double duty with the total number of cattle".

According to the annual report for the 1867-1868 of Kalmykovsky customs, removed from the
Kazakh steppe: leather raw 3983 pc in the amount of 6302, 17,123 units of raw sheepskins amounting
to 4262 rubles; merlushka 1790 pcs in the amount of 358 rubles. After Urals customs were taken in the
years: 909 pieces of raw leather. amounting to 1498 rubles; sheepskins 2183 pcs amounting to 2135
rubles; merlushka 3530 pcs in the amount of 549 rubles. Orenburg through customs was missing 50

Large quantities of livestock products sold on the Orenburg line, where there was an active trade.
In 1863, Kazakhs came to pass on the line: merlushka 486 115 units to 109 044 rubles, 477 547 pieces
of raw leather to 201 084 rubles, 50 643 pounds of wool of different to 80 984 rubles., 703 pounds of
goat fluff 3098 rubles, 622 pounds of bacon by 657 rubles. Total the amount of 304 571 rub.

Quite a large number of products exported by Alexander’s ranching outpost in Russia from 1853
to 1862 through the customs post was removed large felt mats 13 188 units in the amount of 38 729
rubles.; sheepskin 4995 pc 5944 rubles; sheepskin and 274 351 units to 61 141 rubles., camel hides 10
152 pieces to 15 228 rubles., horse 19007 pcs to 16 916 rubles.; hides of cattle in 1568 pcs over 2 820
rubles. Wool sheep 6856 pounds amounting to 8297 rubles, wool camel 11 862 pounds to 37 129
rubles [18].

In 1862, the transportation of goods to the Orenburg line employed 37 778 camels, of which 2/3
of all camels were Kazakh’s. If the average fee for the carriage of goods by camel then was 16 rubles.,
The carting of goods to the merchant caravans Kazakhs had to help out in 1862, more than 400 000
rubles. In addition, the Kazakhs annually engaged in carting treasury provisions and other loads in the
steppe and strengthen the forts. Orenburg Kazakhs to their contracts put 5554 in the amount of camel
51 734 rubles [19].

Development of carried trade depended on the geographical location of the region, its
specialization. Ethnic and age composition was determined by the economic orientation of the region.
Ultimately, the development of rail transport and the increase of freight traffic on the VVolga River and
the Caspian Sea need carrying trade anymore. From archival documents that carting the Orenburg
province occupies most of the Russian population, in particular, Orenburg Cossacks. Astrakhan region
- Chumaks and Kazakhs. And if the Russian transportation mainly used horses, the main carrier of the
goods of the Kazakhs had camels.

However, there were cases where cab drivers do not perform their duties in good faith at all. In
this regard, in 1843, the government adopted a decree "On horse-drawn conveying goods.” If cabbies
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offering better deals, leaving the goods at the inn, went to the other. Or taking from the owner of the
inn money and fodder, threw their allotted to transport luggage. The owners of inns then demanded
large sums from the merchants for the safety of the goods. The decision does not issue loans on the
security of goods cabbies, they do not belong, and generally recommended deal with them not to
conclude [20].

Thus, rapidly growing throughout all periods of the Russian-Kazakh trade and economic relations
were mutually beneficial. By the middle of the XIX century administrative reform in zhuzes,
strengthening and promotion of Russian inland steppe boundary line relocation for Russian, who
became engaged in arable farming, conducting geological surveys and the discovery of rich mines and
mining - all evidence of the progressive migration of the Kazakh steppe in the economy and an active
involvement of the local population in all-Russian market.

Conclusion.

Thus, in the 19th century, the Kazakh Steppe played a key role in the formation of commercial
ties and relations between the empire and the countries of the East. One of the reasons was the
increased outwardly political interest of the empire in the East. At the same time, there was a process of
strengthening customs decrees and strengthening the customs system as a whole. There was a process
of expanding mutually beneficial relations. The entire customs policy of the empire during this period
was aimed at strengthening its internal market. The main task was to protect the interests of the Russian
merchants, who received a number of privileges at that time. At the same time, Russian products have
become attractive to the Central Asian region. On the one hand, reasonable prices, on the other hand,
the quality was not inferior to Western European goods. The vast market of the steppe region provided
ample opportunities for the Russian merchants. The turnover of trade grew year by year. All these
factors contributed to the growth of trade. The activity of economic relations has led to the expansion
of industrial potential for both sides.

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Abstract. The article highlights one side of the huge scientific and educational work of an outstanding
representative of the Kazakh national intelligentsia, one of the founders of the Alash movement, a statesman Khalel
Dosmukhamedov, whose bright, full of struggle and suffering life for the bright future of his people coincided with the
period of socialist reorganization and the establishment of Soviet power in Kazakhstan. Despite his services to the Soviet
authorities in the speedy cultural modernization of the Kazakh society, he was repressed in the late 30s of the twentieth
century. His research on oral history is still relevant and important for the development of Kazakh historiography. Kh.
Dosmukhamedov was one of the first to draw the attention of researchers to the connection of epic and folklore with the
daily life of the Kazakhs. Kazakh epic poems, such as "Kobylandy batyr", "Narikoglu Shora", "Alpamys batyr", "Kambar
batyr", "Shora batyr", "Edige Murza" in 1922-1923, in the period work in the Kyrgyz * (Kazakh) scientific commission.
Together with A. Divaev, the book "Anthology of samples of Kyrgyz (Kazakh) literature"(«Xpecromarust u3 o0pasios
KHPrU3CKoil (Ka3zaxckoi) aureparypbl») was written. Further development of the problem of the oral history of the Kazakhs
was continued in his collections "Words of Murat-akyn", "Isatai-Makhambet" in 1924 and "The legend of the construction
of the Kogeltash madrasah in Bukhara", published in Tashkent in 1927-1928 in which, in his opinion, fragments of the five-
century history of the Kazakh people are reflected. He argues that, similar to the annals (historical stories) in European
historiography, the Kazakh historical epic was formed as a special form of historical consciousness and knowledge in the
nomadic Kazakh society.

Key words: Kh. Dosmukhamedov, oral history of the Kazakhs, epic tales, heroic epic, poets-zhyrau.

Introduction. History - this dialogue is available only through consciousness and eternal use.
Examples from the past, through the historical memory of mankind, are woven into our current life, the
outcome of the path, or cause errors. The only ability to assume them and use them from the lesson is
able to point the right way to the future. Each person is a special one of his people. The personality of
Kh. Dosmukhamedov, one of the best representatives of the elite of the Kazakh intelligentsia at the
beginning of the 20th century, is multifaceted.

Scientists-khalelologists consider his life and work, subdividing them into 4 periods: the first
years - maturation; the second - the years of socio-political struggle, the organizer of the Alash
movement, then participation in the construction of the foundations of Soviet Kazakhstan (1916-1920);
the third — the period of work in the Soviet government, the combination of state-political activity with
scientific and pedagogical work (1921-1928); the fourth is the years of exposure to repression (1929-
1939).

In 1921-1928, combining state work with scientific, educational and learning activities, he did a
lot to restore the history of the Kazakh people. In the transitional period, when Stalin's totalitarianism
had not yet been thoroughly strengthened, he collected from the sayings and talks of the people,
formalized and introduced into scientific circulation facts related to the rich cultural heritage and
history of the Kazakh people. The works of folklore collected by him, the heroic epos, information
about akyns-zhyrau, were published in Tashkent in 1922-1928. Also, the theoretical work ‘“Kazakh
adebietinin tarihy” (“History of Kazakh literature”) written by him made a huge contribution to the
science of Kazakhstan [1,24]
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Materials and methods of research. The research methodology is interdisciplinary: along with
the methods of historical analysis of materials, such as historical-typological, historical-comparative
and historical-chronological, objectivity, impartiality, the method of linguistic processing of sources
was used. When drawing up the main conclusions, the originality of the oral and mental history of the
Kazakhs was also taken into account.

Results and its discussion. Kh. Dosmukhamedov was one of the first to make pay the attention
of researchers to the connection of epic and folklore with the daily life of the Kazakhs. Fruitful work in
the preservation of the Kazakh folklore was done during the period when he headed the Kyrgyz
(Kazakh) commission in 1921-1923. Created on a voluntary basis, the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) scientific
commission, consisted of 3 persons: Chairman Kh. Dosmukhamedov and 2 employees - philologist |.
Tokhtybayev, ethnographer A. Divayev who actually gave a start to restore the cultural heritage of the
Kazakh people, and to provide all possible assistance in the organization of education system in
Kazakhstan. It was a difficult time after the civil war, when the Kazakhs were still in nomad camps,
and sedentarisation had not yet occurred. Despite this, the commission had done a great deal of work in
the cultural reconstruction of Kazakh society. In fact, only 3 people who performed exorbitant tasks on
textbooks and manuals in the Kazakh language, and were also engaged in scientific processing and
systematization of materials on ethnography and Kazakh folklore [2, 192].

Huge materials had been collected on the ethnography and literary heritage of the Kazakhs of the
Syr-Darya and Semirechensk regions, which were then part of Turkestan.

The results of this ethnographic study, in addition to scientific value, ultimately created an
ideological prerequisite for the reunification of the Kazakhs, as an ethnic integrity, also in the
restoration of a single national cultural and spiritual heritage.

For the first time, the epic poems of the Kazakhs, such as “Kobylandy Batyr”, “Narikoglu
Shora”, “Alpamys Batyr”, “Kambar Batyr”, “Shora Batyr”, “Edige Murza”, were introduced into
scientific circulation for the first time. A. Divayev in 1922-1923 a textbook was prepared: "Anthology
of samples of Kyrgyz (Kazakh) literature.” For the first time, a collection of poems of the great Kazakh
poet Abay was released: "Selected Poems™ with prefaces and comments [2,193]. Kh. Dosmukhamedov
is one of the first who highly appreciates Abay as a thinker. Indignant at the fact that not everyone
understands the deep meaning of his poems, Kh. Dosmukhamedov notes: “If we were civilized, we
would write a thousand comments on 100 lines of his poems, but we find it difficult even to publish a
thin brochure of his poems. Getting rid of ignorance will enable you to better understand it. As we
become enlightened, let the personality of Abay rise as a poet and thinker” (translation made by -
Zh.Zh.) [2,124].

Especially valuable is the opinion of Kh. Dosmukhamedov regarding the introduction of the
Latin alphabet in the republics of the Soviet East, initiated by V.I. Lenin. In a letter sent by him to the
State Academic Council (February 1923), it is said: “Having considered the European alphabet
introduced in Azerbaijan, the Kirghiz (Kazakh) Scientific Commission considers: firstly, the
introduction of the Latin alphabet and the replacement of the Arabic alphabet by it, in principle,
desirable, but immediate introduction, especially administratively, harmful to the cause of culture and
inappropriate for political reasons; secondly, the alphabet adopted in Azerbaijan does not quite
correspond to the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) language, and therefore requires processing to apply to the Kyrgyz
(Kazakh) language. The Kyrgyz (Kazakh) Scientific Commission considers it necessary to develop an
alphabet in relation to the sounds of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) language” [2]. The scientist and educator Kh.
Dosmukhamedov foresaw the difficulty of introducing the Latin alphabet into the Kazakh language,
because the translation into the Latin alphabet undertaken by the Soviet government in 1929-1940 did
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not take root. Almost a century later, this issue is again put on the agenda, and worries the scientific
minds of Kazakhstan. This is due to some precautions, as Kh. Dosmukhamedov noted above.

Referring to the oral literary heritage of the Kazakh people, and on the example of the work of
such personalities as akyn Murat Munkeuly, speaker Sherniyaz, akyn Ygylman and many akyns-
zhyrau, he showed the level of historical memory and historical consciousness of the Kazakhs.

The scientist draws attention to the features of the Kazakh akyns-zhyrau, which do not
correspond to European canons, evaluates them as ideologists of that era and, along with this, as
public figures who acquaint contemporaries with the history of the people in a poetic form.
Historical events, examples of the past, passed by past generations will appear in their speech for
contemporaries and future generations, as an edification and admiration for the good and noble
deeds of their ancestors, contributing to the creation of historical memory and knowledge.

Developing the judgments of Shokan Valikhanov about the historicism of the folklore heritage,
he advocates an interdisciplinary approach to the study of history. In his research, one can trace
the judgments of the interdependence of the historical and cultural memory of the Kazakh
people. H. Dosmukhamedov, considering epic works as manifestations of collective memory,
approached the ideas of the founders of the direction of memory studies|[3].

In this regard, let's consider the works of Kh. Dosmukhamedov called Murat akynnyn sozderi "("
Words of Murat akyn™), published in 1924 and the collection” Isatai-Mahambet ", published in 1925 in
the Tashkent publishing house [4, 5-77.].

The collection “Murat akynnyn sozderi” (“Words of Murat-akyn”) was dedicated to one of the
prominent representatives of the famous akyns of the era of “sorrow and sad” of the 18th-19th
centuries. - Murat Munkeuly, whose fiery songs had voiced the past history of the Kazakhs and the
popular protest against colonialism. Along with his epic tales "Ush giyan", "Kaztugan"”, "Shalgez",
"Karasai-Kazi", the collection includes manuscripts about aitys and Murat's songs, as well as historical
works by Kh. Dosmukhamedov”), published in 1913 in the newspaper “Kazakh”, the article “Alash” ne
soz? (“What is the word “Alash”?”), an article about the historical figures of Kenesary, Nauryzbay,
published in 1923 in the Tashkent journal “Sholpan”, an article “Diuani lugat at-turk”, devoted to the
analysis of the book of Mahmud Kashgari.

The second collection, the 162-page work of the scientist "Isatai-Makhambet™" includes "Brief
information about the uprising of Isatai Taimanov", "Makhambet batyr", "Words of akyn Ygylman
Shorekov", "Words of Makhambet-batyr, spoken by him to Sultan Baimagambet" and others. This also
included articles: “Zhalantos batyr”, “Sherniyaz”, “Baymagambet kim?” (“Who is Baimagambet?”),
“Isatai kim?” (“Who is Isatai?”), “Kazakhtyn batyrlary: Isatai, Makhambet” (“Kazakh batyrs: Isatai,
Makhambet”), “Murat akyn”, published in the magazines “Terme”, “Saule” in Tashkent.

Historical problems are reflected in the works written by him in 1927-1928 in Russian and
published in Tashkent, «The Legend of the Construction of the Kogeltash Madrassa in Bukharay,

Pedigree of Jalan-tus Batyr (Yalantush-Bahadure), builder of Till-Kara madrasah and Shir-Dor in
Samarkand». In the work “Murat akynnyn sozderi” (“Words of Murat-akyn™), Kh. Dosmukhamedov
addresses the issues of the historical epic of the Kazakh people. In his opinion, in the epic tales of the
Nogailin period, starting from the works of zhyrau - Dosmambet, Kaztugan (XV century), Shalkez (or
Shalkiz) to the songs of akyn Murat Munkeuly (XIX-XX centuries), fragments of the five-century
history of the Kazakh people are reflected. Being historical figures, these akyns-zhyrau act as
conductors of historical knowledge, their epic songs glorify the history and deeds of their ancestors.
The main purpose of which, according to Jan Assman, is "the preservation of collective memory" [5,
56 p.].
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In this book by Kh. Dosmukhamedov, the events of the historical past of the Kazakhs of the
Nogai era are closely intertwined with the history of the Little Zhuz. The time of the Golden Horde in
the memory of the Kazakhs was preserved in the epic tales of the Nogail period, the content of which
reflects the historical memory of the people, transmitted by akyns - zhyrau.

According to the author, in the future, folk ideas and national traditions, motifs of the historical
epic, inherent in the works of akyns-zhyrau Dospambet, Kaztugan, Shalkiyaz, are clearly manifested in
the songs of Murat-akyn Munkeuly.

Murat-akyn is the brightest and last representative of the galaxy of zhyrau of the Nogai-Kazakh
association. The educated people of the Kazakhs: biys, akyns perceived the talent sent down to them
not for personal benefit, but to serve the country, the people. Historical events, the good deeds of the
heroes and batyrs of the past in their poetic interpretation were passed down from generation to
generation, enriching the people's historical memory.

Zhyrau were like historians or historiographers who played the role of political ideologists in the
life of nomadic Kazakhs. Similar to the annals (historical stories) in European historiography, the
historical epic was formed as a special form of historical consciousness and knowledge in the
nomadic Kazakh society. A similar idea was expressed by P.Thompson, a researcher of oral
history [6,36].

Murat's songs are in tune with the epic songs of Dospambet, Shalkiyaz. They sing about the past
life of the people, the traditions of heroism and peacefulness. The main character of the country's
history in the epic is the people, their qualities; the main advantage of a batyr, a hero is the
protection of the Motherland, the people from enemies, serving in the name of his future. This
moral idea of Kh. Dosmukhamedov, is being recognized as one of the special signs of the Kazakh
nomadic civilization, and it is a factor that determined his own life position.

Who are the Nogais? What is the proximity of the Kazakhs to the Nogais?”, already in the 1920s
showed the need to identify the main directions of the study of Kazakh history: ethnogenesis and the
origins of statehood. In this one can see his internal objection to the propaganda of the Stalinist
Soviet ideology that "the Kazakh nation is an oppressed people, whose formation is not yet
completed, which does not have state traditions.""

Kh. Dosmukhamedov highly valued the epic heritage of the people for history. He wrote: “A
person who writes the history of the Kazakhs cannot disregard the words (works) of akyns like Murat.
... the fact that Murat, on the one hand, was a chronicler who knew the past, on the other hand, a social,
public akyn, speaking about people's sorrow, people's grief, it is evident from his song (Ysh qgiyan)
[7,94]

The traditions of the akyns-zhyrau of the Nogai era are also represented in the song of
Makhambet, with whom we got acquainted thanks to the work of Murat, through his disciples-
followers Ygylman Shorekov, Sherniyaz, etc.

If we turn to the concept of historiology, oral historiography, introduced into scientific circulation
by the famous Kazakh historian V. Yudin, we can say that the samples of the heroic epic in the cycle
“Kyrymnyn kyryk batyry” (“Forty batyrs of Crimea’), which has come down to us by Murat and his
songs , the tales of Asan-kaigy, Dospambet, Shalkiz and others are oral history recorded in songs.

Kh. Dosmukhamedov, who collected Murat’s songs and information about him among the
people, wrote that such akyns-zhyraus of the Younger Zhuz as Makhambet, Sherniyaz, Ygylman,
Murun Sengirbaev (his last name has been corrected lately, like Sengirbekov-Zh.Zh. ) went through the
school of Murat. This is also noted by literary scholar B. Omarov, who studied the literary heritage of
Murat-akyn.
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The fact that the famous Mangystau zhyrau Muryn Sengirbaev, had been invited during the Great
Patriotic War, in 1942 to Alma-Ata to participate in the compilation of the anthology of the Kazakh
heroic epic, was a student of Murat Monkeuly, is mentioned in the preface to the collection "Batyrlar
Zhyry", written by the famous scientist A. Konyratbaev. Muryn-zhyrau, telling that the mentor taught
him the legends “Kyrymnyn kyryk batyry” during the summer haymaking, was amazed that he was not
only a storyteller-chronicler and akyn, but also a person of high civic responsibility, who considered it
his noble mission to convey the history of the people from generation to generation, highly appreciating
folk traditions [8,10,93-106 p.].

Thanks to all the Kazakh akyns and zhyrau, we have got a rich oral literature of our people. The
scientist B. Omarov writes: “We must recognize Murat as an unsurpassed zhyrshy (poet), tirelessly
performing epic tales for a long time. He is one of those who conveyed to subsequent generations
the golden treasury of the Nogai era - the epic cycle "Kyrymnyn kyryk batyry' (""Forty batyrs of
Crimea'). Murat had a peculiar performing style, his own method of teaching epics”[9, 19].

Scientists note that akyn Nurpeis Baiganin (born in Aktobe) who lived in the Soviet
era also performed epic works by heart: “Edige”, “Orak-Mamai”, “Karasay-Kazi” from the
epic cycle “Kyrymnyn kyryk batyry” (“Forty Batyrs of Crimea ), many epic works about
Isatai, Eset, Beket, Kotibar, batyrs from the Younger Zhuz, legends of batyrs Kenesary,
Zhankozha and many more similar songs”[10].

All this confirms the opinion of Kh. Dosmukhamedov that the oral history of the Kazakhs is
closely connected with the heroic epic. He noted that the history of the struggle of the Kazakhs of the
Younger Zhuz on the path of liberation from Russian citizenship in the era of tsarism was not written,
but was preserved in folk stories, songs and legends.

In the article “Kazakh batyrlary: Isatai, Makhambet” (“Kazakh batyrs: Isatai, Makhambet”),
Khalel Dosmukhamedov attempts to analyze the reasons why in the XVIIIth-X1Xth centuries. The
younger zhuz (little zhuz) became the center of the national liberation movement. In accordance with
the revolutionary theory of the Soviet Marksist historian M.N. Pokrovsky that “the class struggle is the
driving force of the historical process”, he points out several types of social contradictions:

- The fight against the tsarist government, including the fight against the Russian Cossacks;

- The fighting with neighboring nationalities: Kalmyks, Turkmens for pastures;

- Intranatal disputes [11, 29 -64 p.].

Based on oral sources, the scientist tells that the struggle against tsarist domination has acquired a
systemic character, describing the uprisings led by Syrym Datov, lIsatai-Mahambet, Zhangozha
Nurmukhamedov, Eset Kotibaruly and the Adai uprising of 1869-1870, evaluates the role of the Adai
uprising as the last resistance against tsarism, after the suppression of Khiva and the Turkmens.
Revealing the reasons for these uprisings, Kh. Dosmukhamedov analyzes them in connection with the
historical situation of that time, the history of the Bukey Horde, and is guided by the principles of
historicism.

On the whole, the later historical version of the Isatai-Makhambet uprising does not differ much
from the plots collected by Kh. Dosmukhamedov among the people and transferred to paper. Here is
given the full version of the reasons, the beginning and the course of the uprising. The article "Brief
information about the uprising of Isatai Taimanov" included in this collection is the most valuable work
in terms of the scale of historical problems[12,329-335].

Here the author, deeply analyzing the causes of the uprising and linking them with the problem of
"voluntary annexation of Kazakhstan to Russia", takes the first step towards proving the fallacy of the
Russian concept. It shows that 56 people who, together with Khan Abulkhaiyr, signed in 1738 in an
agreement on subordination to the king (17 representatives of the Argyn clan, 7 Naimans, 4 Kypshaks,
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2 Tama, 10 Tabyns, 3 Zhagalbayly, 1 Kerderi , 4-alasha, 2-baybakty, 2-zhappas, 2-maskar, 1-
shomekey, 1-kete), were representatives of only 13 genera [13, 33] out of a total of 42 genera of the
Kazakhs.

Thus, it turns out that 28 people who signed on behalf of the Middle Zhuz were representatives of
only 3 out of 6 clans, and 28 people from the Younger Zhuz represented only 10 of 25 clans. From this
follows the conclusion that the Kazakh people, not of their own free will, accepted the citizenship of
the Russian Tsar. This was a great historical discovery, because, as Kh. Dosmukhamedov himself
pointed out in this article, the problem of the struggle of the Kazakhs against colonialism was one of
the closed topics in tsarist times.

It was this conclusion about the involuntary entry of the Kazakh people into the citizenship of
tsarism that was not recognized due to the fact that it went against the Soviet totalitarian ideology,
with the Stalinist concept of the voluntary accession of non-Russian peoples to Russia, developed
in 1936-1937 [14, 235].

In fact, the sources cited by Kh. Dosmukhamedov reflect the forced colonization of Kazakhstan
as a result of various machinations and moral pressure. In this, he is looking for the reasons for the
uprising of Isatai-Makhambet. He states that out of 12 clans included in the Bayuly (a large tribal
association of the Younger (Little) Zhuz), only representatives of 4 clans (zhappas, alasha, baybakty,
maskar) signed an act of Russian citizenship, and the rest of the influential clans (berish, adai,
esentemir, taz etc.) did not support, and subsequently created the prerequisites for the start of the
Isatai-Makhambet uprising. In general, it is concluded that the resistance to entering Russian
citizenship is reflected in folk epic and oral tales.

In this regard, |1 would like to note that the critical point of view of the author regarding the
descendants of Khan Abulkhair and the steppe aristocrats, apparently, was generated not only by the
Soviet ideological conjuncture.

The well-known opinion in Soviet historiography about the primacy of the voluntary entry of the
Younger Zhuz into Russia, formed among the Kazakhs an erroneous opinion about Western Kazakhs
as Russophiles. Kh. Dosmukhamedov was one of the first who drew attention to the fallacy of such a
superficial judgment. The inappropriateness of this superficial judgment was proved by the liberation
uprisings in the Younger Zhuz, which lasted almost 200 years from the end of the 17th century. until
the 20th century.

Kh. Dosmukhamedov's ideas about the close connection between history and literature found
their continuation in his research on the works of poets - Makhambet, Sherniyaz, Ygylman Shorekov.
The latter's poem, titled "Isatai-Mahambet", is dedicated to the national liberation uprising in the
Younger Zhuz in 1836-1838. under the leadership of Isatai Taimanov and Makhambet Utemisov. Later,
Kazakh historians based on these historical songs-tales will create a historical version of this uprising.
Thus, Kh. Dosmukhamedov stood at the origins of this historical problem, the most widely and
comprehensively studied in the Soviet era.

This problem, in connection with the opportunistic ideological demands of the Soviet
government, which became an urgent topic based on criticism of the usurper policy pursued by the
tsarist government in relation to the colonial peoples (class principle), was first studied as an anti-
feudal peasant uprising. Only later, during the period of independence of Kazakhstan, having gone
beyond the class framework, it acquired the significance of the national liberation movement.

Conclusion.

His works and research in the field of pedagogy, psychology, literature, ethnopedagogy are in
demand and necessary in the 21st century.
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The well-known scientist, academician R. Syzdykova and public figure G. Anes characterize the
contribution of Kh. Dosmukhamedov to history as follows: ... the peak reached by the wise scientist,
the contribution he made to our historical consciousness can be compared with such a powerful
personality Shokan™[1, 24].

It should be recognized that the historical heritage of Kh. Dosmukhamedov, today, has not been
studied enough. The need to recognize his well-deserved contribution to historical science is a top
priority.

Kh. Dosmukhamedov, pointing to the main directions of historical research in his time, admits
that Kazakh history, reflected in the heroic epos, people's memory, of course, differs from the history
of settled peoples, does not correspond to European canons. The problems raised by him have not lost
their relevance to this day.

The Atyrau region, which was part of the largest center of the nomadic, steppe civilization of the
Aral-Caspian region, keeps many secrets of ancient history. Today there is no need to prove how right
Kh. Dosmukhamedov was about the oral history of the Kazakhs. For several years now, Kazakh
scientists have been developing research to restore the blank spots of medieval history based on little-
known written sources, oral samples of folk memory, and architectural and religious monuments. The
development of the problem of oral history of the Kazakhs remains relevant in connection with the
latest areas of the humanities, such as Memory studies.

As a means of filling the content policedog text, you can use neural networks,
in particular, announced in November 2021 neural network ruDALL-E of the company Yandex, which is able to create
images based on text descriptions in different languages or neural network Imagen from Google that generates the image's
description. The Imagen neural network was developed by the Google Brain research project team, which specializes in the
study of artificial intelligence based on deep learning. Drawings Imagen created by the neural network from Google of good
quality, but the range of options is limited to the proposed set of possible values When using the neural network ruDALL-E
of the company Yandex, which is able to create images based on text descriptions in various languages. they are of good
quality, while ruDALL-E is able to create high-quality images based on a text description in various languages. The article
provides examples of the use of the above-mentioned neural networks to generate images based on a verbal description and
concludes that they can be used for these purposes.

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THE GENERAL CONCEPT OF MOTIVATION AS AN OPTIMIZATION FACTOR IN THE
EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Abstract. The problem of motivation is one of the main, fundamental in pedagogy and psychology. A large
number of domestic and foreign researchers have been devoted to its study. Motivation is an essential component in any
activity (sports, reading a book, learning a language, etc.), is of great interest to all disciplines. The motivational component
should be present at every lesson, because thanks to it, the student understands the subject, acquires knowledge, and
broadens his horizons. Motivation is directly related to the desire to learn, to gain new knowledge. This article also
discusses the types and categories of motivation, the relationship between the motive and the purpose of the lesson. One of
the key roles of motivation in training is a clear understanding of the student's relationship with the future profession, with
career growth, etc. Over the past decades, learning English, regardless of the specialty being mastered, has been in demand.
The basis for learning this language will be only motivation, which is associated with the further presentation of the student
with professional growth. Not always, as studies show, the motivation of the student is present throughout the study of the
material. Often it decreases or disappears altogether. The experience and solution of these problems are discussed in the
article.

Introduction.

The development of motivation theories dates back to the works of ancient Greek philosophers.
Currently, the term "motivation™ is understood in different ways, which is explained by different
approaches to the study of the essence of motivation. Here are some examples of the interpretation of
the term "motivation". In pedagogy, as mentioned above, much attention is also paid to motivation,
because "it is one of the main components of the organization of educational activities and an important
characteristic of the subject of this activity” /1, p.197/. In modern psychology, the union of dynamic
and content-semantic aspects is the main methodological principle of motivation research. As
Zimnyaya T.A. notes, this is due to "the study of such problems as the system of human relations (V.N.
Myasishchev), the ratio of meaning and meaning (A.N. Leontiev), the integration of motives and their
semantic context (S.L. Rubinstein), personality orientation and behavior dynamics (L.l. Bozhovich,
V.E. Chudnovsky), orientation in activity (P.Ya. Galperin) /2, p. 197/.

L.l. Bozhovich says that a person's activity or behavior can be polymotivated, among which the
dominant motive in the structure can be distinguished: "The hierarchical structure of the motivational
sphere determines the orientation of a person's personality, which has a different character depending
on which motives in their content and structure have become dominant” /3, p.163/. V.G. Aseev
emphasizes that "a person's motivational system is a broad sphere, the concept of "motivation™ is
connected with the concept of "significance". In this concept, he refers to the attitude, aspiration, ideals,
emotions and values / 1, p.56/.

If you look at the research of foreign researchers, we can say that a lot of attention is paid to the
study of the motive. According to A. Maslow, motive is need. "lIts structure of the need-motivation
sphere includes a hierarchical five-level system. The primary needs are physiological, then the need for
security, love and a sense of community, respect from others, self-actualization / 4, p.235/. This point
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of view is held by Zh. Nutten. S.L. Rubinstein says that "a motive as a conscious motivation for a
certain action, in fact, is formed as a person takes into account, evaluates, weighs the circumstances in
which he finds himself, and realizes the goal that confronts him; from the attitude to them, a motive is
born in its concrete content, necessary for a real life actions. The motive — as an incentive — is the
source of the action that generates it; but in order to become such, it must form itself. Therefore, there
is no need to turn motives into some kind of absolute beginning™ / 5, p. 399/. H. Heckhausen considers
motive as an incentive. K. Levin, the author of the method of experimental study of motives,
understands motives as a kind of separate independent phenomenon. If we take into account the
research of E.P. llyin, it can be noted that he directly connects the motive with the intention, "where the
meaning of the alleged actions and actions, their arbitrary nature is most clearly manifested" /6, p.165/.
But the researcher emphasizes that the intention cannot reveal the reason for the act. E.P. Ilyin relates
all definitions of motivation to two directions: in the first direction, he considers motivation from the
position of structure, in the second — as a dynamic formation, as a process. In other words, in his
opinion, motivation should be considered as a dynamic process of motive formation.

Having considered the example of several studies on the nature and essence of the motive, we can
say that the opinions of research scientists agree that the understanding of the motive is related to the
needs, intentions, and condition of the individual himself.

In the Dictionary of a Practical Psychologist, the motivational sphere is defined as "the
hierarchical structure of motives inherent in an individual™ /7, p.91/. According to L.S. Vygotsky, "the
motivational sphere is the broadest concept, since it includes both the affective and volitional sphere of
personality” / 8, p.207/. According to V.I. Kovalev, "the motivational sphere consists of personality
orientation, motivational attitudes, desires — stable hidden formations that researchers consider
potential motives, therefore the motivational sphere is latent, and specific motives manifest themselves
constantly, replacing each other" /9, p.102/. These judgments of researchers suggest that the
motivational sphere is a changing education.

Researchers distinguish the following components in the structure of motivation:

1. The pleasure of the activity itself.

2. The significance for the personality of its immediate result.

3. The motivating force of remuneration for activity.

4. Coercive pressure on the personality.

The data of the motivational structure are necessary in the analysis of educational motivation in
the educational process, namely: the first and second components indicate the process and result of
activity, are internal in relation to motivation; the third and fourth indicate external factors of
influence. External positive motives related to the social character are not born by the educational
activity itself, but by what is associated with it, therefore they are inferior in their effectiveness to
internal motives.

As you can see, the motivational sphere is systemic, so researchers classify motives. In
psychology, the types of behavior motivation are divided as follows:

1. The nature of participation in the activity.

2. The extent of the conditioning of activity.

3. Social significance.

4. Their involvement in the activity itself or being outside of it.

Among the literature on psychology and pedagogy, there are different opinions of researchers
regarding the types of motivation for educational activities. The general thing is that the motives of
educational activity are understood as factors that serve as an impetus to educational activity,
awareness of goals and needs.
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Negative motives, unlike broad social ones, do not have moral force, and therefore, with a low
level of personal development, they can even push to a dishonest act, just to get a high rating. The
effectiveness of these motives depends on the situation itself. For example, if a teacher as a "strong
personality” who recognizes only an imperative tone in communicating with students, who knows how
to "knock out" positive assessments and does not tolerate any objections, will conduct classes in the
same spirit, then some success in teaching students, especially at the initial or middle stage, can be
achieved, especially in among teenagers. «Teenagers are most sensitive to social and psychological
stresses. It is at this age that there is a sharp increase in conflicted, undisciplined, unable to control
themselves teenagers. The problem of deviant behavior of adolescents occupies one of the first places
among other social and psychological problems"” /9, p.129/. However, the motives of such a teaching
are external and therefore unstable, shallow. They are temporary and will instantly disappear as soon as
this "strong" teacher is replaced by another. In other words, the teacher should have a sense of
confidence, inspire a sense of trust, and sometimes use humor in the classroom to defuse the situation.
With this approach, in the school environment, first of all, there will be trust, a desire to work, self-
realization, complexes, shyness in the student will go into the background, during the lesson the
motivational component will be present, which will generate the desire of the student to learn.

As noted above, the existence of many different classifications suggests that in psychology there
is no single general classification of the concepts of "motive", "motivation”. The only thing worth
noting is that most definitions and classifications are based on the allocation of internal and external
motives. According to ILA. Vershinina all motifs can be divided into two large groups. Internal
motivation of educational activity is by its nature natural, leading to better results. In our opinion, the
educational process is highly motivated, i.e. it involves a large number of different types of activities,
which is why it affects both external and internal motivation. Internal motivation plays a major role,
here the teacher himself plays a huge role, contributing to its origin. If there is more external
motivation, i.e. it will prevail, then this will create an unfavorable background for educational activity,
when the educational subject will already act as a condition and means of achieving a personally
significant motive.

Having considered in detail the interpretation of the term "motive"”, "motivation”, we note that
there are also unconscious motives in the educational process. The process of encouraging a student to
study is associated with the interaction of motives, as a result of which the latter either contribute to
strengthening or weakening each other. Under the influence of the leading motive, the student begins to
perform a certain activity during training. In this regard, psychologists define motivation as directed
activity, highlighting its meaningful and dynamic sides. A certain category of psychologists also
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include types of motives to the concept of "motivation" — needs, interests, goals, drives, aspirations,
etc. In such a broad sense, we will adhere to the concept of "motivation™ in this scientific work.

Materials and methods of research. The main type of school, university is educational activity.
Getting an education is one of the main goals of any person, so the problem of motivation is one of the
main ones in pedagogy. If we take the younger age (kindergarten, elementary school), then at this age
the need for impressions is expressed, there is a place for curiosity, emotionality of the child. At a
more mature age, cognitive interests and deepening of knowledge come to the place of these categories.
In practice, the presence of educational motivation in schoolchildren slows down with age, dulls,
disappears in some altogether, therefore, we believe it is necessary to purposefully develop it. The
actual problem of positive dynamics of motivation should, first of all, be taken into account by teachers
in educational activities. In her opinion, a favorable atmosphere in the study group, the student's
involvement in the educational process, cooperation between the teacher and the student, evaluation
activities involving students contributes to the formation of adequate self-esteem, positive motivation
in the educational process. An unusual form of presentation of the material, the emotionality of the
teacher, an entertaining presentation with examples from ordinary life, appropriate forms of expression
of encouragement or punishment form positive motivation can serve as an addition.

According to another researcher, ILA. Zimnyaya, a number of factors form educational
motivation. Firstly, it is an educational system. Secondly, the organization of the educational process
itself. Thirdly, the individual characteristics of the student (gender, age, self-esteem, individual
characteristics, etc.). Fourth, the style of work, the individual characteristics of the teacher, his
professionalism. Fifth, the specifics of the subject being studied. I.A. Zimnyaya distinguishes four
motivational orientations: on the process, the result, the teacher's assessment and on "avoiding trouble".
The positive influence of motivational orientations on the process and the result of students' academic
performance is at a significant level. The researcher identified factors, applying and taking into account
which can influence the dynamics of motivational structures and manage their restructuring. Such
factors include the lack of evaluation and time constraints, a democratic style of communication, the
provision of a choice situation, the personal significance of the material being studied, creative activity,
the presence of interest in the content and the learning process itself.

Other researchers (D.B. Elkonin, V.V. Davydov) found that the nature of motivation can be
programmed, taking into account the type of training. In their opinion, if the content of the training is
built using tasks where students must independently identify the theoretical components and principles
of the subject being studied, then this leads to the formation of generalized motivation.

According to O.A. Chuvalova, the effectiveness of motivation directly depends on the nature and
rigidity of the teacher's control. This is due to the age of the student. The younger his age, the stronger
the teacher's control and the student's own diligence.

V.D. Shchadrikov has a similar opinion, who emphasizes that a child is driven by motives, and an
adult is driven by goals. It is the goal in educational activity that contributes to the productive
formation of motivation among middle-level schoolchildren.

A.V. Brushlinsky and M.I. Volovikov determined that cognitive motives are formed when it is
necessary to solve problems, synthesize and generalize. These brain processes provide the direction of
mental activity in relation to the subject being studied. In this process, certain properties and
relationships of the studied object are revealed, during which the motivational and procedural aspects
of thinking reinforce each other, while constantly interacting.

If we analyze the research on motivational activity, we can say about the formation of a
personally significant sense-forming motive. At the very beginning, the educational and cognitive
motive begins to act, then becomes dominant, gaining independence and only after it is realized. In
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other words, the organization of educational activities is at the head of everything. Goals and motives
continue to evolve. In addition, it is necessary to note the motivational and motivational sphere of
personality. Based on many observations, we can say that motivation is directly related to personal self-
realization. "Self-actualization is considered as a continuous process, the choice of many possibilities
of "growth opportunities” and "Moments of self-actualization give a person higher experiences that
become a necessary part of him due to their vivid specificity” /3, p.278/.

Consideration of motivation problems is directly related to the development of the student and
the class as a whole. We can say that these are parts of one whole. The basis here are the results of the
study. During the formation of motivation, new reserves are revealed, which gives us its study,
diagnosis. It should be noted that the effectiveness of research on motivation is associated with a
constant comparison of previous results and current ones, and so on. It is also necessary to take into
account the development of the student himself as a person and as a subject of activity. This excludes a
superficial study of motivation.

It should be noted that the development of learning motives is carried out mainly in two ways:
through the assimilation of the meaning of learning in general and through the activity of the student
himself, his interest. In the first goal, the main role is played by the teacher when he informs the student
of motives that have a high level of reality. For example, the desire to get good grades, to be a leader in
the class, etc., i.e., the motivation associated with the desire to have a high level of knowledge.

Results and their discussion. After analyzing the research on this problem, we will give
examples of conditions that arouse the student's interest in the educational activity itself:

1. The method of submission of educational material.

Subjects in the school for the student are provided as a consistent phenomenon. Each subject
phenomenon is explained by the teacher. Here the role of the teacher is the main one, because
everything depends on how he teaches certain material on the topic. An important role is played by the
methodology (game form, lecture, real-life story, biographical data, use of terminological vocabulary,
etc.), personal qualities (tone, pitch of voice, diction, appearance). If the student simply remembers and
follows what the teacher says, then, most likely, the student's interest in the subject will disappear. If,
acting on the contrary, revealing the essence of the topic, giving the student the opportunity to
independently refine this topic, applying a creative approach, interest in the subject will increase. With
all this, it is necessary to motivate a positive attitude to this subject, then only motivation will take
place and contribute to the successful assimilation of the subject.

2. Work on the subject in small groups.

We note a very interesting observation. The principle of working with students in small groups
plays a great motivational role. If you combine students with neutral motivation with students who do
not like this subject, it will affect the first category very well, in other words, favorably. If you combine
students who study this subject with interest and those who treat it neutrally, it will not affect the latter
in any way.

Conclusion.

3. The relationship between motive and purpose.

The goal set by the teacher in the classroom should also be the student's goal. To create a basis
for successful interaction of the goal and motive, it is important for the student to be aware of his
results and prospects.

At each lesson, it is necessary to monitor motivation, pay more attention to the problem. If this is
taken under control, then the average performance in the class will be good. It will also lead to the
formation of cognitive motivation in the student. In case of a decrease in motivation, the teacher needs
to find out the reasons for the decrease, carry out corrective work in order to eliminate the causes.
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Correctional work also occupies a special place in the educational process. It is aimed at
eliminating the causes that led to a decrease in the level of motivation. Here it is necessary to identify
weak links in general and specific knowledge, checking them. The phasing is the main criterion here. It
is necessary to individualize the training, include tasks with a fascinating plot. It is important to use
non-standard classes. It is advisable to celebrate the success in the work of students, this will give a
powerful boost to motivation. Obtaining the above necessary funds will allow the student to master the
educational material to the fullest, complete all tasks successfully. Here there is a student's satisfaction
with his work, which will give rise to a desire in him to strive for successful mastering of the material.
And this is the motivation.

The relationship between student and teacher also plays a big role. This is a very important
aspect. They should be humane.

ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION IN THE COURSE OF PHYSICS

Abstract. The article discusses the scientific and pedagogical foundations of modern environmental education and
upbringing, gives a brief analysis of research on the environmental education of schoolchildren in teaching physics in high
school. The article provides for strengthening the environmental aspects and the role of the physics course in discovering
the unity of nature and the environment, explaining the role of physical laws and phenomena in the environment. The article
defines the content of environmental education in accordance with the achievements of science and technology in teaching
physics, substantiates the types of lessons and teaching methods and techniques. New didactic foundations of environmental
training of students for the study of physics in secondary school are considered, a system of environmental education and
upbringing of students in the educational process is developed and its signs, indicators, levels are determined. The article
considers "modern production problems and ecology" and "scientific and technological progress and ecology" as the main
directions for the development of environmental knowledge in the process of teaching physics. Six areas of scientific and
technological progress (automation, energy, new technologies, new materials, information, ecology) were considered, on the
basis of which the environmental materials used were determined. This work provides for the development of
environmentally friendly technologies in teaching physics in modern schools, based on socio-economic conditions in
accordance with the development of modern science and technology. The article reveals the issues of environmental
education that are relevant for the modern school as a condition for the comprehensive development of the personality of
students. The paper shows the effectiveness of using the ecological component of physics in the independent work of
schoolchildren to increase the level of formation of practical skills of an ecological nature. In the presented work, the
structure of ecological material is determined, on the basis of which the process of formation of ecological skills and
abilities of the course of molecular physics in high school is carried out. The article describes the use of innovative
technologies for quality control of education at all levels and stages of the environmental education system in the process of
teaching physics at school. The paper gives a brief description of practical work as a tool to increase the level of
environmental readiness of students in the current situation.

THE IMPACT OF HUMAN RESOURCE MANAGEMENT ON THE EFFECTIVENESS OF
ORGANIZATION MANAGEMENT

Abstract. This study examines the impact of human resource management on the performance of an organization.
In a rapidly changing competitive environment, human resources are one of the important sources of undeniable advantage
in the marketplace. Human resource systems can contribute to sustainable competitive advantage by promoting the
development of company-specific competencies. In this paper, emphasizing that human resource potential is an important
source of competitive advantage, the definition of strategic human resource management is given. The general principles of
the human resource management strategy have already been laid down by researchers and continue to develop at the present
time. At the same time, according to the recognition of many authors abroad, there is an ambiguous and even contradictory
attitude towards the strategy of personnel management. Despite the fact that there is some experience in using the principles
of strategic human resource management in the practice of advanced organizations, the theoretical and methodological
foundations of this area are being laid, today the concept of human resource management has not been fully formed and
continues to develop. The study showed that the reward system has a positive effect on job satisfaction, and performance
appraisal of employees can directly determine the productivity of employees. In addition, it should be noted that staff
training plays on the profitability of the organization. Based on specific examples from academic studies regarding the
impact of strategic human resource management practices on organizational performance, it is concluded that human
resource management has a significant relationship with organizational performance outcomes.

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SOCIO-ECONOMIC STATE OF EXPANSION OF
HOUSING INFRASTRUCTURE OF THE UNIVERSITY

Abstract. The housing infrastructure of universities is formed by student houses and dormitories, the socio-
economic situation of which affects the level of comfort of students. The study of the socio-economic situation of expanding
the housing infrastructure of higher education institutions is based on the theoretical and methodological justification of the
main aspects and the study of foreign experience.

The analysis of the current socio-economic situation of the Housing Infrastructure Fund of Kazakhstani universities
and the assessment of social aspects of the importance of the functioning of student dormitories was carried out. The
problem of expanding the Housing Infrastructure Fund of higher education institutions is based on the study of tools for
investing in the construction and modernization of existing housing infrastructure facilities of new higher education
institutions in Kazakhstan, as well as the development of recommendations for conducting a socio-economic assessment of
the expansion of the student dormitory fund.

In this regard, the tool of Public-Private Partnership is considered as an effective form of economic management and
possible mechanisms for stimulating it in expanding the Housing Infrastructure Fund of higher education institutions. This
article is prepared within the framework of the scientific project AP09260210 "socio-economic assessment of the expansion
of Housing and social facilities of the university infrastructure".

Key words: economics of housing infrastructure, economics of Housing and communal services, housing
infrastructure of universities, social significance of student dormitories, socio-economic assessment, economic assessment
of investments.

Introduction. Student dormitories, as the main fund of the University's housing infrastructure,
have a significant impact on the socio-economic level of student life and the competitiveness of
universities in world rankings. Kazakh universities are implementing a program to expand the housing
infrastructure of universities on a budget basis through the use of a public-private partnership
mechanism by attracting various private investors, reconstructing housing facilities into student
dormitories.

The housing sector is a whole industrial sector that concentrates the expansion of the housing
stock through the construction of new buildings and the reconstruction of existing housing facilities.
An important part of the housing industry is the design and calculation of estimated documentation for
investment projects. The structure of the housing sector also includes housing and communal services
that ensure the smooth operation of housing facilities. Each object of the housing industry represents
housing infrastructure.

President N. Nazarbayev outlined the construction of student dormitories for up to 75 thousand
places by the end of 2022 in order to "achieve the education system in accordance with international
standards™ by "improving the conditions for studying and living of students" in his address to the
Kazakhstani people "five social initiatives™ in March 2018 [1].As a continuation of this document, K.
Tokayev pointed out the importance of student dormitories as a "actual topic" and justified the
expansion of the fund of student dormitories to 90 thousand places by 2025 at the third meeting of the
National Council of public trust on May 27, 2020 [2].

Thus, the expansion of the fund of student dormitories in Kazakhstan is a matter at the state level.
To date, a program for the construction of new facilities and modernization of existing ones has been
adopted and a forecast has been made for the survival of students of higher educational institutions.

Materials and methods of research. The review of literary sources made it possible to identify
previously conducted scientific studies in certain areas, such as the development of the housing
industry, the evaluation of investment projects of residential facilities, and the study of Housing and
communal services. At the same time, student dormitories are mainly studied as residential and civil
objects within the framework of their architectural and planning decisions.

The problems of Economics in the housing sector, housing and communal infrastructure,
investment in expanding the housing stock were studied by the following scientists: Buzyrev V. V.,
Chekalin V. S., Vazhenin S. G., Gorodnicheva K. P., Deev A. A., Kozlova S. V., Friedman D., Ordway
N., Sika D. N., Yashchenko S. O., Braun N., Chernyak V. Z. [3]. But student dormitories are not
allocated as separate objects of study.

Student dormitories are widely studied in construction science and architecture in terms of their
design and architectural and planning solutions: Zobova M. G., Kropotova O. V., Popov A.V., Shumik
V. R., Vereshchagina E. 1., Kurochkin L. A., Litskevich, V. K., Sorokin K. F., Hoege K., Revington N.,
Moos M., Henry J., Haider R., Neuman D.J. [4]. In Soviet times, scientific research on the design of
student dormitories was carried out by scientists of research institutes of experimental design of
residential buildings and educational buildings of the Russian Federation, where the head of the
declared project was trained in postgraduate studies.

Kazakh scientists, who have chosen student dormitories as the object of research, mainly study
the technical aspects. But from the point of view of Economic Science, the results in the Kazakh
scientific space with the object of studying the housing infrastructure of the University are still the
same. In Kazakhstan, there are separate scientific studies on the housing market, the housing and
utilities economy, and the development of urban infrastructure, but they do not consider the economic
relations that arise in the process of investing, designing, building, modernizing student dormitories and
providing them with utilities and services.

The use of theoretical methods through the study of previously conducted scientific research to
achieve the purpose of the study and the review of literary sources on the issue under consideration
allows us to clarify the explanatory apparatus and analyze methodological approaches to evaluating
investment projects for the construction and modernization of student dormitories.

The method of analysis, which, as a rule, should be used in economic research projects, allows us
to take a deeper look at all individual processes of the research subject by dividing them into separate
aspects. For example, in this study, it is planned to conduct an analysis of the qualitative aspects of the
research object in relation to social assessment and quantitative indicators to calculate the criteria for
the effectiveness of investment decisions when expanding the housing infrastructure of higher
education institutions.

During the implementation of the project, the comparison will also be used, since the use of this
method is necessary to establish certain relationships between economic phenomena in the process of
choosing the most effective options for choosing design solutions for the construction of dormitories.
The investor wants to have several project options for comparison when choosing the final solution for
financing the construction of a particular hostel.

The synthesis method used in the implementation of this study helps to combine the results of
research conducted on various methods, such as analysis of social aspects and mathematical
calculations, into a single methodology for socio-economic assessment of the expansion of the housing
infrastructure of higher education institutions
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In 2020, there are 125 universities in Kazakhstan, of which 67.2% are private. In the current
academic year, 79.6% of students studied full — time, including 180.1 thousand students (29.8%) - on
state grants [5].

Since the implementation of the program for the construction of student dormitories, 4,500
students have been able to live comfortably during their studies. According to the Ministry of education
and science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the shortage of places in student dormitories is more than
85 thousand places. By the end of 2020, it is planned to build new student dormitories for 10 thousand
places.

Every year, the number of grants for studying at the University increases, which indicates an
increase in the need for student dormitories. In dormitories, it is planned to provide places not only for
grant students, but also for students studying on a paid basis. The structure of the need for places in
student dormitories today is as follows: Almaty -36%, Nur-Sultan — 20%, Shymkent -9%, Turkestan
and East Kazakhstan regions — 4%, 3%-Pavlodar, Akmola, Aktobe, Kostanay and North Kazakhstan
regions, 2%-Karaganda, Atyrau, Almaty and West Kazakhstan regions, 1%-Kyzylorda and Mangystau
Regions [6].

For students, undergraduates and doctoral students, the expansion of the University's Housing
Infrastructure Fund is the key to improving the level of education through the growth of the social side
of life of young Kazakhstani.

Currently, JSC "financial center" of the Ministry of education and science of the Republic of
Kazakhstan is an operator for the construction of student dormitories, determines the needs, sources of
funding, manages cash flows to ensure the introduction of new places in dormitories for students,
undergraduates and doctoral students, enters into contracts with investors.

Today, the priority tool for investing in expanding the housing infrastructure of the university is
the use of the governmental and public-private partnership mechanism (hereinafter referred to as
GPPP). JSC "Kazakhstan GPPP Center" considers all options: construction of new dormitories,
modernization of the housing infrastructure of existing universities, reconstruction and re-profiling of
other housing facilities, transfer of Public Utilities of student dormitories to trust management under
GPPP [7].

Governmental -Public-private partnership is considered as an effective form of economic
management in the expansion of the Housing Infrastructure Fund of the University, which creates a
certain income for the state and business: profit from functional activities — for private economic
entities, tax payments and other revenues to the budget for the state. In the implementation of the GPPP
mechanism, the main goal for business is to make a profit, for the state — to solve social problems of
high — quality and comfortable life of students, where the issues of budget replenishment are left
behind [8].

The purpose of the introduction of Governmental -Public-Private Partnership in Kazakhstan is
mutually beneficial cooperation between state bodies and entrepreneurs in areas that traditionally fall
within the sphere of state responsibility on the basis of a balanced distribution of risks, benefits and
costs, rights and obligations defined in the relevant agreements.

Starting a governmental public-private partnership the project can be implemented by both a
private business partner and the state, depending on the economic need for the development of the
region's economy

Approval and examination of the project in state bodies is the consideration and resolution of all
issues of a legal nature; preparation of tender documentation in accordance with the requirements;
negotiations between private partners and responsible state bodies; selection of a private business
partner; full preparation of the project for the competition. After the competition and the selection of a
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private partner investor, a draft contract is prepared (the form of the contract was selected at previous
stages), the parties must approve it, and the agreement must be registered with the Treasury authorities
of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The project implementation stage is the main work on the implementation of the governmental
public-private partnership mechanism, which covers the entire life cycle of the project. The work at the
stage of project implementation depends on the type of Governmental Public-Private Partnership
object. This stage includes the development of design and estimate documentation; the performance of
construction and installation or other types of work depending on the volume; operation (depending on
the type of contract); movement and control of money and other resources, as well as other works [9].

Results and their discussion. According to the information on the website of JSC" Kazakhstan
Center for Governmental public-private partnership”, as of July 17, 2020, a total of 1,356
Governmental public-private partnership projects were registered in Kazakhstan. Among them: in the
competitive period — 293 (21.6%), concluded contracts — 800 (59%), terminated contracts — 27, the
total amount of all attracted and planned investments — 11920 billion tenge. These projects are intended
for implementation in the following sectors of the economy: healthcare, education, energy and housing
and communal services, culture and sports, Housing and communal services and social facilities,
telecommunications, transport and infrastructure, agriculture, environmental protection, etc.

This article presents a comprehensive analysis of Kazakhstan's Governmental public-private
partnership projects in the field of energy and housing and communal services. According to the
register in the database of projects of JSC" Kazakhstan Center for Governmental public-private
partnership”, 198 projects or 14.6% of all Governmental public-private partnership projects in
Kazakhstan are registered in the region in energy and housing and communal services. These projects
are aimed at implementing projects in the following areas [10]:

- modernization and operation/maintenance of electric lighting / power supply systems;

- construction (reconstruction, modernization) and operation of heat supply, gas supply/gas
distribution systems, power supply networks of municipal infrastructure;

- construction(reconstruction) and operation of water supply / water distribution systems /
drainage structures, treatment facilities, irrigation systems;

- provision of services for sanitary cleaning of territories of localities, removal of solid household
waste, rental of special equipment for the removal of solid household waste;

- conditions of maintenance and provision of services for landscaping and landscaping of
territories of localities;

- improvement of courtyards of multi-storey residential buildings, installation of playgrounds for
children, sports and exercise equipment;

- construction of multi-storey residential buildings and public buildings;

- maintenance/operation and maintenance of public administration buildings, bus shelters and
other public utilities;

- digitalization and modeling of engineering networks and municipal infrastructure, introduction
of intelligent and innovative technologies in housing and communal services.

198 registered governmental public-private partnership projects in the field of energy and
housing and communal services were allocated for projects that have been implemented, planned or are
at the stage of a tender (agreement). Among these projects, 88 projects (43%) are at the stage of
implementation, 33 projects (17%) are planned; 73 projects (37%) are at the stage of competitive
selection, including approval procedures, various negotiations on the conclusion of contracts; 4 projects
have been suspended.
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Since the implementation of the program for the construction of student dormitories, 4,500
Kazakhstani students have been able to live comfortably during their studies. According to the Ministry
of Education and science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, to date, the shortage of places in student
dormitories is more than 85 thousand places. By the end of 2020, it is planned to build a new student
dormitory for 10 thousand places.

In order to bring the number of places in dormitories to the required level, Kazakh universities do
not have their own sources of funding for the construction of a new student housing fund, the
modernization of existing ones. The construction of student dormitories is managed by JSC "Financial
Center”, which determines the needs, sources of funding, manages cash flows to ensure the
introduction of new places in dormitories for students, undergraduates and doctoral students, as well as
Enters into agreements with investors. Currently, the main investment tool for expanding the
University's housing infrastructure is the use of Governmental Public-Private Partnership.

"JSC ""Kazakhstan Center for Governmental public-private partnership "™ is considering all
options: construction of new dormitories, modernization of existing university housing infrastructure,
reconstruction and re-profiling of other housing facilities, transfer of utilities of student dormitories to
trust management of Governmental Public-Private Partnership."

Based on the study of the experience of the countries of the European Union, the Republic of
Kazakhstan has now started to use GPPP mechanisms in the development of urban public transport,
water supply and heat supply, energy supply services, the functioning of municipal services in the
housing and utilities sector, the use of innovative technologies in management. When there are failures
due to changing conditions in the industry market, the country is looking for opportunities to review
regulatory documents and standards in the field of regulation, use, control and resolution of economic
problems [11].

Conclusion.

One of the modern forms of contracts is a concession agreement between business and the state,
in which there is a permit for the use of a certain and agreed set of exclusive rights belonging to the
right holder on a paid basis for a certain period or indefinitely. This is one of the forms of frequent
involvement of the sector in the sphere of housing infrastructure of higher education institutions, the
creation of an investment climate regulated by the state, functioning in mutually beneficial conditions,
since municipal infrastructure facilities are the main subjects of the state strategy for ensuring the
safety of life of the population.

However, concession agreements do not find broad development in the field of expanding the
Housing Infrastructure Fund of higher educational institutions of Kazakhstan, since mainly municipal
infrastructure remains a unprofitable sector of the economy due to the wear and tear of fixed assets and
technological equipment, the need to attract large investment resources, and its involvement in the
social economy.

For the above reasons, Housing and communal services management and regulatory
organizations should work with local state authorities to solve the following tasks:

- search for sources of funding for modernization and implementation of investment projects and
programs;

- creating conditions for large-scale implementation of market relations and involvement of
business in the sphere of housing infrastructure of higher educational institutions;

- to implement projects for the modernization of municipal infrastructure facilities together with
private investors.

In modern socio-economic development, it will be difficult for Kazakhstan to solve the
accumulated mature problems and problems in the field of housing infrastructure of dynamically
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developing universities due to the urbanization of cities, the increase of the housing stock, which
requires the provision of better public services. Therefore, it is necessary to create a favorable
investment climate in the field of housing infrastructure of higher education institutions with the broad
involvement of private business in the country, and use GPPP mechanisms.

COMPLIANCE WITH THE CODE OF ETHICS IS THE MAIN TASK OF A CIVIL SERVANT

Abstract. Public service is an expression of special trust on the part of society and the state and places high
demands on the moral and ethical appearance of civil servants. Society constantly criticizes the civil servant. Therefore,
civil servants with their modest behavior, responsibility, professionalism need to maintain and strengthen public confidence
in the civil service, the state as a whole and its institutions. The Code of Ethics provides for measures to prevent situations
that lead to violations of ethical norms and arise from corruption phenomena. Therefore, appropriate control is being carried
out today over the work, actions and work ethics of civil servants.

Conducting systematic monitoring of compliance with standards of conduct of civil servants, in turn, the formation
of an anti-corruption culture in the civil service and the prevention of violations of the requirements of the legislation on
public service, On combating corruption and the norms of official ethics, duties, restrictions and disciplinary offenses
discrediting the civil service, the responsibility of employees, measures for compliance by all civil servants with the norms
of high moral ethics were considered.

This article analyzes the ethical code of civil servants of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The essence of professional
ethics of civil servants is considered. Based on the analysis, we came to the conclusion that the main motivation of a civil
servant should be an internal motivational component.

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EMPLOYMENT PROBLEMS IN KAZAKHSTAN: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS

Abstract. This article is devoted to the archived problem of modernity - the problem of unemployment and the
mechanism of legal regulation in the Republic of Kazakhstan. This article discusses the problems of unemployment in the
Republic of Kazakhstan, since in any civilized state the level of unemployment and employment is an indicator of the
country's economy. The article analyzes the regulatory framework for regulating labor relations, including relations in the
field of employment of the population, which allows to clearly regulate the relations in question in the legal field. The
Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan is constantly working to reduce the unemployment rate in the country, a whole
system has been developed to eradicate unemployment, but the main challenge not only for Kazakhstan, but also for the
entire world community has become the COVID-19 pandemic. The conditions of total quarantine, the transition to a remote
format of work, the closure of borders between states "hit" the usual and stable activities of many enterprises, which,
accordingly, led to job cuts. The purpose of this article is to disclose legal problems in the field of employment in the
Republic of Kazakhstan, a comparative analysis with similar legislation of other countries. The article discusses the key
stages of state legal activity in the field of employment provision.

Key words: unemployment, labor relations, employment, state, legal.

Introduction.

One of the priority problems around the world is the problem of employment of the able-bodied
population, as it is associated with the prospect of economic and social stability of any state. The
apparatus of the Government of each country should carry out a detailed analysis of the state and trends
of employment of the population and take measures to regulate and ensure employment of the
population.

Unemployment is a socio—economic phenomenon in which the able-bodied part of the
population cannot find work and becomes an excessive population. According to the definition of the
International Labor Organization, an unemployed person is a person who wants to work, can work, but
does not have a job [1].

Material and methods of research. Unemployment is a complex and serious problem even for
economically developed countries.

The Republic of Kazakhstan has established a legislative framework for the legal regulation of
labor and employment of the population. Issues of regulation of labor and employment of the
population are reflected in the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in the Labor Code of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and in the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Employment of the
Population” dated 06.04.2016.

The directions of the State's policy in the field of employment promotion are also contained in
international legal acts. Thus, an indication of the need for the State to create conditions for the fullest
existence of the right to work is also contained in the International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights (article 6).

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights of 1948 in Article 23 proclaims the right of
everyone to work, to free choice of work, to fair and favorable working conditions and to protection
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from unemployment, while Article 25 of this document indicates the right of everyone to count on a
standard of living that would allow them to form and manifest themselves as a person, take a direct part
in the production of material and spiritual goods [2].

Results and their discussion. Chapter 3 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On
Employment of the Population” provides for the norms for determining the status of an unemployed
person, his rights and obligations, the rules for registering unemployed people in territorial employment
centers, as well as the procedure for de-registration of unemployment.

The website of the Statistics Committee of the Ministry of National Economy of the Republic
of Kazakhstan provides express information, which states that "The number of unemployed in January
2022, according to estimates, amounted to 457.6 thousand people, the unemployment rate is 5.1%" [3].

The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Employment of the Population” in paragraph 19 of
Article 1 contains definitions of the concept of unemployed, based on this definition, an individual who
is looking for work and is ready to start work is considered unemployed [4].

During the quarantine, the level of registered unemployed in Kazakhstan has increased 8 times,
the number of unemployed employed has increased 11 times compared to the beginning of the year [5].

It seems that it is necessary to conduct a comparative legal analysis of the mechanism for
solving the issue under consideration in other countries.

Different states give different definitions of the status of unemployed, for example, in Japan, an
unemployed person is considered to be a person who has not worked a single hour for one week. In the
United States, unemployed persons are considered to be those who have not worked for one week, as
well as persons who have been temporarily dismissed or hired for a new job, but are in a waiting state
for 30 working days. The UK gives a similar definition on this issue.

The legislation of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan are similar in
determining the status of the unemployed, they lack any temporary properties or obligation to register
in employment centers.

From the analysis of paragraph 19 of Article 1 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On
Employment of the Population”, in order to recognize a person as unemployed, it is necessary to be an
individual with legal capacity, does not belong to the category of employed persons, which are
designated in Article 4 of the ZRK "On Employment of the population” and be ready to start work.

The definition of the concept of unemployment is also given in paragraph 20 of Article 1 of the
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Employment of the population”, from which unemployment
should be understood as a socio-economic phenomenon caused by the lack of demand for a part of the
labor force in the labor market.

The labor legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan has undergone many reforms over the years
of independence, and all these reforms have also touched on the problems of employment and
unemployment. State regulation in the field of employment in the Republic of Kazakhstan is carried out
by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection,
territorial departments of Labor, Social Protection and Migration, employment centers. Chapter 2 of the
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Employment of the Population” provides for the competence
of the above-mentioned state bodies in the field of employment and employment of the population.

The problem of employment of the population is not a problem of a single state, but of the
entire world community as a whole, also many international organizations are involved in the
employment system, one of which is the International Labor Organization. During the active activity of
the International Labor Organization, more than 185 Conventions have been developed and adopted,
180 member countries of this organization, for which the ILO conventions and recommendations are a
platform for creating an internal system to protect the population from unemployment.
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G. Agliullina in her work gives the following definition of employment as an economic
category, which is a set of economic relations related to the provision of jobs for the able-bodied
population and human participation in the production process and economic activity [6].

According to V.A. Pivlenkov, employment to the population is citizens who have passed the age
designated by law and are currently doing work that brings them income in kind or in cash [7].

E. V. Shuvaeva writes that employment is the most important fundamental element of the system
of labor relations [8].

| would like to agree with the opinion of E.V. Shuvaeva that employment is an integral part of
labor relations, which needs clear state regulation. An effective labor market policy on the part of the
state contributes to an increase in employment opportunities [6].

The state, implementing employment policy at the national and regional levels, should pursue
strategic and tactical goals. The strategic goal is to achieve a high standard of living, create conditions
for comprehensive human development based on improving the efficiency of the economy. The tactical
goal is to balance the supply and demand of labor on the basis of the demand and supply of jobs,
ensuring full, productive and effective employment [9].

State support for unemployed citizens in the Republic of Kazakhstan is carried out in the form
of consulting work on education and employment, providing advanced training courses, vocational
training and retraining, search and assistance in employment, including the organization of youth
policy.

Professional development, vocational training and retraining in Kazakhstan are regulated by the
norms of labor legislation and are ways of state regulation of employment provision.

One of the ways of social protection by the State is the payment of unemployment benefits, this
method is regulated not only by the norms of domestic legislation, but also by the Convention Section
VI "On the Promotion of Employment and protection from Unemployment" adopted at the 25th session
on June 21, 1988 by the General Conference of the International Labor Organization.

Social payments in case of job loss in Kazakhstan are regulated by the norms of the chapter of
the Law "On Compulsory Social Insurance™ dated December 26, 2019. Article 22 of the CC provides
for the size and timing of payment, but the maximum payment period for this type of payment is 6
months.

The procedure for registering as unemployed in the Republic of Kazakhstan is indicated in the
Rules for Registration of Job Seekers, the Unemployed and the Implementation of labor mediation
provided by employment centers of June 19, 2018 No. 259.

The amount of social benefits for job loss in our country is calculated by multiplying the average
monthly income by the income replacement coefficient and the length of participation in the
compulsory insurance.

The situation regarding the payment of social unemployment benefits is different in Germany,
for a year a person recognized as unemployed is entitled to receive benefits in the amount of 60% of
wages, and for persons with young children - 67%.

In Canada, this type of benefit is paid to persons who work at least 15 hours a week and the
amount of earnings is at least 113 Canadian dollars, the maximum benefit payment period is 50 weeks.
The amount of the benefit and the duration of the payment depends on the amount of wages, the rate of
unemployment growth, etc..

The employment model in Canada is mainly focused on creating a system of vocational
guidance and employment of the population. Recently, new forms of professional orientation have been
introduced here (designed not only for students, but also for adult workers), a close relationship is
being established with other areas of state regulation of the training and use of labor.
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Independent classes in specialized vocational guidance centers (“center of choice") become the
most important form of knowledge of the "world of professions” for young people. This is a new,
special type of institutions with automated information systems, video equipment, electronic examiners
[10].

The main tasks of the UK employment Service are: providing assistance in finding a job;
providing special assistance to disabled people (programs and encouragement of employers);
monitoring those receiving benefits (apply 1 every 2 weeks); detecting fraud when receiving benefits
(inspection group). In the UK, a person who applied to employment services in search of work is
recognized as unemployed from the first day of application [11].

The unstable development of the world economy and the constantly changing conditions of
social modernization put forward updated standards for the labor market and the promotion of
employment of the population, and accordingly the state should develop high-quality and maximally
productive measures and programs to promote employment and employment of citizens.

In one of his speeches, the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan K. Tokayev voiced the
problem of youth unemployment. This fact is influenced by several factors: the ambition of young
professionals, the reluctance to start a career from the bottom, the requirement of employers to have
work experience for vacant positions.

In reality, the problem of unemployment in the Republic of Kazakhstan is not limited only to
the age limit, but has signs of gender, since, according to official statistics, 65% of the unemployed are
women.

This fact is caused by various factors, for example, some regions of Kazakhstan are oil and coal-
producing regions, respectively, the work of women in this area is limited, it is also necessary to take
into account the reluctance of employers to hire women with young children. At the moment of the
development of labor legislation and Kazakh legislation in general, the problems of legal regulation of
women's labor still remain unresolved in many industries. For example, according to the results of a
study by the Gender Economics Research Center of Narkhoz University, the situation with wage
inequality in Kazakhstan has not changed since 2010. According to the results of the study, it was
revealed that Kazakh women are paid 35% less.

We see this situation as discrimination of constitutional, labor rights of women, violation of the
principles of labor legislation on ensuring the right to remuneration for work.

In many countries of the world community, there is a radical rethinking of the social role in
society, priority measures are being determined to ensure its rights and opportunities.

The equal participation of women in the political and economic life of the country is considered
by the democratic public as a necessary condition for achieving progress in socio-economic
development, in solving urgent political, socio-cultural, racial, ethnic and other problems.

Today, according to the World Labor Organization, there is an increase in the number of
employed women in the world labor market.

It should be noted that the mechanism for protecting women's labor rights in Kazakhstan requires
improvements, despite the legislative consolidation of the norms of international conventions and
agreements, in practice their implementation requires strict state regulation by executive bodies, raising
the level of legal awareness of each individual employer, and society as a whole.

With the development of the market economy in Kazakhstan, a considerable proportion of
economically active citizens have moved from the number of employees to the category of individual
entrepreneurs, persons receiving income from activities under civil law contracts, as well as the self-
employed, which significantly reduced the burden on the state in the field of employment and
employment.
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By itself, this phenomenon contributes not only to the growth of the country's economy, but also
to the state of employment of the population, since, if previously an individual carried out wage labor,
then in the current conditions, it passes into the category of employers.

But despite the development of small and medium-sized businesses, the Government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan is closely engaged in increasing the level of employment. For example, on
April 2 of this year, the Minister of Labor and Social Protection of the Population B. Nurymbetov at a
conference call of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan said that "the main tool for ensuring
employment of the population will be a new Employment Roadmap, the implementation of which
provides 1 trillion.tenge. The program will cover more than 7 thousand projects, of which more than
300 projects are productive, promising projects that will make it possible to create new permanent
jobs" [10].

Conclusion.

In implementing the principles of the new Roadmap, the Government of the Republic of
Kazakhstan plans to actively involve local executive bodies, form a more productive use of electronic
resources of territorial employment centers by akimats. The main target audience of this Program is
unemployed youth.

In general, it is necessary to note the positive dynamics of the state's response in the field of
employment to external and internal socio-economic factors affecting the level of employment and
employment of the population. But at the same time, it should also be noted that according to experts,
the unemployment rate in Kazakhstan remains at a high level and the situation in the world today
requires the state to take drastic measures to grow the economy. It is necessary to revise the
maintenance of static unemployment data because it is noted that the real figures and official
unemployment statistics have clear differences.

Summing up the above, it should be noted that despite the fact that a certain part of the able-
bodied population of the country are self-employed or have income in the field of small and medium-
sized businesses, it should be taken into account that trends in the development of the market of
services, technologies, substitution of one sphere of activity with another do not make the "arena” of
self-employment stable, and therefore the share of responsibility in the sphere of regulation of
employment and employment of the population should be entrusted to the state.
