LITTLE-KNOWN PHOTOS OF MUKHAMEDZHAN TYNYSHPAEV AND
MUSTAFA SHOKAYA

Abstract.

The study of political sobriety, honesty, and discontent of a certain population is one of the main problems in
the world. In this case, a certain policy towards the masses is important. Currently, contradictory ideas about the
national policy pursued in the Russian Empire at the beginning of the twentieth century have been formed in political
vocabulary and historiography. In this empire, known as the Orthodox Christian state, national policy was reduced to
regulating not the Position of non-Russian ethnic groups, but the status of their confessions and the organization of
this social life, partially determined by local religious institutions, according to the imperial vocabulary, "foreigners".

The only subject of such a "national™ policy was the imperial center, and the non-Russian peoples remained
only the object of "national" management aimed at turning all territories annexed to Central Russia by the non-Russian
population into a single all-Russian society. In practice, this meant that the policy of integrating violence turned into
various variants of the "civilized" policy of Christianization and Russification, but such efforts did not yield the
expected results.

The purpose of article contains that the article is devoted to three photographs that allow us to expand our
understanding of the political biography of two prominent representatives of the Kazakh people - Mukhamedzhan
Tynyshpaev and Mustafa Shokai, who played a major role in the struggle of the peoples of Central Asia for self-
determination in the early twentieth century.

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REVOLUTIONARY COMMITTEES AS THE FIRST BODY OF POLITICAL
POWER TO SOVIETIZE THE TERRITORY OF MANGYSTAU

Abstract.

Based on the data of the Mangystau regional archive, the article analyzes the formation and development of
the Mangyshlak revolutionary committee as the first organ of Soviet political power, and its impact on the political
and economic development of the peninsula. The chronological framework of the article covers the activities of the
designated body on the territory of the region from the moment of its temporary coming to power as the Mangyshlak
revolutionary committee in the Transcaspian region of the Turkestan Autonomous Socialist Republic to inclusion in
the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic with renaming to the Adayevsky revolutionary committee.

The process of establishing the Soviet system in Mangystau was more protracted and complex in comparison
with other regions of Kazakhstan.

Due to the instability of the situation on the peninsula during the Civil War, the Transcaspian Counter-
Revolutionary Provisional Government, on the instructions of the Ashgabat authorities, attracted volunteers to the
army of the White Guards to strengthen their positions of power, which caused panic and unrest among the population.

After the expiration of time, Mangystau turns into a supply base for the armies of Denikin, Tolstov, and other
White Guards. By the end of 1919, the strategic importance of the region especially increases for General Tolstov,
where the remnants of his defeated army find refuge. The Food Administration of the county turns into a supply body
for the White Guards.

A little later, the Soviet flotilla led by the warship “Karl Liebknecht” occupied the city of Fort-Aleksandrovsk
as a result of a successful combat operation.

The Executive Committee established by the Caspian Flotilla in Mangystau has been in power for only two
months and is being replaced by the Mangyshlak revolutionary committee. The preserved archival documents on the
activities of the Mangyshlak revolutionary committee provide a factual basis for describing the events of the period
under review. The Mangyshlak revolutionary committee failed to extend its authority beyond the city of Fort-
Aleksandrovsk. The Kazakhs of Mangystau, due to their mobile semi-nomadic lifestyle, were difficult to keep under
control, subject to "Sovietization", etc.

However, the purpose of the article is to examine the activities of the Mangyshlak Revolutionary Committee,
which to despite unsuccessful attempts to centralize political power in the steppe, goes down in the history of the
region as the body that established political power in the region and brought stability and peace after the painful events
of the civil war period.

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DAILY LIFE OF THE POPULATION OF ATYRAU REGION DURING THE WAR
(FACTS IN ARCHIVAL MATERIALYS)

Abstract.

The article describes the life of ordinary Kazakh people during the Second World War, which became a tragedy
in the history of Kazakhstan, as well as the heroism of Atyrau region people in the rearward, and the contribution of
women and children to victory in the war. Despite the fact that the important historical events of the war have been
studied, and the history of the war and the courage of the soldiers has been comprehensively studied, there are still
many unanswered questions. One of them is the daily life of villagers in the rearward during the war; their work in
the name of peace remains unnoticed. The purpose of the article is to show the life of the country's workers in the 40s
of the twentieth century, their selfless work to meet the needs of the war, and also to evaluate their work based on
collected oral sources. The data shows that, despite the difficulties of the social situation, the people at the rearward
did not give up and contributed to the victory with their strong enthusiasm. The work of the workers who served at
the enterprises, regardless of time, showed their determination to win. Various awards and competitions to stimulate
labor, “transferable red banner” from management also led to results.

Introduction.

We refer to macro history — political events, historical major wars, major uprisings,
movements and revolutions. Great personalities, their life and work, their legacy belong to macro
history.

Micro history is a field of historical science in which the study of a small region or family,
a part that is about to disappear from traditional history in villages and villages, with the aim of
studying the daily life of ordinary people in their past.

It is done in order to conduct research on the study of phenomena from the past life of people.

Microhistory originated in Italy in the 1970s. In order to study social history in the spirit of
the annals school, it was initiated by Carlo Ginzburg and Giovanni Levy. He worked to make
micro-history a separate environment in the field of Science in itself.

The history of the nation, including the one written in the Soviet period, turned to radical
changes. Any sphere of knowledge and mind can serve society, maintaining its demand and needs
only by growing and maturing in the channel of life in undeveloped change and with that life. It is
in this branch of science that the analysis of the past life of society is carried out using special,
scientific methods-tools. This question cannot be answered by the methods and means that the
responsible domestic historical science has taken as a basis in the last century. After all, in Soviet
historiography (Marxist-Leninist theory), the only universal tool for explaining all the problems
of Kazakh history was taken into account. Even for the study and understanding of this socialist
society, new theoretical and methodological tools are needed. What is the way out of this situation?
We are not the only country in the world. In World historiography, especially in the arsenal of
Western historiography, there are not so few methodological methods-tools. For example, in
western historiography, oral materials have been actively used in recent years. In the meantime, it
is worth distinguishing between two types of traditions of telling history. One of them is the
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tradition of telling a story that has been passed down from generation to generation orally about
people and events in past lives. The second is the memoirs of individuals during the interview
(interview) received by a specialist historian. It should be noted that the first form of the tradition
of telling history dates back to ancient times in our people. Kazakh is a country with a very rich
tradition and culture of telling and preserving history. In a society where the nomadic way of life
prevailed, the tradition of telling oral history to some extent served as an archive and Library in a
sedentary civilization. The spiritual values of the people passed from generation to generation on
this basis and Channel. This tradition was somewhat delayed in the Soviet period. With the advent
of the written tradition, he began to lose his former rich opportunities.

The second type of tradition of telling history (through interviewing) began to be used in
western historiography in the second half of the past. Our conversation today is about this second
tradition.

The two levels of storytelling are not focused on. They are called macro-history and micro-
history. Until recently, priority in science was given to the study of such large structures as the
state, political parties, the history of the nation. Perhaps it is worth recognizing that such a period
also had a place in the course of the internal development and improvement of science.

And at present, in world historical science, there is a tendency to strive for a new one — to
the micro level. One of the disadvantages of macro — history is that the individual, the round-
headed Pende, is overlooked. What changes have occurred in the life of society, party, nation,
state, the historian is looking for an answer to this, and what changes have occurred in the life of
an individual — he remains forgotten. How did the individual meet the great phenomena, changes
in society? What situations experienced on the History Channel? In order to find the answers to
these questions, special attention is currently paid to micro-history. That is, it looks at social
changes through the life of an individual. This can be perceived as one of the ways, an effective
way to get to know history in general, to get to know society. In macro history, The Voice of the
people who create public wealth is not heard much from history — whether it is a worker or a
peasant. He was silent as a crowd. In most cases, we draw conclusions, analyzes through the point
of view, position of commanders, major personalities. And what is the attitude of an ordinary
person, a round-headed Pende to these historical events, historical processes? We can't answer
him. Therefore, a new trend in historical science, a new direction — the method of micro-history,
is spreading. Evaluation of society from the point of view of a small person, from the point of view
of the life of a small person.

Materials and methods of research.

The methodological approach is the use of methods in historical science, such as analysis
and comparison of historical documents in this article.

During the Great Patriotic War, scientists of the Atyrau region studied and covered the events
held during this period. The works of the scientist L. Berdyguzhin on the oil fields of the Atyrau
region[1], A. Mukhtar [2], on individuals and troops, on prisoners of war, based on archival
documents, reflected the work of A. Akhmet [3]. In the preparation of this article, archival
materials of the Atyrau State Archive of the region, unpublished materials of funds No. 1; No. 536
and several archive files and inventories were used. And also in this article articles of the local
newspaper “Socialist kurylys” published during the war were used. In the materials, you can find
data on the daily life of the inhabitants of the region, their work during the war. Namely, which
investments were made and their works according to the figures are indicated in the Atyrau region.

Results and its discussion.

Mobilization and demobilization during the Great Patriotic War, evacuation of the
population from industrial sites, re-evacuation, deportation, migration based on shock structures,
the arrival of the labor army and other waves of migration were accompanied. The works of these
copied people were used as a necessary force for the war. As a labor force, the population was
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concentrated around various industrial centers. Specialists and workers were unconditionally
found in large industrial centers, and the economy produced its results. Among them were an
accountant, a geologist, an engineer, an architect, a turner, an agronomist, a doctor, a combine
harvester, an oilman, former workers of various fields, seamstresses, teachers, laboratory
assistants, railway workers, machinists. The goal was to work in the fields and agriculture upon
arrival at the evacuation site and work tirelessly on the way to victory in the war.

In August 1941, the persecution of the Volga Germans in Siberia, Central Asia and
Kazakhstan began. In 1939, according to the census, there were 1,427,222 Germans in the Soviet
Union, 700,231 in the RSFSR, 392,458 in Ukraine, 8,448 in Belarus, 23,113 in Azerbaijan, 8,426
in Kyrgyzstan, 20,527 in Georgia, 433 in Armenia, 92,000 in Kazakhstan [4].

In 1941, the migration movement of evacuees continued in Kazakhstan. So, to the Almaty
region - 47823, Aktobe - 14088, Akmola — 10827, East Kazakhstan - 11121, Atyrau - 7619,
Zhambyl - 30481, West Kazakhstan - 29315, Karaganda - 20769, Kyzylorda — 30 194, Kostanay-
1 0825, Pavlodar-9407, North Kazakhstan -14191, Semey -19283, South Kazakhstan - 32004,
Almaty — 849, a total of 288,796 people visited Kazakhstan [5].

The work done in relation to the settlers placed in the republic was indicated in the report of
Y. Morozov dated January 1, 1945 to the Chairman of the Council of People's Commissars
N. Ondasinov. Thus, the report indicates that the adopted resolution of January 31, 1944 regarding
the deployment of 400 thousand people in the republic. Chechens and Ingush have been executed,
401,000 special settlers have been resettled in all regions except Guryev and Western Kazakhstan
and 4,800 tons of flour, 2,400 tons of cereals, 500 tons of gasoline, 1,000 pairs on the highway
have been issued to them, and according to the decree of March 5 of this year, 25 it was noted that
thousands of Balkars were placed in the republic, 300 tons of flour, 150 tons of cereals, 50 tons of
gasoline were also allocated and transferred. This report indicates that according to a Government
decree dated May 11, 1944, about 7,000 people from Crimea, Armenians and Greeks should be
accommodated in the country, 4,500 deportees were placed at the Kazakh oil plant, 168 tons of
flour and 42 tons of cereals were distributed to them. In general, by the decree of the Council of
People's Commissars of the USSR, 3135 heads of cattle, 500 heads of bulls, etc. were allocated to
settlers stationed in the republic, although basic necessities had to be given, unfortunately, cattle
and bulls were not provided [6]. The purpose of accommodating such a large number of people in
the Atyrau region is to provide specialists and labor costs in the oil fields, full coverage of the
amount of oil and raw materials necessary for the front.

The exiles participated in the construction of mines, mines, oil-producing enterprises,
processing plants and new railways. Those who were in the ranks of the labor army lived in
unheated barracks houses and worked in difficult conditions.

During the war, soldiers and products were sent to the front with the help of nationalities,
many of whom were forcibly deported and held in camps. A woman, an old man, and a child were
enrolled in the labor army. In rural areas, young children, along with adults, worked in the fields,
grazing cattle. The exiles participated in the construction of mines, mines, oil-producing
enterprises, processing plants and new railways. Those who were in the ranks of the labor army
lived in unheated barracks houses and worked in difficult conditions. From diseases, hunger, cold
1944-1948. 101036 Chechens, Ingush, Balkars [7]. Exiles who worked in the ranks of the labor
army created during the war participated in the restoration of the national economy in the country
after the end of the war. As of the beginning of 1946, 151374 deportees worked in the national
economy in the country. In addition to those named, 15,133 school students and 5,165 elderly
people also gave up their hands. In total, 1014270 people worked in the national economy in
Kazakhstan in 1948. Of these, 71,170 people worked in state farm agriculture, 212,194 people in
coal deposits, 180,405 people in the forestry industry, 33,309 people in the metallurgical industry,
96619 people in the gold industry, 18,895 people in construction, railway construction, 15913
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people in light industry, 14320 people in mechanical engineering and other industries [8]. German
nationalities worked in mining enterprises, including gold mines. Among them are 8 people who
distinguished themselves in agriculture and were awarded the Order of the Red Banner of Labor
by the government. From among the exiled peoples who worked in the fields and mines, the
number of the best who mastered their profession grew day by day. Especially the young people
were highly motivated to work. The miners of the Keltemashatugol deposit, the Shakhtiev
brothers, exceeded coal production standards by 500-700%. Their salaries exceeded 600 rubles
per month [9].

In the process of collecting warm clothes of the Red Army, it can be noted. A deeply patriotic
movement that arose on the initiative of the workers is the collection of warm clothes, uniforms
and warm shoes for the soldiers of the Red Army. The workers of our region took it as their native
business and quickly spread to all remote villages and towns. In this noble cause, as a new source
of strengthening the front and providing the Red Army with warm clothes, all the devotees were
involved, from the elderly to the children of first-graders.

Work on collecting warm clothes, clothes and raw materials was carried out in the first half
of September. It is especially widely accepted in the period from September 20 to September 25.

In addition to regional, city and district commissions, local commissions have been
established to ensure the collection of warm clothes and clothing from the population. Organizes
work on cleaning warm clothes and clothes in rural and village councils, collective farms, state
farms, large enterprises, institutions and organizations. A total of 554 commissions were created.
About 3,000 people were attracted to him, who collected warm clothes and showed special activity.

In parallel with the collection, work was carried out on the procurement of warm clothes
from wool, sheep and manufactured raw materials coming from the population. Of these, 134 are
for processing wool, making socks, gloves, 82 for processing sheepskin, 16 for repairing clothes
and more than 1,000 people.

Hundreds and thousands of workers who were particularly active in this matter received
advanced machines. For example, the chairman of the Furmanov collective farm of Baksai district
Kokanbayev handed over 2 pairs of shoes, 1 short fur coat, 3 pairs of leather gloves, 1 warm shirt,
wool, socks and sheets, etc.

A member of this collective farm, Sarmuldiyev, handed over shoes, a headdress, ears, 2 pairs
of wool socks, gloves, and a warm shirt made of 10 kg of wool. The collective farmer of the Aktobe
collective farm, Nygmetdenov Okas, leased short coats, shoes, cotton jackets, wool socks, warm
socks and mattresses.

The master of the blacksmith shop of the mechanical plant of the Kazmunai combine -
Dyusegaliev leased shoes, cotton jackets, warm shirts and wool socks.

On October 6, the collective farm named after Telman of the Shevchenko district leased 40
boots, 31 hats, 8 shoes and much more. A collective farmer of the Borly collective farm in the
Shevchenko district contributed 1,000 rubles in cash for the purchase of warm clothes and clothes
for the Red Army to a 60-year-old old man, Karlakov Tokbai.

The collective farms of the region also participated in this case. Also, the Stepan Razin
collective farm handed over 3,000 kg of warm clothes to the district commission for the
manufacture. There are also a number of advanced districts that organize mass awareness-raising
among the population and ensure timely collection of warm clothes.

Shevchenko, Makatsky, Ispulsky, Novobogatsky districts are ahead in collecting warm
clothes. These commissions did not organize party mass work among the population: workers,
collective farmers, employees. As a result, the collection of things was slow.

Currently, the main difficulty is the manufacture of warm clothes from raw materials coming
from this population, especially wool and mutton, since there were not even handicraft workshops
and mutton processing plants in the region at all. In this regard, the received raw materials have to
be processed only in circles organized on collective farms, mainly in institutions for the
manufacture of woolen gloves, gloves, socks and stockings, as well as partially in an organized
city. Gurievskaya is one rolling mill and sheep breeding with very low productivity. Workshops
are also organized in a professional artel. But this does not ensure the processing of the received
wool and leather as a result of the manufacture of warm clothes.

Waste in the warehouses of city and district commissions amounts to 7,789 pieces of
undistributed sheep, 34,152 kg of wool, manufactories have been completely recycled and
appropriate clothing-intestines and things are also made from them.

The remnants of sheepskin and wool cannot be recycled, especially during the existing
workshops, the expansion of which is manifested in the absence of workers of this qualification
(qualified specialists and specialists in sheepskin processing). Consequently, we can state such
data according to the report of the head of the Department of the Communist Party of the Guryev
region, Khokhlachev, that the processing of all raw materials takes a very long time [10].

During the war, there were many people placed in Atyrau among the population that was
evacuated. The evacuated population also did not observe, got a job in their specialty at the place
and proved themselves well. Without a doubt, these measures led to victory. An example is an
interview with a Jewish grandmother evacuated from the city of Atyrau. A conversation with my
grandmother, telling how the locals met the specially evacuated, extolled their cultural values,
clarifies the facts contained in archival documents. One of those who lives under the same roof
with specially copied ones and signs up for the fate of seeing all the troubled times of the war
together is the Weaver Sofya Matveevna. He was born on August 28, 1932 in the Astrakhan region.
In 1940, he moved to the Guryev region from Astrakhan in connection with his parents' work.
Sofya Matveevna is not an exiled or a prisoner, but a Jewish girl whose family lived as one family
during the harsh years of the war, who took under her power under the protection of different
nationalities.

“We lived during the war on Sovetskaya Street in the city of Guryev. There are four children
in the family. The fourth is a girl, Nelya, she was born in 1942 in Guryev. For five years we have
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been sewing woolen clothes for the military. We did not receive a salary for this, we were paid a
salary. We will knit our clothes from the same wool. My mother worked in the Dossor oil field.
He is a very literate person who was educated in Kiev and Leningrad. The accounting was treated
with the same care, sending documents directly to Leningrad, where the calculation of the fishery
was made only once. When we wrote the report on large, flat and long sheets of paper, we sat
without entering or making any noise in this room. My father worked as a universal hairdresser.
My grandmother took care of the children, measured bread in stores for 300 grams for children,
400 grams for adults, plus a barrel of butter. We burned oil and warmed our house with oil, which
only slept for a short time” [11].

In the following letters, the employees of comrade T. Zarshchikov, Kudryashcheva,
Sutyagin, written from the collective of the artel Torgpit (G. Guryev) for the monthly withdrawal
of a one-day salary to the Defense Fund, handed over debt bonds for 420 rubles. (K. Krusanov,
P. Levashev). On August 17, 2,247 rubles and 70 kopecks earned on the All-Union Komsomol
Youth Sunday were contributed to the Defense Fund by the management team of the auxiliary
enterprises of the Embaneftestroy Trust. In addition, debts in the amount of 9.175 rubles have been
introduced. (Babushkin). The collectives of the city and regional savings banks transferred
monthly daily wages. 550 rubles were transferred in August. As of August 25, the workers of five
districts of the region transferred debt bonds worth 434 thousand rubles to the Defense Fund. Of
these, a new Fortune was sent to Guryev in the city-327 thousand rubles. A letter from the head of
the primary regional savings bank H. Umbetaliev [12].

This is followed by a meeting of the Bureau of the Guryev Regional Committee (B) k on
August 1, 1941. The story "about the leadership of party organizations by the mass patriotic
movement of workers to create a defense fund" the mass movement of workers to create a defense
fund that has begun means further strengthening the power of repelling the enemy, replenishing
the country's defense funds with new funds that Soviet patriots contribute from their savings. In
addition, he noted that the moral and political unity of our people, who rebelled in the Great
Patriotic War against German fascism, their will to defeat the enemy, their great love for their
leader and the head of the Armed Forces of the country are further strengthened. Soviet patriots,
having collected their savings in the National Defense Fund, show that in front of the whole world,
the beginning of fascism in our country is met not only at the front, but also in the rear. The Bureau
of the Regional Committee of the KP (b) by resolution:

1. To oblige the district committees of KP (b) K and KP (b) MK to lead the movement of
patriots who contribute their savings to the Defense Fund.

2. The Defense Fund stipulates that wide coverage of collectives of individual patriots and
enterprises and institutions contributing their funds through the press, radio, storytellers and
agitators should be organized by the secretary of the Guryev regional Committee of the KP (b):
Karymsakov [13].

There is also information in the documents about gifts to veterans. Information about the
collection of gifts to front-line soldiers in the state department in Dossor, 1,339 rubles were
collected for the manufacture of a tank Collon and an aircraft squadron. New Year gifts 680 RUB
leather boots 2 pairs, plain boots 3 pairs, handkerchiefs 3 pcs, trousers 1 pc, comb 2 pcs. Paper 3
notebooks, 1 pencil 20 pcs. socks simple 20 pairs, etc. are indicated in archival documents [14].

At a time when the material value of people was in the spotlight, during the Great Patriotic
War, spiritual culture took a back seat. But in order to raise the mood and awaken the spirit of the
people, various events were held. For example: the concert team of the Kazakh Drama Theater,
led by Zholdas Zhamila Ibragimova, gave a concert in Makat, the oil field of the Zhylyoy district.
More recently, this brigade gave a concert among fishermen walking on the sea. All the collective
farmers and fishermen took part in the concert and watched it with great pleasure. This brigade
left over the sea and arrived at the concert to equip the workers of Fort Shevchenko, Mangystau
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districts, and the village of Tauchik. He has been planning to return to Guryev for ten days now.
Comrades Ibragimova, Dzhaksybaev, Samirova, dombrist Konarshiev distinguished themselves at
the concert. All the bands of the concert crew were grateful to the audience for the game and asked
them to come even more [15].

In 1944, an article by M. Musagaliev “shepherds of Koshalak™ was published in the Socialist
Construction newspaper. It says: “The Tengiz district, the village of Koshalak, the collective
farmers of the collective farm” Enbekshi " are working at a strenuous pace, promoting a socialist
competition for livestock breeding. The next short preparation started from that day and included
37 closed sheds, 35 open sheds. During the winter days, 9 houses were built for the birth of
livestock, 9 houses for the care of the young. These houses were clearly cleaned and periodically
subjected to dysenfection. Specialist people have been sufficiently worked out in the rescue of
young animals. At the Yenbekshi collective farm, cattle grazing specialists Mashanov Zhumabek,
his wife Kamiya, and thirteen-year-old daughter Manziya, live without losses and put all their
efforts into good care of their sheep. Mashanov Zhumabek, at the age of 61, started working on
sheep grazing in 1943 in June and received 231 sheep for maintenance. Mashanov raised his
friend's sheep without any losses as a result of their good care. “If you close the well and close it,
the water will be warm”, the old man Zhumabek mentally says. If one sheep gets sick, it
immediately takes action to a veterinarian. And the thirteen-year-old daughter of Zhumeken,
Manziya 200, does not confuse the Sheep of health”, the message says. Thus, the documents prove
once again that the common population was actively involved in the economy [16]. In the 1944
issue of the Socialist Construction newspaper, in the article “Victory Fund — from fishermen”,
Komsomol members of the Mikoyan collective farm in the city signed up for the amount of 10100
rubles. Leading Komsomol members Duisembai Adasov, Boshan Dosaliev, Mukhan Dosambayev
and others signed up for loans of 2,300 rubles each. The staff of the floating fish factory No. 11
signed up for a two-month labor payment and pledged to reimburse it in 5 months. The entire team
has been credited with a loan of 150,000 rubles. Comrades Poyakov, Bashenov, Gabduliyev set an
example to others, each of whom subscribed for 5 thousand rubles. The collective of the Union of
Collective Farms of Guryev fishermen signed up for a two-month labor payment in order to help
with their finances in strengthening the forces of protection of the Fatherland. With a monthly
salary fund of 11,275 rubles, the amount issued for the loan reached 23,645 rubles, that is, 210
percent. Of these, 2,720 rubles were paid in cash. Housewives pay 850 rubles in cash.

According to archival documents, he describes the daily life of the Atyrau region during the
Great Patriotic War. If earlier great historical events were studied in the historical arena, today the
daily life of the micro-part of history is described.

Conclusion.

It is an obvious fact for us that during the war, in order to achieve victory, many residents of
the Atyrau region and the whole of Kazakhstan worked day and night at industrial enterprises and
in the field, for 16 and 18 hours a day. The desire for victory and the hard work of the people made
it possible to go to the goal of defeating Nazi Germany. It is our duty to write about such simple
people and show their hard work to the generation.

Before that, large historical objects were written in historical science, and now we are
starting to show those ordinary people who also worked hard to achieve the goal. And to examine
those parts that were not affected by archival documents. Exploring the daily life of working
people, we show the microhistory of the region.

One
of the ways to create such psychodiagnostics is the use of methods for determining existing and used in pedagogical
practice psychological and pedagogical qualities and properties under the indispensable condition of their modification
for the necessary tasks, that is, when changing the instructions, the content series and evaluation criteria. The real and
potential are the same qualities and properties, only the real ones have already been formed and developed, and the
potential ones may be absent in the professional personality of the teacher or not fully present and not used in work,
they need to be formed and improved. The author does not aim to analyze and interpret specific techniques, the article
purpose considers a general approach to the process of diagnosing the psychological and pedagogical potential of a
primary school teacher.

The effective way with the efficiency of encouraging
the ability of creativeness and original thinking in preschoolers depends on the harmfulness of the activity. The kids
nowadays are in want of qualified tutors who would influence them with their growth and spread in deep further.

The purpose of using the “Nitcography” technology is to increase the artistic taste of preschool children and
motivate them to do manual labor. The scientific article examines the experience of using nitcography technology in
the development of creative abilities and imagination of preschool children.

Introduction.

One of the most essential pieces of pedagogic theory and current practice is the formation of
a creative personality. Drawing is the most natural and exciting activity for preschoolers. This is
the first step towards a preschooler expressing his attitude towards the world around him. Non-
traditional drawing methods allow you to develop children's creative abilities and imagination.
When using these methods, the child learns not to be frightened of expressing his imagination,
because he tries to take the child out of the standard, established framework. During the drawing,
the child gives way to his feelings and imagination, sometimes makes an example, and easily
accepts unfortunate events.

These days, in giving knowledge to children due to action activity processes, tutors with one
aim - to increase the abilities of creativity in preschool pupils, as we know capacity is not usually
born by chance and the child's talent to work with creativity remains. Being considered as the
separate factors of the structure of an originally made event, Beketova G. distinguishes two
categories of children. For some, the foundation of creativity is imagination.

For others, creativity is shaped primarily by emotion. In the structure of the positive attitude
to dealing with non-traditional artistic techniques, we will focus on the satisfaction of the creative
being of second group children and formulate conditions for the progress of creativity of whole
group team students [1].

Today, a new direction in the art education of preschool children is actively being paid
attention to children's design and manual work, which gives a wide field to children's creativity.
The implementation of this direction requires turning to general developmental pedagogical
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systems of an integrated type. This activity has undoubted development potential for all areas of
the individual.

The activity intro level into the educational-styled activity contains also the idea of preschool
tutoring, which declares the developing subject environment of children's activity as the most
important basis for the implementation of program content - as a system of material objects that
functionally models the content of the child's physical and spiritual development.

In school institutions, as one of the ancient types of drawing, a type of manual labor called
thread printing is used.

Discography (a combination of the words “thread” and ““graft” I write, that is, “I write with
thread” or “I draw with thread”) is the creation of paintings using threads. For the work we needed:

Someone saw a firebird in it, someone
saw a flower, sea waves, and someone was able to see animals!

Children's non-traditional drawing techniques develop imagination, creative thinking, and
many other positive qualities. Classes bring a lot of positive emotions and resemble an exciting
game. In the future, even if the child does not strive to become an artist, the acquired skills will
come in handy. Nitography helps you think outside the box, and the result of your work is always
unpredictable and original.

Materials and methods of research.

Drawing with threads is of great importance for the development of preschool children; it
solves several important educational, developmental, and educational tasks:

- introduces new drawing methods;

- children learn new artistic techniques;

- improves visual perception.

Young children carefully look at objects, maintaining the integrity of perception, and
highlighting their structural parts. In addition, the eye learns: that for each element it is necessary
to determine what length of thread to take.

This technique is important for the development of fine motor skills, since many modern
preschoolers have problems in this area, for example, to save time, parents try to quickly and easily
put on children’s clothes, shoes, etc. Most likely, this will negatively affect the child's development.
Well-developed fine motor skills are the key to correct and beautiful writing in school.

The topic relevance includes the fact that creative imagination is a component of different
types of children's imaginative activity. Non-traditional sketching methods means of efficient form
in increasing children's creative thinking. Following this, non-traditional methods do not include
them in exhausting feelings and do not keep the preschool student at the time of the studying
activities. The students can be awakened increasingly interested in the student’s behavior and keep
them communicated actively during the time accepted to perform creative projects. The educator
realizes the activity with the help of non-traditional sketching major technique as the game playing,
and this change allows him to have much more enjoyment.

Scientist Lengina Yu. stands by the fact that thoughts as imagination have to be a mental
process in proceeding with new picturing based on accepted before images in case of assured
important deal and self-realization of the creative potential of personality.

Imagination activity is to be considered the basis of various types of imagination processing.
Taking into the features of the development in imagination and artistry in childhood moments,
they are able not to analyze the mechanisms of such development, and although clarified the
majority of stimulation made directions. Educating the age characteristics in children's imagination
skills, he showed specific ways of raising imagination skills in literary creativity and children's
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artistic and visualization. The author designed that a student understands the whole future with the
help of a creative activity process [2].

Nekrasova A. cleared and described the main stages of imagination raised in preschool
childhood moments. According to the researcher, creative imagination is an essential part of
having creative activity and spreading creative abilities, as the reason it helps to discover new ways
to, dominant characteristics in reality. Originality can’t be structured in its way: it starts throughout
the student's life and depending on upbringing behavioristic way, having a moment with conditions
and impressions. On the other option, systematic, systematic evolution growth is required, which
is why, great concentration should be focused on individuality and children's personality [3].

As Kasen G., Aitbayeva A. mentioned the prerequisites for the incident of the creative
imagination of preschool children include the child's occupation in the creative improvement;
mental manipulation of images; object perception and experience. We can distinguish such
prerequisites as components of action (motivational stage, content-operational stage, and
emotional-volitional stage) [4].

| keep a strong will to proceed originally, actively attending the creative incidents, interest
in the work to be done, perception the importance of preparation for the activity, mastering the
performing work methods, imagining, and also original thinking. Skill to overcome possible
complexes, hard work, perseverance, as well as honesty, and the desire to learn and for usage new
ways and new procedures.

Since traditional approaches in visual arts are often insufficient to develop children's original
imagination, new programs, and technologies have recently shown up that make the process of
visualization creativity fascinating, productive, and interesting [5].

Ramakhanbetova Sh. claimed that drawing with non-usual materials allows students to get
an unforgettable positive impression and find out their chance for creativity. It assists increase the
child's sense of beauty and fulfilling the spiritual world of theirs [6].

As Gonzales A. pointed out the activity instruction goes to the older preschool age, due to
which the evolution of creative imagination happens. At this point, children can design pictures;
with the help of original thinking, new ideas for design and drawing are generated. It is noted here
that the production in the produced group is distinguished by their personality, as well as by the
originality and novation of their picturing. Activity characterized by higher preschoolers,
commenting on what has been happening for a long time, curiosity questions as: “How?” etc.

Targeted activity in preschool education centers and, of course, in the family is the main
condition for increasing the creative imagination of preschool children. It is important to spend
childhood with unforgettable positive emotions and impressions, it stimulates the development of
imagination and therefore serves to create an image and strive to bring it to life — a very major case
for the advancement in creative imagination.

- The relationship between kids and adults. If an adult is a model of inspiration to his kid and
exactly and plans to spend time with their baby, such as attending museums or art galleries, then
soon the child will understand the meaning and value of art and will be creative [7].

Fomin L. taking into account individual characteristics, emphasizes that creating conditions
for creative development optimizes the creative process. The field of creative growth can be the
space where the child thinks and makes novation. The child can start to think originally. A
presenter cannot act only as a teacher; that person should be a creative individual who is an
inspiration for the classes involved.

Tkacheva D., Milyaeva L. one of the roles in the beginning of the creative abilities of
preschool pupils is played by the subject-developing environment [8].
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If the desire in the process is supported by the family members and there are great
opportunities for open-minded thinking, this will increase the level of children. However, if the
child is placed in a certain circle he is not allowed to express himself, the level will decrease.

Grigoriev D., Stepanov P. considers creative imagination as one of the important conditions
for proper development.

- many options for working with children in the classroom. The environment novelty, the
unique start of work, and beautiful and diverse materials guarantee the spontaneity of children's
activities and activity deals. Every time the teacher has to create a new case, he allows the children
to use their previously acquired knowledge and skills and find new ways to solve a creative
problem. It provides positive thoughts and emotions, enjoyed and surprised notion, willing to work
of the child [9].

Results and its discussion.

The non-traditional sketching method ought to be principled not only on the development of
the child's creative imagination, however added also on the development of thinking, memory,
concentrating highly, benefits in that, skilled motor ability, as well as the formation child's
vocabulary and coherent conversation. A child finds an activity using non-traditional painting
methods with game playing, and it gives him enjoyment [10].

Moreover, the concept target of our research work claims to select and testify non-traditional
methods and methods of drawing that contribute to the creative imagination of preschool students.
development.

Expanding the idea of “artistic-aesthetic development”, the following areas of work in the
field of preschool education can be highlighted for the development of children's artistic creativity:

1) emotional responsiveness develops for the surrounding reality on the aesthetic side;

2) original thoughts;

3) keep motivation for reaching;

4) creativity — being able to create a new painting, design, fantasy picture, movement, or
characterized by original essentiality, variability, flexibility, mobility;

5) being able to comment orally on the process and result of the activities.

Learning to draw preschool at age involves solving three interrelated problems:

« firstly, it is necessary to awaken children's emotional responsiveness to the world around
them, to their native personality, to the events in their living period;

* second as to develop their visual skills and abilities;

« thirdly to increase the creative skill of the young upcoming generation. In the drawing
process, the child improves observation, aesthetic perception, aesthetic feelings, artistic interest,
and original thinking abilities.

We analyzed the artistic and aesthetic developmental subject-spatial environment for
compliance with the principles of State Educational Standards for Educational Education.

The team contains things that preschoolers can manage in their imaginative process.
However, society needs to be done each time with new fascinating materials following to that
children are able to experiment with them.

The group includes multifunctional stuff such as toothbrushes and sponge materials. Groups
should be filled with other multifunctional materials such as cones, a variety of caps, cotton swabs,
tree leaves, straws, etc.

Based on the group analysis, it can be concluded that the principles of artistic and aesthetic
organization are not fully implemented. In particular, preschool educators should pay attention to
the environment variability, for developing the team with various drawing materials. It contributes
to the development of the creative imagination of preschool children.

The purpose of the ascertaining experiment: to study the level of development of creative
abilities and imagination of children of senior preschool age. Research base: pre-school classes of
secondary school No. 6 in the city of Uralsk, West Kazakhstan region.

The study involved 20 children of the experimental and 20 children of the control groups
aged 6 years.

Diagnostic tools for assessing the level of creative imagination: “Verbal imagination”
methodology, “Completing figures” methodology, “Drawing” technique [11].

Based on the psychological characteristics of 6-7-year-old children, it was considered
impossible to present the content of the components of creative imagination development in the
same way plus, we had studied each component separately.

The effective ways of searching and tools to develop imagination in various types of
activities led to the following conclusion - children's ability to design, invent, and draw requires
systematic and purposeful development and is based on the development of imagination, that is,
creating new pictures based on past perception material.

Methodology “Verbal Fantasy” made it possible to determine the level of imagination of
preschool children. The results of this method are presented in Figure 1. Using this methodology,
we obtained the following data: 15% of the experimental group and 30% of the control group
belong to development with increased levels of - the minus of such levels in both groups is very
high leveled and very low. It was also complicated to construct the plot of the story. In the
experimenting group, preschool children reported well-known fairy tales such as: “Snow White
and the Seven Dwarfs”, “The Fox and the Rooster”, “The hungry chick and the Cat Vaska”, etc.
There were difficulties in telling the story. Children become engrossed in a story about something,
and then they lose track of the story, get confused, and start over.

Children in the control group also remembered the stories they had read. Low-level children
asked for help further.

Average children completed the task, described the plot, and got lost in the sequence, but the
overall conversation turned out to be informative.

Using the "Filling in figures" method, we defined the level of development of originality and
the ability to remake original pictures in older children of preschool age. The results of this method
are presented in Figure 2. We obtained the following base: 25% of the experimental community
and 40% of the control community belongs to the well level of increasing. At this level, children
make schematic, sometimes detailed information, but usually original drawings, such as sketching
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are not remade in a group of children and by the child oneself. Frequently the designed abstract is
the central piece of the drawing.

40% of the experimental community and 45% of the control group contain a middle level.
At the high level, children have completed drawing most of the shapes, although all drawings are
schematic and lack detail. There are always pictures that are redone by the child himself or by
other kids in the community and 15% of the control teams. At this stage, children do not complete
the work, they do not accept the task set before them, or they independently draw something next
to the given figure, or give non-objective images.

Therefore, low-level kids with not enough imagination can draw a diagram using the given
figure. In this case, the drawings are usually primitive and typical. Based on the results of the
experimental group, it can be concluded that the children had problems with some figures with
dashed lines, as well as with many squares. These lines with figures for seven children are
incomplete or schematically depicted, asking for help or advice. This is proven by the fact that
they cannot imagine what it represents in the end. There were a few problems with a figure like a
circle.

Based on the consequences in the observed group, we can conclude that the children had
complexities with some figures with undone lines. Three kids have had a few assignments missed
that they did not return for completion. It was argued by that they could not think originally what
they could portray in the end. Few complexities were caused because of the figure such as a circle
as modelled. A large of children designed pets, at a time when other ones made household items,
such as other things.

Using the third “Drawing” method we clarified the level of development of the imagination
of preschool children. The results of this method are presented in Figure 3. We discussed the
following data: 10% of the experimental group and 25% of the control group have high
imagination development. The level of these groups should be very high and not very low level as
intermediate.

Three children in the experimental group had problems. After repeated explanations,
everyone completed the task.

In the control group, the children had no difficulty in ending the project. Children of
preschool age drew simple pictures such as houses, animals, and plants. Imaginative children
depicted special scenes of the city, the world underwater, kindergarten, etc.
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The whole class of children happily participated in the task. Girls drew girls, princesses, and
flowers in brighter colors and golden colors. There were no less great pictures of the boys; they
made: cars, rockets, space, etc. It can be noted that the colors of the works were poor, there were
not any detailed drawings and schematic images prevailed [12].

Consequently, having methods analyzed and questionnaires turned out at the time when the
ascertaining experiment, we are able to observe that in the majority of senior preschool children
of that age, original imaginative thinking is not sufficiently raised, and the average and low level
of its development prevails.

Working process with at formative stage children in the educating would be purposed at
introducing techniques on non-traditional drawing, including didactic games, sketching
techniques, viewing, and conversation about artworks.

35% of the experimental works are discussed in a way as classified low-level. Following this
fact, in the formative period of the research, it is discovered that work with parents and teachers
to develop children's creative imagination: holding parent meetings, workshops, seminars,
educational activities with parents, consultations, and visual posters. We consider renewal of the
developmental, subject-spatial environment as a mandatory condition.

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ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE-BASED SYSTEMS IN TEACHER EDUCATION:
OPPORTUNITIES AND CONSEQUENCES

Abstract.

This article examines in detail the growing role of artificial intelligence (Al) in teacher education in
Kazakhstan. Through extensive research and interviews with local teachers and technology experts, we are exploring
the implications and possibilities of using artificial intelligence tools. Our analysis shows how these artificial
intelligence-based systems are changing pedagogical practice, contributing to the personalization of learning and
improving the dynamics of relationships between teachers and students. The article also highlights the current
problems faced by the Kazakh education sector in the implementation of artificial intelligence technologies, such as
data privacy, ethical dilemmas and the critical need for digital literacy of teachers.

The article also emphasizes that the integration of artificial intelligence requires a paradigm shift in teacher
training models: from traditional pedagogical methods to technologically advanced ones. We consider the situation in
Kazakhstan, documenting its unique path to digital transformation of education and exploring how artificial
intelligence can solve the specific educational challenges of this country and the diverse contribution to the
development of artificial intelligence, we must provide students and teachers with the opportunity to learn about
artificial intelligence through training programs and advanced training focused on artificial intelligence and ethics.
Revealing the multifaceted potential and subtleties of the use of artificial intelligence in teacher education in
Kazakhstan, this article helps stakeholders to make informed decisions on the integration of artificial intelligence into
teacher training programs. At the same time, the need to align educational aspirations with digital achievements is
emphasized, which is a fundamental step towards a technologically integrated educational future of Kazakhstan.

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THE PROCEDURE FOR DETERMINING THE TOTAL AMOUNT OF
REMUNERATION PAID TO EMPLOYEES

Abstract.

This article’s aim is validating indicators such as performance-based compensation, a pay plan that links
employee compensation to performance, and any contingent element.

There are several different ways to determine an employee's total compensation. For example, compensation
may depend on the complexity of situations and the tasks involved. And compensation can be monetary or non-
monetary. It is explained that compensation based on the employee's productivity or competence does not always refer
to financial rewards, even if the reward for work primarily involves the expression of wages in money.

The global financial crisis caused the need to rationalize the staffing of corporations, led to a revision of
motivation and labor incentives, to maintain the socio-economic activity of wages and other payments to the
organization's personnel at an effective level.

The lack of principles on the organization of personnel Awards leads to a clear violation of the relationship
between the employee and the organization.

Introduction.

In modern conditions, employee rewarding, as a system of relations between employer and
employee, requires the need to modernize scientific principles and principles in building such
relations, taking into account the current processes between efficiency and innovative development
in enterprises and organizations.

The award of each employee is determined by his personal contribution, taking into account
the final result of the enterprise's work, is regulated by taxes, and its maximum amount is not
limited. The state of minimum wages of employees is established by law. Even today, the
remuneration of employees is decided directly by the organization, and its regulation is carried out
by a collective agreement.

Compensation may also take into account the skills of an individual worker or group of
workers and how well they apply to the task assigned by the employer. Finally, compensation may
be based on results or performance, which is the focus of this study [1].

Compensation can be monetary or non-monetary. Compensation based on an employee's
performance or competence is not always a financial reward, even though the reward for work
primarily involves the expression of wages in money.

In this part of the study, the different terms are used interchangeably when they refer to
compensation based on the characteristics of labor reserves or working conditions. These terms
include, but are not limited to, "performance-based pay," "performance-based pay,"” and "variable

pay".
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Modern research on human resource employment is based on the assumption that, since
money is a means of acquiring material goods, compensation has a motivating and justifying effect
on employee behavior [2].

Hence, trait-based compensation, proposed by several justification theories, including,
among others, expectancy theory and goal setting, increases productivity due to its impact on
human resource employment activities and productivity.

There are also theories that oppose performance-based compensation, such as Herzberg's
theory of hygiene justification and Desi's theory of internal justification.

These theoretical outlooks, in one way or another, explain the relationship between
demographic trends and processes occurring in the field of employment.

In this regard, research aimed at improving the award of employees in state organizations is
of great practical importance.

The need to solve these above-mentioned problems in a comprehensive context determined
the choice of the research topic and justification of its relevance.

Therefore, an effective employee reward system, widely used by the tools of economic
analysis, makes it possible to identify weaknesses and strengths of the management of state
organizations, to identify reserves for the growth of innovative development and effective activity
of state organizations.

At the same time, the global financial crisis caused the need to rationalize the staffing of
corporations, led to a revision of motivation and labor incentives, to maintain the socio-economic
activity of wages and other payments to the organization's personnel at an effective level.

The lack of principles on the organization of personnel Awards leads to a clear violation of
the relationship between the employee and the organization.

The weakness of the methodological support of the organization system for awarding the
organization's personnel, especially on issues such as: analysis of the compliance of the
performance of employees with the strategic goals of the state organization; assessment of the
impact of the employee reward system on improving the effectiveness of the organization and the
level of innovative activity, is relevant.

Materials and methods of research.

Grounded theories are discussed below in the following order: needs, incentives,
expectations, internal justification, equity, and agency theory. The listed theoretical worldviews
complement each other as they developed simultaneously or one after the other. Later, we will
briefly touch on the methodological organizers of the listed grounded theories.

McGregor's need-based theory consists of two parts: theory X and theory Y. According to
theory X, managers evaluate those who do not like the work and responsibilities under their hands
and tend to avoid them as lazy people. This means that managers must monitor the efforts of
employees and motivate them to improve productivity.

In contrast, Theory Y predicts that people love work, are creative, seek responsibilities, and
appear to be humiliated. According to Theory X, performance-based remuneration could be an
acceptable instrument of employment contracts. Theory Y, on the other hand, predicts that
productivity growth is not directly related to the efforts of the employer, who takes labor as the
basis.

Incentive theory evaluates material compensation as an external factor influencing the
behavior of individual employees and justifying human resources with work. Grounding theory
and Herzberg's hygiene categorize the factors that lead to job satisfaction, internal factors that
affect job attitudes, and external factors that affect job dissatisfaction [3].

What makes people intrinsically grounded? These are, for example, factors related to the
work itself, recognition, growth and promotion opportunities. On the contrary, external factors
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such as wages and relations with managers and employees are considered as factors related to
occupational hygiene.

Addressing hygiene-related factors may reduce job dissatisfaction, but may not increase
motivation except in the short term. Management of occupational hygiene factors is a specific
approach to justifying work based on recognition or career, in which external factors and risk of
punishment determine the nature of behavior.

If Herzberg's theory is followed, it is not considered an effective instrument in the
management of human resources, and therefore, financial factors should not be prerogative to
ensure the employment of the population.

According to the expectation theory, not only needs and factors, observation and
expectations also affect the motivation of work. VVroom's expectancy theory (1964) predicts that
the motivation to motivate a person depends on how strong the expectation is that the work
performed will produce a specified result and how attractive this result is to the person.

Thus, the theory focuses on the relationship between the elements of the goal chain:
"productivity - reward - personal goals".

Adams, the founder of the theory of justice, states (equity theory) that man seeks fair results,
and therefore, acceptance of fairness plays an important role in justifying work. People equate
their job addiction with employee performance and seek to eliminate any inequity if it is perceived
as such.

This means that people are not interested only in the actual amount of the reward they receive
for their efforts, but in comparing it with what their colleagues are receiving for similar efforts.
Individuals have multiple options for redressing inequality, which include others, alter their
contributions, or affect the outcome of their actions.

T. Malmi and D. Brown, who thought in agreement with the theory of justice notes that the
human resource management system should be considered in conjunction with the decision and
control process. Therefore, according to the authors, the control management system is divided
into planning, cybernetics, reward and compensation, administrative and cultural control. These
elements of management are used to improve the effectiveness of personnel policy within the
organization. The role of supervisory management is to motivate employees to improve their
productivity [4], [5].

In this plan, the compensation package participates as a mechanism that compromises the
goals and motivations of employees, unlike in situations where there are no overt incentives. Such
a human resource management system affects the direction, motivation and enthusiasm of each
employee.

Results and its discussion.

Many studies of labor relations were conducted on the basis of the theory of agency relations
(agency theory). According to this theory, informational asymmetry exists at different
organizational levels of the labor market. First, such asymmetry is typical for companies in which
ownership and control of the firm is shared between participants in labor relations. This means
that the owner of the firm (ie, the principal) represents the manager (ie, the agent) in controlling
the activities of the firm.

In such cases, managers have a better understanding of the economic reality of the company
than the owner, since they are responsible for operational activities and have access to unadjusted
financial figures. Second, informational asymmetry also exists in labor contracts between
employers and employees. Only employees are aware of their true abilities and exert their efforts,
while managers cannot adequately monitor their motivation and measure their abilities.

Situations involving asymmetric information can lead to abuse of the other party's lack of
awareness.
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In the United States, a flexible system of stimulating the innovative activity of employees is
built in such a way that fixed wages, as a rule, only increase and practically never decrease; at the
same time, part of the income is put on a direct dependence on the results of the innovative activity
of the employee. The main types of additional pay in the United States include: bonuses for
management personnel; compensation payments upon retirement; special bonuses for managers
that are not related to their income; bonuses depending on the amount of profit at the unchanged
value of the base salary; additional fees for advanced training and work experience; sale of
company shares to employees.

The following factors were identified with the consulting firm" McKinzie:

- sphere of influence-the influence of the position on the results of the company's activities
(the number of subordinate employees, material and financial resources, the growth of the
company's income);

- the complexity of the implementation of the tasks included in the tasks (planning, problem
solving and creative activity, decision-making);

- requirements-the amount of knowledge and skill required to perform the work (special and
general technical knowledge and skill, persuasion and negotiation, the art of management).

For the successful functioning of the economic system in market conditions, it is necessary
to provide more creative employees with an innovative space and appropriate working conditions.

Scientific and practical study of the demographic factors of the labor market

The relationship between human motivation and productivity is not linear. Instead,
relationships are skewed toward factors that underlie the individual, and are often shaped by
demographic factors, which may affect the underlying strength of variable wages [6].

Finally, the relationship between individual and organizational productivity is also non-
linear, as the number of factors influencing organizational performance is extraordinarily large.
So, in the figure 1, this relationship is indicated by a dotted line. The system created excludes other
factors that affect organizational productivity, and improved individual productivity should be
focused on the exemplary case and ultimately reflected at the company level.

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Traditional economic theories are based on the assumption that people are rational in making
dececisions and that their actions are aimed at maximizing the results of their activities.

However, it is self-evident that the actual process of decision-making by humans does not
rely on reason, as relatively programatic or intuitive decision-making is limited by many factors

[7].

In addition to the limitations of intelligence, human behavior is affected by changes at a
particular level. These include, among others, the mental and physical abilities of individuals and
objective demographic factors such as age, gender, education and occupation.

Objective demographic factors can affect the personal character of employees and their
choice of work activities that correspond to their personal characteristics. For example, gender and
age have "economically significant effects” on an employee's attitude to risk. In addition, Dj.
Kleinjens is based on the idea that gender factors influence an individual's attitude to competition
and his productivity in competitive conditions.

The concept of “employee reward system” is interpreted ambiguously within the framework
of incentives. In our opinion, this is characterized by different interpretations of the essence of the
relationships accumulated in the process of stimulating labor with the reward of the employee. In
addition, the reward system, while having different definitions in economic science, has common
aspects that have their own specific base. Taking these aspects into account modern trends in
management and Labor Economics, in order to extract their own positions and determine the
employee reward system, we analyzed the views of various researchers regarding the employee
reward system. Taking into account the definition of the personnel remuneration system of the
presented analysis, it is possible to consolidate the need to consider this understanding in many
aspects:

1) the employee remuneration system is considered a means of motivation;

2) the employee remuneration system performs the function of stimulating the employee to
work and compensating for his labor costs;

3) employee remuneration system is carried out through the function of organizing the
performance of work.

Therefore, it is necessary to consider the content of the employee remuneration system much
wider than the materialization of Labor. In the system presented in modern economic realities, it
is necessary to use a wide range of types of remuneration that exceed sufficient personal needs and
recognize the employee's labor contribution. For this reason, in organizations, the following types
of remuneration systems are used:

- education, experience, qualifications, income, profit and capital, payments for
participation in strategic management and planning programs;

- guarantees in the organization and payments on social standards apply.

Khakimova K. Nematov J. considers the specifics of payment of remuneration and
compensation of expenses of a lawyer in an agreement on the provision of legal assistance in the
Republic of Uzbekistan and foreign countries [8].

Based on the officially established criteria for evaluating remuneration, they identify the
following methods that have developed in practice in Uzbekistan:

— payment in a certain fixed amount. This method is the most common and convenient, since
the parties determine the amount in advance, as a result of which the principal prepares for
expenses, and the lawyer tries to justify the payment by performing all the actions provided for in
the condition on the subject of the agreement. In addition, it is advisable to use this method in one-
time or short-term assignments, since the upcoming complexity, duration, and cost can be
estimated immediately. For example, consulting, drafting legal documents, registration or appeal.
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— time-based payment. According to M.G. Korobitsin, "the disadvantage of hourly pay is
that different lawyers spend different time to complete each individual stage of assistance, as a
result of which some unscrupulous lawyers delay the process by all available means, involve the
principal in absolutely unnecessary litigation, simulate the appearance of work, without achieving
the set goal tasks".

With this method of determining payment, first of all, the lawyer estimates the time required
to fulfill the agreement, instead of paying more attention to the result and quality of work. —
remuneration depending on the result in favor of the principal (most often in percentage terms).
Therefore, it can be argued that the Republic of Uzbekistan is allowed a "success fee".

The calculation of payment for services rendered by a lawyer in the United States is
considered particularly interesting. Payment can be hourly, payment of fixed or conditional
remuneration, and others. However, the amount of the fee may be regulated by ethical rules, since
when determining the fee for legal services rendered, as stated in rule 1.5 of the Rules of
Professional Conduct of the State of Alabama and other states, a lawyer should not charge
excessive fees for his work. The Code defines the criteria for determining the fee: the time spent,
the amount of work, the degree of employment of the lawyer and the actual ability to accept other
assignments, as well as the amount of the fee, time constraints, the nature and stability of business
relations between the lawyer and the client, as well as the fee usually charged to clients for
conducting similar cases, which in turn is similar to the practice in Uzbekistan [8].

According to the Government decree on the organization of payment of wages in kind dated
July 13, 2023, in Uzbekistan, payment in kind is possible on the basis of written consent of an
employee in the following cases:

- calculation of food and agricultural products produced and grown by the employer for the
consumption of the employee or his family;

- calculation in the form of provision of food and housing for temporary residence of
domestic workers by employers who hire them for maintenance and assistance in household
management.

In addition, the condition for payment of wages in kind must be specified in the employment
contract concluded with the employee on the basis of his consent. At the same time, remuneration
in kind should not exceed 30% of the total salary.

Regardless of the written consent of the employee, if up to 50% of his salary is withheld,
payment in kind may not exceed 10% of the total amount of the employee's earnings. At the same
time, if more than 50% is withheld, it is prohibited to pay an employee wages in kind, the document
says.

Uzbekistan ranks third in Central Asia in terms of average monthly wages (Figure 2). When
comparing average monthly nominal wages in five Central Asian countries, Uzbekistan came in
third place.

When comparing average monthly nominal wages in the five countries of Central Asia,
Uzbekistan was ranked third. In January-September 2022, the average monthly nominal wage in
Uzbekistan amounted to 3.72 million soums ($335).

The
economic performance of major countries like Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Uzbekistan indicates not only recovery from the effects of the global pandemic but also a forward
momentum in terms of development.

Uzbekistan, showecasing positive growth amidst global economic challenges, recorded
a 2.0% growth in 2020. The growth momentum continued with rates of 7.4% and 5.7% in 2021
and 2022. The forecasts for the years 2023 to 2025 are slated at 5.5%, 5.6%, and 5.8%. It's
noteworthy that the projections for 2023 and 2024 have seen a slight uptick from the June 2023
predictions by 0.4 and 0.2 percentage points respectively. Average monthly salary in Uzbekistan
reaches almost 3.5 million soums. The State Statistics Committee published a report on the level
of wages in January-March of tin January-March, the average monthly nominal accrued wages in
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the republic amounted to 3.42 million soums, which is 19.1% more than in the same period last
year, follows from the State Statistics Committee report (Figure 3).

By types of economic activity, the wages of employees of enterprises are:

* banking, insurance, leasing and credit-intermediary activities — 8.42 million soums;

« information and communication — 6.5 million soums;

* transportation and storage — 4.55 million soums;

« industry — 4.46 million soums;

« construction — 4.15 million soums;

* trade — 3.51 million soums;

¢ education — 2.51 million soums;

* healthcare and provision of social services — 2.32 million soums.

In terms of regions, the highest level of wages was recorded in the city of Tashkent (5.21
million soums) and Navoi region (4.73 million soums). The lowest level is in Surkhandarya (2.61
million soums) and Fergana (2.59 million soums) regions.

The average monthly salary is the average value of all remunerations received for the work
of an employee within 12 months, recalculated for each individual month.

The average monthly salary includes allowances, bonuses, incentive payments,
compensatory payments and pay for hours not worked, as well as income tax withheld from
individuals and deductions to the union fund.his year.

Among the advantages offered by the modern economy of Uzbekistan for foreign companies
— political and macroeconomic stability, favorable climatic conditions, hospitable and
hardworking people and many others.

The average salary in Uzbekistan at the end of nine months of 2023 reached 4.4 million
soums. This is 18.1% more than a year earlier, according to data from the Statistics Agency. The
largest increase in wages was recorded in Tashkent - by 20.2%, to 7.1 million soums.

Specialists in the field of finance and insurance receive the most - the average monthly salary
was 13 million soums. In second place are workers in the field of information and communications
- 10.3 million soums, in third place are transportation and storage with 6.7 million soums.

The following recommendations are given for remuneration, including for awarding
employees:

- Successful wage reorganization. It is impossible not to change the fiscal policy of the state.
Changing tax legislation should be accompanied by changing the tax system. Reducing tax
burdens, ensuring opportunities for increasing the wage fund.

- Strengthening the role of social partnership-strengthening the role of bilateral and trilateral
agreements and collective agreements at the intermediate level. This relationship should relate to
the Coordination of the deadlines for the implementation of each type of agreement in solving the
issue of remuneration, the practical fulfillment of obligations in the agreements adopted,
enterprises of all forms of ownership.

- Improvement of District regulation of remuneration, the essence of which is that the
reproduction of Labor is equal in the regions, the coincidence of the interests and financial
capabilities of Kazakhstan, its regions and enterprises.

- Development of forms and systems of remuneration:

In particular: the application of reasonable norms of labor costs (labor obligations of
employees), the application of tariff rates (oclads) that ensure the reproduction of labor in
accordance with qualifications; creation of material interest of employees in the result of
innovative activity.

- Measures to ensure social protection of employees.
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Conclusion.

Central Asia's economic performance from 2020 to 2023, when compared to various
European regions, showcases its impressive resilience and growth potential. While Europe
witnessed varied recovery trajectories with significant disparities between regions, Central Asia
maintained a consistent and promising growth rate, emphasizing its emerging economic
significance in the broader Eurasian context.

Where these assumptions are met, two problems may arise in relation to employment
contracts. The first involves the moral hazard (moral hazard) in which agents are unwilling to put
all their effort into work. The second problem is adverse selection by the employer, because agents
can never be fully confirmed that they actually have the ability, based on their confirmation that
they have the ability.

As can de seen, information asymmetry is important in the theory of agensy relations and
underlies the scientific research of problems of material justification of employees. In addition to
asymmetric information in agensy theory, principal and agent interests are assumed to be
conflicting and people are self-interested and risk-averse with bounded rationality. The
relationship between the supple and demand of labor competition salary data geography, and
workplase coditions - employers, well need to tap into their relevant labor market to make
decisions.

For example, an employer looking to hire a web developer may want to look current salary
data for that particuiary role.

In the Republic of Uzbekistan, the possibility of determining remuneration depending on the
result in favor of the principal has its positive sides, in particular, it allows to improve the quality
of legal assistance provided.

Identifying shortcomings in the system of remuneration and remuneration at the enterprise,
we present:

1. ensuring a close relationship between wages, labor productivity and efficiency. Only then
will the employee feel that there are strong incentives for improving efficiency, and conditions
will be created to stabilize labor costs.

2. the share of variable and fixed payments should vary depending on labor productivity and
profit. Remuneration should be paid not only to managers, but also to all employees.

3. strengthening the role of Trade Unions.

4. remuneration should be aimed at strengthening cohesion and reducing disagreements
between employees.

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EVALUATING THE EFFECTIVENESS OF MEASURES TO DIVERSIFY
PRODUCTION AT AGRICULTURAL ENTERPRISES

Abstract.

The economic growth of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the agricultural sector is determined by the degree of
competitiveness of enterprises engaged in agriculture in the domestic and foreign markets. In the conditions of modern
competition, a significant factor in increasing the competitive advantages of agricultural organizations is the factor of
diversification of development.

The implementation of diversification processes in the agricultural sector involves a more balanced system of
state support measures in combination with private initiatives of agricultural specialists than in other sectors of the
economy, since Land is the main tool in agriculture, and production depends on natural and climatic conditions. All
these issues are relevant for the agricultural sector of the economy of Kazakhstan.

The article on this topic is aimed at studying and identifying potential opportunities for activating the concept
of diversification in application to agro-industrial complexes in modern Kazakhstani conditions. The article examines
the issues of studying the causal relationships of factors determining the processes of effective diversification of
production, identifying problematic aspects of the development of the concept of diversification of agro-industrial
enterprises based on the analysis of the state of development of the agricultural sector of the economy of Kazakhstan.
The article also presents methods for researching the potential of improving the competitiveness of agro-industrial
enterprises based on expanding and deepening the processes of diversification of agricultural production.

The results of the study, in our opinion, make it possible to intensify the formation of the agricultural industry
in the country, and the identified strategic priorities for the formation of diversification processes in the agricultural
sector allow us to focus on the points that need to be developed in this context.

Key words: diversification, competitiveness, cluster, infrastructure, social infrastructure, SWOT analysis.

Introduction.

Relevance of the research topic. The economic growth of the state is determined by the
degree of overall competitiveness of business entities in domestic and foreign markets. At the same
time, in conditions of market competition, a significant factor in increasing the competitive
advantages of business entities is the factor of diversification of development.

The implementation of diversification processes in the agricultural sector requires a more
balanced system of government support measures in combination with private initiatives of
farmers than in other sectors and sectors of the economy, since agricultural production is quite
strictly tied to the land with all its problems of supporting productivity and is subject to dependence
on natural and climatic conditions, which determines the stochasticity of production programs for
the development of agricultural enterprises.

These issues are especially relevant for the agricultural sector of the economy of Kazakhstan.
Indeed, currently the country's agricultural production is unsustainable. Changes in the intra-
industry structure of farms led to a reduction in the sown areas of large agricultural enterprises;
accordingly, small peasant (farmer) and household enterprises were formed in significant numbers.
As a result, the size of land use per one economic entity on land has decreased.

As a result of the implementation of agrarian reforms in the processes of forming
agricultural enterprises, the real needs of the market were not taken into account, and, as a result,
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their profitability decreased, which was accompanied by a decrease in the level of concentration
of production.

Purpose and objectives of the study. The work is aimed at studying and identifying
potential opportunities for enhancing the concept of diversification as applied to agricultural
enterprises in modern Kazakhstani conditions.

In accordance with the goal, the following tasks are solved:

— on the basis of studying the theoretical and methodological works of the scientific
community, explore the cause-and-effect relationships of the factors that determine the processes
of effective diversification of production;

— based on an analysis of the state of development of the agricultural sector of the economy
of Kazakhstan, identify problematic aspects in the development of the concept of diversification
of agricultural enterprises;

— explore the potential of opportunities to increase the competitiveness of agricultural
enterprises based on the expansion and deepening of production diversification processes;

— to study the possibilities of improving a systematic approach to assessing the effectiveness
of the implementation of diversification processes of agricultural enterprises using economic and
mathematical tools;

—explore the potential of strategic planning, focused on choosing a competitive development
strategy for agricultural enterprises that is adaptive to target markets based on weighing
development opportunities and risks;

— develop proposals for improving state support measures for agricultural enterprises.

The object of the research is an agricultural enterprise (farm) in the agricultural sector of the
economy.

The subject of the research is the system of production and economic relations along the
“state-agribusiness” line in the processes of implementing the concept of diversification of
agricultural production.

The theoretical and methodological basis of the study was the main provisions of the
concept of market competitiveness of business entities on a diversification basis, developed in the
works of foreign and domestic scientists.

Materials and methods of research.

Many economists are engaged in research into the issues of diversification efficiency at the
level of business entities in various sectors of the economy, defining a considerable number of
methodological approaches both to the assessment processes and to the formalization of
computational procedures for deriving the effectiveness assessments themselves. Of course, there
is a point in their general review, in order to develop a balanced approach to the task of assessing
the effectiveness of diversification at the level of agricultural enterprises within the framework of
our scientific research.

In particular, researchers propose the following approaches:

— method of correlation and regression analysis, with processing of statistical data on the
results of the enterprise’s activities;

— deterministic statistical models for assessing the probability of bankruptcy;

— calculation of time lags in order to more accurately assess the effect;

— entropy index showing the average share of enterprises operating in the market;

— Gort’s method, which involves the calculation of a group of indicators, however, none of
the given indicators can be considered as comprehensive for assessing the degree of diversification
of an enterprise.
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Also, to assess the effectiveness of diversification, it is proposed to use such indicators as
growth in sales volumes, increase in market share, growth in sales income, dividends, growth in
the market value of shares, etc. [1].

Literature review.

In general, we can agree with the opinion of A. Manaenkov and M. Galimova that despite
the developed approaches to a full and universal assessment of the effectiveness of diversification
of activities, there are significant problematic aspects in the assessment system:

— the final, final assessment of the effectiveness of diversification is not considered;

—in the process of searching for a universal assessment of the effectiveness of diversification
of activities, the importance of diversification depending on the specific essence of the subject
itself is overlooked. In particular, this aspect, in our opinion, is important when applied to the
object of our research - the agricultural enterprise.

Thus, when studying the assessment of the effectiveness of diversification of activities, one
of the unsolved problems is the development of a final assessment that takes into account, first of
all, the specifics of the subject of the study.

R=YRi-wi, 1)

In this regard, these experts believe that a way to solve this problem can be to calculate an
integral assessment of the effectiveness of diversification based on the scoring method according
to formula (1):

where Ri is the score of diversification results for the i-th group of effects;

wi is the weight of this group; > wi=1 [2].

Also, experts N. Popova, L. Ryabtseva and O. Zatepyakin suggest using formula (2) to
assess the economic effect of diversification:

where OEt is an assessment of the expected economic effect from diversification at time t;

Elt — assessment of the expected private effect achieved by changing the costs of production
and sales of products;

ETt — assessment of the expected private effect achieved by changing transaction costs;

EAt — assessment of the expected private effect achieved by increasing demand for products;

ESt — assessment of the expected private effect achieved by increasing sales volumes due to
the use of new channels and sales markets;

DHt — assessment of the expected private effect achieved by increasing the reliability of
resource provision;

ERt is an assessment of the expected partial effect achieved by reducing the risk of general
losses.

A. Bulavka introduces a methodology for assessing the quantitative and qualitative levels

of production diversification. To quantify the level of production diversification (UDkol), the
expert suggests using the following formula (3):

where n is the number of types of products produced by the enterprise in the analyzed
period;
Vyri — revenue from the sale of the i-th type of product;
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Vyrmax is the maximum amount of revenue from the sale of one type of product of the
enterprise.

Moreover, in the case when the enterprise does not use a diversification strategy, the value
of the indicator of the quantitative level of production diversification will tend to zero. Otherwise,
it will tend to 1.

According to the expert, when assessing the qualitative level of production diversification,
one should take into account the profitability of sales and use data from a quantitative assessment
of the level of production diversification. To assess the qualitative level of production
diversification (UDKkat.), it is proposed to use formula (5):

where Rpr. — profitability of sales in the reporting period;
Rpr.noun — profitability of sales (excluding new types of products).
To assess the potential for diversification, the following formula (6) is proposed:

DP = ((S*/S) (P*/P)), (5)

where S* — potential sales volume;

S — current sales volume;

P* — potential profit;

P — current profit.

Moreover, if DP > 1, then diversification is considered justified [3].

To assess the economic efficiency of diversification, A. Leontyev proposes a two-stage
system for estimating the increase in gross added value due to diversification processes.

At the first stage, the indicator of changes in GVA in the process of diversification is
calculated:

where Ed is an integral indicator of gross value added for the period of time under
consideration;

GVAt is the value of gross value added in the tth year;

e — the value of the discount factor.

At the second stage, the economic effect of diversification is directly assessed:

AGVA=Ed-E, (7)

where A GVA is the difference between the GV A indicator before and after diversification;

E is the total value of GVA without diversification [4].

V.Soldatkin proposes to introduce an indicator of the level of diversification (D), which is
calculated according to formula (8):

D =1-(100/3_Ut (2i-1)), (8)

where Vt is the share of individual types of economic activity in the total volume of
marketable products;

I — serial number of individual types of economic activity according to the share of
marketable products in the ranked series;

n —number of types of economic activity of the enterprise.
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This indicator allows us to establish the relationship between diversification and the
specialization of an enterprise and take into account its industry specific activities. When an
enterprise specializes in single-product production, the diversification coefficient is equal to 0, but
if the enterprise is simultaneously engaged in various types of activities, then the value of the
diversification coefficient tends to 1 [5].

You can also give a methodology based on the conclusion of an assessment of the relative
share of the industry in GRP:

D = DVRP /DVVP, (9)

where DVRP is the share of the industry in the gross regional product;

DVDP is the share of the industry in the gross domestic product.

Moreover, if D >1 or more increases, then this indicates a narrow specialization, if D <1 and
everything decreases, this indicates a variant of diversification [6].

In principle, the analysis of approaches can be multiplied, however, in our opinion, all these
considered and other similar approaches left outside the review do not distinguish between the
narrow and broad principles of diversification, which we discussed in the previous subsections of
the work.

Results and its discussion.

In this regard, it seems to us that methodological research should be carried out in the
direction of a broad scheme of diversification of agricultural enterprises, moreover, associated
with agrotourism, which has a huge and so far little appreciated potential specifically for small
forms of agricultural formations in Kazakhstan.

In principle, the analysis of approaches can be multiplied, however, in our opinion, all these
considered and other similar approaches left outside the review do not distinguish between the
narrow and broad principles of diversification, which we discussed in the previous subsections of
the work.

In this regard, it seems to us that methodological research should be carried out in the
direction of a broad scheme of diversification of agricultural enterprises, moreover, associated
with agrotourism, which has a huge and so far little appreciated potential specifically for small
forms of agricultural formations in Kazakhstan.

The effect can be significant, not only economic, but also social for the population, in
addition to the measures taken by local governments.

In this regard, we will try to conduct a study of the possibility of broad diversification in this
direction using the example of a specific agricultural enterprise.

En-Dala LLP, an agricultural enterprise from the Tselinograd district of the Akmola region,
has been operating since 1998 and the main activity of the farm is the production and sale of
agricultural products and livestock products. Thus, the purpose of the enterprise is to trade these
types of products and satisfy existing demand in the market and, accordingly, make a profit in the
process of this activity.

In addition to the main activity - growing grains, the agricultural enterprise produces
additional activities, namely:

— growing oilseeds and harvesting their seeds;

— breeding and keeping cattle for meat production;

— horse breeding;

—accordingly, feed procurement;

—as well as the sale of own-produced products, mainly grains and oilseeds.

In the last few years, additional activities have included gravel and sand quarrying
activities, as well as rental and management of own properties.

Currently, the agricultural enterprise has land resources of 60 thousand hectares, of which
53 thousand hectares are arable land and 7 thousand hectares are pastures, with a cattle population
of 1.5 heads and 0.9 thousand horses.

Production activities at the agricultural enterprise are seasonal, carried out from sowing from
mid-April to the end of harvest by mid-November, with slight temporary fluctuations depending
on weather conditions. Relatively speaking, the 1st and 4th quarters can be considered a profitable
period, and the 2nd and 3rd quarters can be considered mainly costly, when such types of work as
pre-sowing, mechanical and chemical tillage of the soil, moisture retention, plowing of plowed
land are carried out.

Then sowing work is carried out, which constitutes an important link in the entire production
cycle and determines the main part of the costs of this period, both in time and in material cost
items.

In addition, additional costs in mid-summer for an agricultural enterprise are associated with
haymaking of perennial grasses and harvesting work at the end of the third quarter. In general, all
these costs of the 2nd and 3rd quarters amount to more than 80% of all costs incurred by the
agricultural enterprise for the entire calendar year.

It is during this period that the main work is carried out to attract additional funds from
second-tier banks, credit organizations of Agrarian Credit Corporation JSC, KazAgroFinance JSC,
which determines a set of certain difficulties.

On the other hand, problems may also occur during the sales period. In this regard, it should
be noted that until 2017, the regulator of purchase prices for crop products on behalf of the state
was JSC NC Food Corporation, which made guaranteed purchases of grain based on quality
criteria, as a result of which the average market price for products was determined in the domestic
market.

Nowadays, due to the lack of railway cars and, accordingly, limited access to export, there
Is often a significant decline in prices. In particular, for example, in 2017 alone, for these reasons,
purchase prices decreased by 20% compared to the average price for the previous 3 years. It is
quite natural that there was an overstocking of products in the warehouses of agricultural and grain
receiving enterprises and, as a consequence, a loss of their quality.

It should be added that due to the adoption of new rules, control over the payment of
subsidies is being tightened. As a result, subsidies calculated in accordance with the adopted rules
simply do not reach many agricultural enterprises, or they reach them in reduced amounts. This is
largely why, as we noted above, in the previous subsection of our work, many agricultural
enterprises refuse government subsidies.

All this not only reduces the profitability of agricultural production, but also determines the
financial instability of agricultural enterprises.

Similar problems are typical for the En-Dala enterprise, and are determined, in our opinion,
by the narrow approach to the diversified development of this agricultural enterprise. And this
poses the need to look for additional strategic potential for increasing the sustainability of
development. Including - considering possible directions for the development of processes for
diversifying the production program of an agricultural enterprise.

A narrow, somewhat passive approach to production development is also evidenced by the
fact that the resource of arable land for growing grain, which is the main source of income for the
enterprise, is not fully developed. So, if, according to specialists from the Kazakh Economic
Agrarian University. S. Seifullina, in 2017 the agricultural enterprise allocated 47.5% of the total
arable area for wheat crops, then in 2020 - already 26.4%. To some extent, this is due to an increase
in yields and a switch to growing crops of other crops - barley, oats, flax. However, in the harsh
continental climate in the region, it is somewhat risky to focus on grain yields [9].
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It should be noted that the potential for attracting ecotourists is considerable: in 2022, out of
the total flow of domestic tourism in the Akmola region of 402.2 thousand people, tourism in the
region itself accounted for 187.9 thousand. people, or 46.7%.

At the same time, the agricultural enterprise is located 40 km from Astana, on the banks of
the Nura River. Nearby is the famous archaeological site of Bozok, where a historical and
archaeological complex is currently being built, where horse trails can be organized. Fortunately,
the agricultural enterprise contains a certain number of horses.

In principle, to organize tourism activities as a direction of development, complementary
and associated, in terms of product sales, with the main production, not much effort is needed:

— at first, build one guest house with all amenities for 5 people;

— provide a power supply system;

— organize leisure services (fishing, hunting, horseback riding, etc.).

Analysis of the experience of organizing agritourism in various countries allows us to
estimate the costs for this type of activity:

a) arrangement of a guest house for 5 people — 3 million tenge;

b) electricity costs: 1) 6 months (April-October) — electric stove, lighting, TV, refrigerator,
etc. =500 kW x 6 x 25 tenge = 75 thousand tenge; 2) 6 months (November-March) = 300 kW x 6
x 25 tenge = 45 thousand tenge. On average for the year = (75+45)/2 = 60 thousand tenge;

c) food per day = 3250 tenge x 5 = 16250 tenge, accommodation services = 1950 tenge X 5
= 9750 tenge, additional tourist services = 2 thousand tenge x 5 = 10 thousand tenge, total = 36
thousand tenge per day.

To calculate the total costs, you need to estimate the degree of occupancy of the guest house
during the year: summer - 80% or 72 days, autumn - 30% or 27 days, winter - 40% or 36 days,
spring - 30% or 27 days. Total in a year - 162 days.

Now we can estimate the total costs for the year:

Rtur = costs of arranging the house + daily costs + electricity costs = (36 + 60/365) x 162 =
5.86 million tenge.

Taking into account 5% current additional costs:

Rtur = 5.86 x 1.05 = 6.153 million tenge.

Now we can assess what effect can be expected from agritourism for this agricultural
enterprise.

To do this, at the first stage, we will forecast income and expenses for 2025, based on a trend
model for the development of enterprise income for 2015-2021.

Dendala = -1450.75 + 1027.6 t (10)

shows that in 2025 the enterprise’s revenue could reach 9.85 billion tenge. At the same time,
expenses, constituting 77.5% of income, can be estimated at 7.65 billion tenge.

Thus, the costs of the tourism business of En-Dala LLP will amount to 0.08% of all costs of
the agricultural enterprise, including the main production.

At the second stage, in order to assess what this gives for an agricultural enterprise, we will
derive some estimated parameters for the effectiveness of tourism services in general, which can
be applied to all agricultural enterprises, including the studied En-Dala LLP.

It should be noted that in the absence of such statistical information for almost all agricultural
enterprises, the required efficiency parameters will be derived for Kazakhstan as a whole, based
on the possibility of their acceptable applicability for the agricultural enterprise under study.

An assessment of the effectiveness of tourism development can be derived by determining
the mathematical dependence of the volume of gross added value of tourism (VDS) on such key
factors as the volume of expenses for the provision of tourism services (R), the number of outgoing
resident tourists (Tvn) and the number of incoming non-resident tourists (Tvrn). Here, the

importance of the Tvn factor is due to the fact that it determines the potential for domestic tourism
in the context of changes in external conditions in the tourism market (Table 1).

It is most advisable to calculate model parameters using the information base for the period
2004-2019, in order to avoid trend distortion due to the negative impact of the pandemic factor in
2020-2021. Calculations carried out on the basis of the information in Table 3 allow us to derive
the following three-factor economic and mathematical model for the gross added value of tourism:

VDS = 2.35R0.317 Tvn0.50 Tvnr0.315, (11)
The value of the standard deviation R2 = 0.92 shows a high degree of approximation
reliability of the derived model. In particular, this is clearly demonstrated by the diagram in Figure
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Figure 1 — Graphic illustration of the approximation properties of the model

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Economic and mathematical analysis of elasticity coefficients shows that an increase in costs
by 1% causes an increase in VDS by 0.32%, while an increase in the flow of outbound Tvn and
inbound Tvnr tourists by 1% leads to an increase in VDS, respectively, by 0.5 and 0.32 %.

As you can see, the considerable potential for economic growth is determined precisely by
the opportunity to turn outbound tourism flows to the domestic market of tourism services.

At the same time, these factors should have the greatest impact on changes in income from
tourism activities. To test this assumption, we calculated an economic and mathematical model of
income based on the data in Table 3:

D =0.527R0.492 Tvn0.843 Tvnr0.154, (12)

R2=0.94

The diagram in Figure 1 demonstrates a fairly high degree of performance properties of the
derived model.

Analysis of the parameters of model (2) shows: an increase in costs by 1% causes an increase
in income D by 0.49%, while an increase in the flow of outbound Tvn and inbound Tvnr tourists
by 1% leads to an increase in D, respectively, by 0.843 and 0.154%.

As you can see, in this case, income growth is most influenced by the factor of outbound
flow of resident tourists, and even to a greater extent than the influence on the growth of gross
value added VDS.

Now, at the third stage, based on these incremental estimates, we can, with a certain degree
of reliability, assess the effectiveness of the development of this area of diversification for En-
Dala LLP.

Thus, an additional increase in the income of an agricultural enterprise, from an increase in
expenses on tourism activities by 0.08% of all expenses, can amount to:

Dendala = k x Dendala = 0.0394 x 9.85 billion tenge = 0.3877 or 387.7 million tenge.

Here parameter Kk is a recalculation of the elasticity coefficient:

E = 0.492 by 1% by 0.08%, that is, k = 0.492 x 0.08.

As we can see, the resulting increase in income of an agricultural enterprise will many times
cover the costs of running a tourism business, including capital expenses for the construction of a
guest house. It must be borne in mind that an agricultural enterprise can expand this area of a
broadly diversified business.

In general, this example can be evidence of a really potential direction for the development
of processes of diversification of small forms of farming in the agricultural sector of the economy.
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The research carried out in the previous section of this scientific work convinces that the
problematic aspects in the processes of achieving the competitiveness of agricultural enterprises
based on the implementation of their competitive advantages are systemic in nature and this
confronts them with the need to solve the problems of their survival.

Both foreign and domestic practice of agricultural development shows that one of the key
factors for the survival of enterprises is the presence of a strategy for increasing its
competitiveness, meaning an increase in the ability to satisfy demand for its products in the market
based on a relatively more effective use of limited financial and other means compared with
competitors.

It is difficult to disagree with the long-established opinion that the formation of a competitive
strategy is the most important aspect in managing the long-term sustainable development of any
enterprise (organization). At the same time, it is necessary to realize that this task is incomparably
higher in relevance specifically for agricultural enterprises, which are limited in diversification
maneuverability due to their strict connection to the main means of production - land, as well as
the ensuing features of access to financial sources of development.

Conclusion.

The conducted scientific research allows us to draw the following conclusions and proposals:

The implementation of diversification processes in the agricultural sector requires a more
balanced system of government support measures in combination with private initiatives of
farmers than in other sectors and spheres of the economy, since agricultural production is quite
strictly tied to the land with all its problems of supporting productivity and is subject to dependence
on natural resources. climatic conditions, which determines the stochasticity and low efficiency of
production programs for the development of agricultural enterprises.

These issues are especially relevant for the agricultural sector of the economy of Kazakhstan,
since, on the one hand, currently production in the country’s agriculture is unstable, on the other
hand, the agricultural sector is characterized by the predominance of small-scale production, and
on the third hand, government support measures are not fullydefine the platform for effective
development of both large and small and medium-sized agricultural formations.

The main methodological flaw, in the opinion of the author of this scientific study, was that
at almost all stages of reform, the main goal was to increase the competitiveness of the agricultural
industry, but its achievement was offset by the fact that over the years the priority of certain areas
of development of the agro-industrial complex has often changed , both the system of state support
itself and the mechanisms of subsidy rules were revised, without proper balance with the directions
of development of exports of domestic agricultural products.

Indeed, the study allows us to draw a reasonable conclusion: whatever the systemic measures
to implement the target of achieving sustainable competitiveness of agricultural enterprises, they
will not lead to the desired result if they are not accompanied by adequate support measures from
the state.

The analysis shows that the current measures, especially in terms of subsidizing instruments,
are still far from perfect, and this is also confirmed by the conclusions of domestic experts in the
field of agricultural policy. In this regard, the author of the study made some proposals regarding
the possible strengthening of key government support measures.

In general, the results of the scientific research can be used as the basis for further
improvement of the concept of diversification as applied to the development of business entities
in the agricultural sector of the economy.

THE EXPERIENCE OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF FINTECH TECHNOLOGIES IN
THE BANKING SECTOR OF FOREIGN COUNTRIES IN COMPARISON WITH THE
EXPERIENCE OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract.

The article is an analysis of current trends and prospects for the development of financial technologies (fintech)
in the banking sector. A comparative analysis is carried out between developed foreign countries, including the USA
and the UK, and Kazakhstan as a country with a developing fintech market. The study reveals several key results.
Firstly, the difference in the volume of investments in fintech between foreign countries and Kazakhstan. Secondly,
the study draws attention to the cooperation between banks and fintech companies. The third important aspect is the
regulatory environment. The target is a comparative analysis of regulatory acts and legislation in foreign countries
and Kazakhstan was carried out to assess the impact of regulation on the development of fintech, as well as an analysis
of statistical data on the volume of investments, the number of fintech startups and the use of fintech services in
different countries. The results of the article also note the growth of consumer demand for fintech services in different
countries. It is important that fintech companies and banks pay attention to improving financial literacy and customer
awareness. Fintech research leaves many opportunities for further research and development in this area. Fintech
continues to transform the banking sector, and understanding its dynamics and challenges is key to successful
development in the future.

Abstract.

It
is necessary to change the conceptual approach to teaching entrepreneurship through education. This is explained by
the fact that the totality of knowledge is inferior in efficiency to the acquisition of competencies and skills that arise
only in the process of independent activity of students.

The main purpose of the article is to study the impact of entrepreneurial education on the employment of
graduates of Kazakhstani universities and to develop recommendations for the formation of entrepreneurial skills of
students through entrepreneurial education for future specialists, which will become a catalyst for the development of
the economy of Kazakhstan in the future as entrepreneurs.
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The methodological basis of the study was system analysis, statistical analysis and questionnaires. Our study
combined qualitative and quantitative methods to study graduate employment and graduate entrepreneurship. In
particular, a survey was conducted, data on the values and needs of entrepreneurial education and how it can be
improved were analyzed. A qualitative approach made it possible to conduct an in-depth analysis of the research
problems.

Based on the results of the study, recommendations were made to improve the training of Kazakhstani students
in terms of entrepreneurial thinking and abilities, and the need for additional research involving university students to
present material in the reconstruction of the internal environment of universities was emphasized.

Basically, with high productivity, the regulation of economic resources of an
individual enterprise and the strategic level are significantly different. In particular: subject to the
effectiveness of the current management, it represents “the profitability and efficiency of industrial
capacity”’; the promising one — “the punctuality and efficiency of the enterprise to new market
needs and the dynamism of changing environments”.

In the modern scientific environment, economic power is considered to be a complex of
society, production assets and means of circulation that any enterprise has to produce competitive
products and profitability, supporting its effective development. To implement this, you must have
real prospects (volume and level of resources; effective management structure), as well as have
modern management and labor resources; interest in innovative technologies; rational
management of production and commercial operations. In the professional sphere, this forms the
production and social potential of the organization to develop the required degree of
competitiveness.

The current situation in which the organization is not able to prepare for the events of
environmental fluctuations, as a result, obstacles appeared, it is necessary to immediately
comprehend, identify the factors of the decline of the enterprise's economy and take into account
the peculiarities of the obstacles that subsequently did not appear.

Analysis in this area has revealed how the act of external conditions supports internal
indicators. The reason for the increase or decrease in the growth of development in recent years is
considered to be the basis for economic depression.

This article reappraises the natural
law philosophy’s role in the legitimization of democratic principles and practices. A functioning democracy pins its
hopes on the conscience of the society, not just for its sustenance but also for its development. The article reflects the
post-structuralism approach of merging social movements to “constitution-making” and the subaltern proposition to
defend their worldviews and relative ideas. The article is an attempt to demarcate “democracy as a progressive idea”
from “democracy as a theoretically operating idea”. The article focuses on three fundamental components of modern
Indian democracy viz. transformative constitutionalism, inclusive justice, and good governance.

In the case of Indian democracy, we need to begin the tale of modern Indian democracy from
the colonial era, like so many other features of modern India. You have just read about the many
systemic and cultural shifts that were consciously brought about by British colonisation. In an
unintended way, some of the changes that came about occurred. It was not intended by the British
to incorporate them. For example, to establish a Western educated Indian middle class that would
assist the colonial rulers to maintain their rule, they tried to incorporate Western education. A
Western-educated segment of Indians has arisen. But they used Western liberal ideals of
democracy, social justice and nationalism to oppose colonial rule instead of aiding British rule.
This does not, however, mean that there are purely western democratic principles and democratic
institutions. Our ancient epics, our complex folk tales, are full of dialogues, debates and opposing
roles, from one corner of the world to another. Think of any folk tale, enigma, folk song, or storey
from any epic that shows various points of view? We are just drawing from an illustration of the
epic Mahabharata. Social change, however, is not just about Indian or western ideas in modern
India. It is a mixture of Western and Indian ideas as well as a reinterpretation of them. In the case
of the Social Reformers, we saw that. We saw both new definitions of equality and conventional
concepts of justice being used. No exception is democracy. The undemocratic and unequal
administrative practice of British colonialism in colonial India contrasted sharply with the vision
of independence promoted by Western theories of democracy and read by Western educated
Indians. In India, the extent of poverty and the strength of social inequality have also contributed
to a more serious questioning of the nature of democracy. Is democracy all about equality in
politics? Or is it about economic liberty and social justice as well? Regardless of caste, religion,
race and gender, is it not about equal rights for all? And if that is so, how in an unequal society
can such equality be realized? Many of these questions were considered long before India became
open. A vision of what Indian democracy should look like came into being even as India struggled
for its independence from British colonialism. As far back as 1928, a constitution was drawn up
for India by Motilal Nehru and eight other Congress leaders. The Indian National Congress
resolution at the Karachi session in 1931 concentrated on how autonomous the constitution of
India could get. In order to have a genuine democratic society, the Karachi Resolution represents
a vision of democracy that meant not only a structured holding of elections but a significant rework
of the Indian social system.

Results and its discussion.

Courts are institutions wherein disputes are adjudicated and justice is administered. They are
created by statutes and enjoy such powers and jurisdiction which the statutes confer on them. In
India, the Constitution itself provides for the Supreme Court and various High Courts, which have
original and appellate jurisdiction in each state and resolve the disputes between the Union and the
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State, two States, the States and the citizen and, in limited cases, appeals arising out of private
disputes involving substantial questions of law. This higher judiciary is named as the Union
judiciary. Citizens can directly approach these higher courts to seek redress for the violation of
their fundamental rights. The High Court and the Supreme Court enjoy civil and criminal
jurisdiction apart from the Writ jurisdiction. These Courts also have a supervisory function over
the subordinate courts. The Supreme Court is the highest court of appeal, i.e., it could hear appeal
from any court on any matter.

The subordinate courts comprise the State judiciary, which, under the High Court, are
organised in a hierarchy on the civil and criminal sides based on their jurisdiction, territorial or
monetary (pecuniary). On the criminal side, our legal system provides for the Magistrates’ Court
and above them the Sessions Court, usually one in each district. On the civil side, our legal system
provides for the Munsiffs’Court, the Sub Divisional Court and the District Court, each with
varying pecuniary and territorial jurisdiction. There can be Special Courtsthat are setup for specific
purposes, and also Administrative and Revenue Tribunal to adjudicate upon specific category of
disputes.

Thus, such law becomes an important source of rights and duties, which develops and
strengthens alongside institutions of representative democracy, constitutional norms, and the rule
of law. In the coming chapters, we will try to understand law as a source of rights, and as a
progressively widening sphere of substantive justice, welfare and dignity. The chapters cover basic
themes like Rule of Law, Criminal Justice System in India, FIR, Detention and Bail, Human
Rights, Consumer Rights, Labour Laws, Right to Information, Laws related to crime against
women, etc.

Judicial activism has become a subject of controversy in India. Attempts have been made to
curb the power of courts as well as access to them6. In the past, several indirect methods were
used to discipline 7 the judiciary, such as super session of judges or Transfer of inconvenient
judges. It has often been said that the courts usurped the functions allotted to the other organs of
Government. On the other hand the defenders of judicial activism say that the courts have
performed their legitimate function. According to former Chief Justice of India A.M. Ahmadi,
judicial activism is a necessary adjunct of the judicial function since the 8 protection of public
interest as opposed to private interest happens to be its main concern. No court can interpret a
statute, much less a constitution, in a mechanistic manner. In the case of a statute, a court has to
find out what was really intended by the authors and in the case of a constitution, a court has to
sustain its relevance to changing social, economic and political scenarios and as Cardozo says,
give to its words 'a '9 continuity of life and expression. How are understands judicial activism
depends upon one's conception of the role of a constitutional court in democracy. Those who
conceive it narrowly, as being restricted to mere application of the preexisting legal rules to the
given situation, tend to consider even a liberal or dynamic interpretation of a statute as activism.
Those who conceive a wider role for a constitutional court and expect it to perform the function of
providing meaning to various open-textured expressions in a written constitution and giving them
new meaning as required by the changing times are bound to consider judicial activism not as an
aberration but as a normal judicial function.

In modern legal philosophy, Indian structuralism has been majorly based itself on liberal
interpretation and balancing of power. There are two models of constitutional interpretations [2].
One emanates from the ‘black letter law’ tradition, which seeks to interpret as an autonomous
reality [3]. In this approach, the law is separated from morality and other natural law principles
and interpreted positively following self-constituted principles. The other model is the structuralist
interpretation. This approach gives a liberal perspective and wider creativity to the judiciary and
is called the teleological or result-oriented approach [4]. With the birth of judicial innovations like
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‘epistolary’ jurisdiction, social action litigations [5] or the “basic structure” doctrine [6] the courts
in India over the period have moved away from strict positivism to inscribe structuralism into
Constitutional interpretation. This structuralism is seen predominantly in the interpretations of the
golden triangle viz. articles 14, 19 and 21 by the Supreme Courts.

Judiciary and Democratic Process in India. Indian Democracy is one of the largest and
successful democracy in the world. In India soon after independence a parliamentary form of
democracy was adopted with the adoption of new Constitution in 1950. Indian society in early
years had many challenges to democracy. The large section of people was illiterate and poverty
was common feature of Indian society. Further the society of India in 1950°s was traditional
society with huge diversity of caste, language, religion and regional differences [7]. The new
Constitution provided equality, liberty, and rights to the people. The unique feature of new
Constitution was its priority on accommodation and Secularism, Decentralization of power and
Federalism. The Constitution preserve and protect the interest and rights of each and every
community and give them opportunity to develop under one nation. Democracy cannot work
without independent, unbiased and fair judiciary. The judiciary must be independent from political
influence. In India we recognized this autonomy of judiciary. The judiciary in India worked for
protecting the Constitution of India. The judiciary through Judicial review many times control the
over expanding powers of Legislature. Judicial activism is another important tool in the hands of
judiciary in India. The Public Interest Litigation PIL invented by Justice Bhagwati is a tool to
protect the Fundamental Rights of people in India. Under PIL any person can easily file Public
Interest Litigation if the issue is of common public interest and violate Fundamental Rights such
as issue related to environment or issue related to health or sanitation of people. The PIL can be a
tool for preserving and providing Fundamental Rights to people [8].

The transformative agenda of social revolution through the Indian Constitution mandates the
institutions to redress injustices. While the law is the primary catalyst and agent for social change
in any developed society, the ends of law are nothing but justice. The idea of human and social
development devoid of justice would be dysfunctional. The justness of rights entails a plan of
policies that avoids disproportionality. The value of justice and just development is enunciated in
the founding values and principles of the Indian Constitution. The complexity of societal structure
also makes the implementation of justice institutional and complex. Michael Walzer referred to it
as “complex equalities” [9]. Indian Constitution’s development through reservations, progressive
development, and inclusivity is an attempt to simplify this complexity. Globalization and multi-
culturalism are changing the way we think and argue about justice. In a democracy with a
transformative constitution, the theory of justice is undergoing a paradigm shift. The grammar of
the theory of justice is being transformed. Aristotle distinguished “corrective justice” and
“distributive justice” [10]. What could be called the “theory of social justice” now appears as the
“theory of democratic justice” [11]. The idea of justice in a transformative democracy is to address
questions of enhancing justice and removing injustice, rather than to create a smokescreen by
defining the nature of ‘perfect justice’. The emergence of natural law has made principles of
democracy transnational and global through universalising notions. It relates to global social
policy and regulation in this tangled and interlinked democratic discourse. An appeal to natural
law also justifies the responsibility of a dynamic democracy to uncover and realise inclusive
justice. This movement from individualistic liberalism to unsystematic collectivism has brought
changes in the social order through the formulation of new notions of rights and duties.

The history of a civilization’s struggle will ultimately set the pattern for the future
jurisprudence of social justice. India’s living democracy is a pronouncement of social ethics
sustaining on natural reasoning. The main reason to recognise democracy and justice as an
underlying basis of natural law is to promote and preserve sustainable elements of society.
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However, majoritarianism in a democracy could be used as a weapon to weaken pluralism,
promote authoritarianism, fulfil undemocratic objectives, and even legitimise undemocratic
actions [12].

Extensive interpretation of the constitution through the principles of natural law has led to
the evolution of ideas like constitutional morality, transformative constitutionalism, constitutional
integrity, but it is the voice and outrage of the people that must be heard by direct action to restore
the real value of a constitution. Democracy can never necessarily guarantee democratic justice
[13]. Contemporary constitutionalism sees democratic constitutional law-making as a result
electorate’s sustenance.

The Judiciary in India is very powerful and effective. It is the pillar of democracy. In the
democratic process many times it protect the electoral rights of people and give judgments in favor
of people interest. The political parties and even any candidate can approach h Court if they think
the government is not working according to law. The Courts many times also protected the rights
of free Media and freedom of expression in society. However there are some limitation of Judiciary
in India. The overburden of judicary some times delay its judgments. The limited number of judges
create unavoidable delay some times. The government in India is worried about the problem of
delay in judiciary and therefore doing rapid reforms in judiciary. The Modi government
digitalization of judiciary is a welcome step in increasing more accountability and transparent
system in India [14].

Rule of Law and Legal System. The expression “Rule of Law” plays an important role in the
administrative law. It provides protection to the people against the arbitrary action of the
administrative authorities. The expression ‘Rule of Law’ has been derived from the French phrase
‘la Principle de legality’, i.e., a government based on the principles of law. In simple words, the
term ‘rule of law’ indicates the state of affairs in a country where, in the main, the law rules. Law
may be taken to mean mainly a rule or principle which governs the external actions of human
beings and which is recognized and applied by the State in the administration of justice [15].

The concept of ‘Rule of Law’ is of old origin. Edward Coke is said to be the originator of
this concept, when he said that the King must be under God and Law; he, thus, vindicated the
supremacy of law over the pretensions of the executives. Prof. A.V. Dicey later developed on this
concept in the course of his lectures at the Oxford University. Dicey was an individualist; he wrote
about the concept of Rule of Law at the end of the golden Victorian era of laissez-faire in England.
That was the reason why Dicey’s concept of Rule of Law contemplated the absence of wide powers
in the hands of government officials. According to him, wherever there is discretion, there is room
for arbitrariness. Further, he attributed three meanings to Rule of Law [16].

(1) The first meaning of Rule of Law is that no man is punishable or can lawfully be made
to suffer in body or goods except for a distinct breach of law established in the ordinary legal
manner before the ordinary courts of the land.

(2) The second Meaning of Rule of Law is that no man is above law. Every man, whatever
his rank or condition is subject to the ordinary law of the realm and amenable to the jurisdiction
of the ordinary tribunals.

(3) The third meaning of Rule of Law is that the general principles of the constitution are a
result of judicial decisions determining the rights of private persons in particular cases brought
before the court.

The Indian Legal System in India adopted Rule of Law from the very beginning of the
formation of Indian state. The Constitution in India is supreme and no one is above the
Constitution. The judiciary further strengthen the concept of Rule of Law by giving its historic
judgment in Keshav Nath Bharti Case also known as basic structure case. In Keshav Nath Bharti
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case the Supreme Court clearly said that the legislature can amend any thing of Constitution except
the basic structure of Constitution. This further strengthens the Rights of people in India [17].

A State’s response to honour the commitments of Constitutional norms can bring about a
substantial change in how these creeping issues could be addressed. A perfect example of the
Constitution enabled social change is Albania’s post-crisis journey [18]. Constitution-making in
Albania took place amid the conflict through citizen participation to ensure transparency and
ethnicity. This led to the drafting of a new constitution entailing strong commitments to ensure the
promotion of human rights and strong institutional frameworks to guarantee these rights.

The citizen’s role in democracy. The opportunities as democratic citizens are available in all
democracies, but they vary from one democratic system to another. Indian democracy in the
modern sense began after a long period of colonial rule. Although the democratic system started
just after independence in 1947, its socio-cultural settings were and still are not in tune with the
democratic culture. India is a vast multi-cultural, multi-lingual, truly plural society, which in many
respects still carries the characteristics of traditionalism. At the same time it is trying to absorb the
values of modern democracy. Even now many think that the government has to rule and do
everything, and if things are not happening in an expected manner, it is only the government which
is to be blamed. As you know, the democratic government in our country is run by the
representatives chosen by us. In that sense, every citizen is responsible for how the governments
functions at different levels: national, state and local. And hence, every citizen has to play a critical
role and use every opportunity for doing so. As Indian citizens are we doing it? Let us consider.
Major opportunities for roles of citizens may be as follows.

The key role of citizens in a democracy is to participate in public life. The most commonly
observed opportunity of participation is exercising the right to vote during elections. And in order
to vote wisely it is necessary that each citizen listens to and knows the views of different parties
and candidates, and then makes his or her own decision on whom to vote for. It is also learnt that
in many cases the percentage of voting is still low. The Election Commission is doing its best to
educate the people about importance of participation in elections. Participation in a democratic
polity, however, is not confined simply to participation in elections only. A vital form of
participation comes through membership of political parties and more importantly, active
membership in independent non-governmental organizations, that are known as “civil society
organizations”. These organizations represent a variety of interests of different groups such as
women, students, farmers, workers, doctors, teachers, business owners, religious believers, human
rights activists. Such organizations and people’s movements help to bring political awareness
about different issues among the people.

We should realize that citizenship is more than voting or making the system accountable.
Many people tend to regard democracy as a system where literally everything is allowed. And
every person has the freedom to do whatever one desires. This often leads to a complete chaos that
devastates the order of the society rather than improving it. In that way it leads to the opposite
effects of democracy. A citizen has to accept that freedom is never absolute. If you have a right to
do certain things, you have also the responsibility to ensure that your actions do not infringe upon
the rights of others.

Conclusion.

The Indian legal system is one of the most effective and efficient legal system of the world.
It is the custodian of democracy and rights of people. In India any person rich or poor, small or
big, illiterate or educated can get justice by easily approaching court. The legal process is very
simple and people friendly., The Constitution of India also give free legal aid to needy person
which ultimately strengthen people faith in judiciary and democracy.
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Democracy is the most liberal governance system but at the same time it is important for
citizens to be equally responsible with their participation in the system. As discussed above, it is
established and accepted that elections are one of the most crucial instrument for the establishment
of democracy. Going ahead with governance if the elections are not proper, transparent and
peaceful as per the prescribed statutes and rules, it can’t be called a democracy in its real meaning.

Illiteracy, social and economic
inequality, poverty, gender discrimination, casteism, communalism and religious fundamentalism,
regionalism, corruption, criminalization, political violence and militancy are the major challenges
that need to be addressed.

The corrective measures that are needed to meet the challenges to Indian democracy are
focussed around the issues and concerns like universal literacy i.e. education for all, poverty
alleviation, elimination of gender discrimination, removal of regional imbalances, administrative
and judicial reforms and sustained economic, social and environmental development.

However, Indian democracy can be successful and vibrant only when its citizens imbibe and
reflect in their behavior the basic democratic values like equality, freedom, social justice,
accountability and respect for all. Their mindset, thinking and behavior are expected to be in tune
with the essential conditions of democracy. They have to appreciate the opportunities for their
desired roles like participation, making the system accountable, fulfilling obligations, and playing
proactive roles to actualize the goals of democracy.

Participation in a democratic polity is not confined simply to participation in elections. A
vital form of participation comes through membership of political parties and more importantly,
active membership in independent non-governmental organizations, that are known as “civil
society organizations”. Civil Society Organizations represent a variety of interests of different
groups: women, students, farmers, workers, doctors, teachers, business owners, religious believers
and human rights activists.

They are needed
to ensure that the Parliamentarians, Members of State Legislatures and their representatives in
Panchayati Raj and Municipal Institutions are accountable. The instruments created by Right to
Information Act, 2005 in our country enable citizens to play their role effectively.

FEATURES OF CRIMINAL RESPONSIBILITY FOR CRIMINAL
PARTICIPATION TO SUICIDE IN FOREIGN CRIMINAL LAW

Abstract.

The article analyses the norm on criminal liability for inducing suicide and facilitating its commission, provided
for in the legislation of foreign countries, in connection with the intensification of the activities of "death groups” in
social networks. The correlation between the social danger of inducing suicide and facilitating its commission is
analysed in detail. Examples of the qualification of these acts in aggregate are given, when their commission does not
entail the suicide of the victim or his attempt, the artificial nature of such a combination is emphasized. The author
comes to the conclusion that it is necessary to abandon the fragmentation of interrelated actions - inducing suicide and
facilitating its commission — into two independent elements of crime in parts 1 and 2 of the article. As a matter of
discussion, the issue of distinguishing the analysed acts from driving to suicide is investigated, the validity of the
legislative decision on recognizing them as more socially dangerous is proved. A separate consideration in the article
is given to the question of the nature of the deterministic relationship as part of the "effective" suicidal inclination and
assistance in its commission. Contrary to traditional views, it is noted that the actions of a person who inclines or
facilitates are a necessary (mandatory) condition for committing suicide, that is, they are in a causal relationship with
him, and not in a causal one. When considering qualification issues, the author reveals the content of the concept of
"attempted suicide", while critically evaluating proposals to replace it with "suicide attempt”. The non-obvious signs
of the analysed crimes (targeting and special purpose) are indicated, which make it possible to distinguish them from
criminally unpunished acts. Finally, proposals are formulated to amend the criminal law norm.
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Introduction.

The criminal legislation of any country, its development or stagnation, is directly
interconnected with all areas of life and processes that make up the interweaving, and ultimately
the entire internal, and sometimes external, side of the life of the state. International cooperation
allows not only to provide mutual assistance to law enforcement agencies of different countries in
preventing and combating crime, but also allows one to share experience and adopt accumulated
knowledge within the framework of cooperation and studying the experience of foreign countries.
The close interaction built between the power structures of different states makes it possible to
resolve many issues in the fight against criminal syndicates, but the mentality of each nationality,
the individual approach inherent in each state and its society in assessing and qualifying criminal
acts, can differ dramatically even in states bordering each other [1].

It should be recognized that the Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan and related
articles represent the most effective mechanism, including in comparison with criminal sources of
foreign countries, allowing to counteract and administer justice for incitement to suicide. In order
to conduct a comparative legal analysis of the reaction of modern European society to criminal
attacks carried out on a person through incitement to suicide, it seems quite natural to give
examples of criminal sources, or rather, criminal norms on incitement to suicide in some states of
the Romano-Germanic legal system. A distinctive feature of the criminal legislation of European
countries from the criminal law of the Republic of Kazakhstan is that in European countries the
criminal act is not the incitement to suicide itself, but inducement and incitement to suicide. Thus,
in paragraph 240 of the Criminal Code of Denmark, paragraph 78 of the Criminal Code of Austria,
Art. 454 Criminal Code of Turkey, Art. 115 Swiss Criminal Code, art. 294 of the Dutch Criminal
Code provides not for incitement to suicide, but for inducement and assistance in suicide, and for
rendering 33 of the Danish Criminal Code [2].

The last provision is not typical for Kazakh legislation. Despite the fact that the wording of
the act is the same, the sanctions for committing this act are quite different. Thus, the criminal
norms of Turkey, establishing liability for incitement to commit suicide and assistance in
committing suicide, provide for severe punishment in the form of imprisonment from three to ten
years. The same act is punishable less severely in Austrian criminal law - imprisonment for a term
of six months to five years. In Holland (Article 294 of the Dutch Criminal Code) for the same acts
committed by inciting a person and helping him to commit suicide, the person is subject to criminal
liability, but the interesting thing is that the sanction for such acts is absolutely lenient in nature,
so the commission of a crime , provided for in Art. 294 of the Dutch Criminal Code is punishable
by imprisonment for a term of not more than three years or a fine of the fourth category if suicide
was committed. Assisting in committing suicide can be punished only if the death of the victim
occurs. The modern Criminal Code of Switzerland in the matter of liability for causing suicide is
closer to the Criminal Code of the Kazakh SSR of 1959, namely in that responsibility for such an
act could only occur if there were selfish motives. The interpretation of the objective side of this
act by the legislation of CIS countries, such as Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan, is somewhat unusual.
Thus, the Supreme Court of Uzbekistan says that incitement to suicide is characterized by the fact
that its subjective side must have indirect intent and carelessness in relation to the consequences
that occurred as a result of the crime. Kazakhstan contains a roughly similar rule, which was
interpreted by the Supreme Court of Kazakhstan in 2007. Thus, in Kazakhstan, the subjective side
of this act has such signs as intent and negligence in relation to the consequences that occurred
after the commission of the crime. If the person who committed the crime has the intent to cause
the death of another person by driving him to suicide, and his attitude towards the result of the
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crime is not of the nature of negligence and it is clear that the guilty person wanted such
consequences to occur, then such an act is qualified as intentional murder in accordance with Art.
. 99 of the Criminal Code. At the same time, in the CIS countries, it is common that responsibility
for such an act with a qualifying feature is quite similar, so the criminal legislation of Uzbekistan
provides for liability in the form of imprisonment for a period of 7 to 10 years (Part 2 of Article
103), the same amount of sanctions is determined in the criminal legislation of Ukraine (part 3 of
article 120). A peculiarity of the institution of responsibility for the act under study in the CIS
member states is that legislators have provided for responsibility for both incitement to suicide and
inducement to suicide. As we have already noted, Legislation has adopted the experience of the
Model Criminal Code for the CIS member states, which provides for liability for incitement to
suicide, while even for committing the qualifying elements of this crime, it defines this act as a
crime of medium gravity. Moreover, due to the increasing incidence of this type of crime and its
impact on minors, in 2017 in Russia the responsibility for this act was tightened, especially in
relation to minors. Thus, significant changes were made to the Criminal Code of the Russian
Federation by Federal Law No. 120-FZ of June 7, 2017 “On Amendments to the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation and Article 151 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian
Federation in terms of establishing additional mechanisms to counter activities aimed at inducing
children to suicidal behavior,” which we have already discussed. The most laconic, in our opinion,
is the criminal legal regulation of this act in the Criminal Code of Turkmenistan. Yes, Art. 106 of
the Criminal Code of Turkmenistan contains liability for incitement to suicide as a less serious
crime, for incitement to suicide as a more serious crime, and for incitement to suicide of a minor
as the most serious crime. The mildest sanction for incitement to suicide is contained in the
criminal legislation of Armenia; firstly, this act in this state does not contain qualifying criteria,
and secondly, the maximum punishment for incitement to suicide is imprisonment for a term of
up to five years. The Criminal Code of Belarus establishes liability for driving a minor to suicide
in the form of imprisonment for a term of up to five years or restriction of freedom for a term of
up to 5 years. Also “soft” is the liability for the qualifying offense in the form of driving a minor
to suicide in the criminal legislation of Moldova, so for this act a sanction is established in the
form of imprisonment from 2 to 6 years. The criminal codes of Turkmenistan and Tajikistan
contain the same sanction in the form of imprisonment for a term of up to 8 years, while the
criminal legislation of Tajikistan establishes a lower limit of sentencing in the form of five years
of imprisonment. The liability established by criminal law in Ukraine and Uzbekistan is similar;
driving a minor to suicide in these countries is punishable by a term of 7 to 10 years. The most
severe is the approach of the Russian legislator, who, for committing an act with a qualifying
characteristic, establishes liability in the form of imprisonment for a term of 8 to 15 years. At the
same time, the Criminal Code also establishes deprivation of the right to hold certain positions or
engage in certain activities for a period of up to 10 years or without it and restriction of freedom
for a period of up to 2 years or without it. Whether such a sanction has any effect on reducing the
number of crimes committed is difficult to say, since most often the persons guilty of committing
this crime sometimes do not even realize that they are committing a criminal act, and in principle
there is no need to talk about awareness of the sanctions of this composition. In addition to
incitement to suicide, the Model Code contains in Art. 118 constitutes inducement to suicide,
which consists of “inciting in another person the determination to commit suicide through
persuasion, deception or other means” (Article 118). This act is classified as a crime of medium
gravity provided that the person committed suicide or attempted to commit it. The same approach
is contained in the criminal legislation of Armenia, Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Turkmenistan and
Uzbekistan. Belarus has somewhat modified the subjective and objective aspects of this act, adding
such a sign of the subjective side as “intention”, and excluding some methods of committing a
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crime, such as persuasion, deception. The approaches to fixing the qualifying feature in the form
of minority are also different. Thus, the criminal legislation of Belarus emphasizes Part 2 of Art.
146 that the person must know that the victim 27 is a minor. And the Criminal Code of Uzbekistan
includes the sign of minority in a separate article 103.1 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. It is interesting that the Criminal Codes of neither Armenia, nor Kyrgyzstan, nor
Turkmenistan contain any qualifying criteria for committing this act against a minor. However, it
was later edited, which suggests that the formulation of this composition is not perfect. Of course,
a comparative analysis of sanctions for committing an act in the form of inducement to commit
suicide should also be carried out. The most lenient penalties for this act are established in the
criminal law norms of Armenia and Turkmenistan. In these states, liability for inducing suicide of
an adult and a minor is not differentiated; accordingly, liability for such acts is the same -
imprisonment for up to 3 years. A more severe punishment is provided for in Russian legislation,
so Art. 110.1 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation establishes liability for committing
this act in relation to a minor in the form of forced labor for up to 4 years with deprivation of the
right to hold certain positions or engage in certain activities for up to 5 years or without it, or
imprisonment for up to 4 years with deprivation of the right to hold certain positions or engage in
certain activities for a period of up to 5 years or without it. A less alternative is the sanction
provided for by the Criminal Code of Belarus, which provides for the most severe punishment for
incitement to suicide 28 liability in the form of restriction of freedom for up to 4 years or
imprisonment for up to 5 years [3].

Materials and methods of research.

In addition to the legislative aspects surrounding suicide, it's important to consider the
cultural and societal factors that influence this issue. Across various nations, there are differing
stigmas and attitudes towards mental health, which can impact the willingness of individuals to
seek help and support. In some countries, such as Japan, there's a prevailing social stigma around
discussing mental health issues, which can deter individuals from seeking assistance and
contribute to higher suicide rates.

Furthermore, the role of media and online platforms in potentially glorifying or
sensationalizing suicide is a global concern. The phenomenon of "suicide contagion” has been
observed in various parts of the world, where one suicide can trigger a cluster of similar incidents,
often exacerbated by media coverage. Efforts to promote responsible reporting and to provide
resources for those in crisis are critical in addressing this issue [4].

Lastly, international cooperation and sharing of best practices in suicide prevention and
mental health support are essential. Many countries have developed successful strategies to reduce
suicide rates, and collaboration among nations to exchange knowledge and strategies can lead to
more effective global suicide prevention efforts. Building a collective understanding of the diverse
factors influencing suicide rates is vital to implementing comprehensive and culturally sensitive
interventions.

Results and its discussion.

On the other hand, India takes a stringent stance on assisted suicide, prosecuting those
involved in helping others take their lives. These cases demonstrate the stark contrasts in legal
approaches and their consequences regarding criminal participation in suicide. The varying
interpretations of this delicate matter highlight the significance of cultural, ethical, and social
influences on legal systems.

Penalties for criminal participation in suicide differ significantly. Some countries, like
England, consider it manslaughter and impose severe penalties, while others, like the Netherlands,
allow euthanasia and physician-assisted suicide under certain conditions.
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The involvement of criminals in suicide causes a whole range of justifications and criticisms
within various legal systems. Let's look at the arguments in favor of strict criminal liability and in
favor of soft approaches and compare them.

Arguments in favor of strict criminal liability:

1. Protection of vulnerable persons: Proponents of strict criminal liability argue that severe
punishments are necessary to protect vulnerable persons from coercion or undue influence in cases
of suicide. This approach emphasizes the need to protect those who can be manipulated to force
them to commit suicide.

2. Upholding the sanctity of life: Another argument in favor of strict responsibility is based
on the belief that human life is inherently valuable and must be preserved at all costs. This view
asserts that encouraging or aiding suicide is contrary to the fundamental moral and ethical
principles of society.

3. Deterrence and public morality: Proponents of strict responsibility argue that the
introduction of strict punishments serves as a deterrent, discouraging people from helping or
encouraging suicide. This, in turn, contributes to the promotion of social values and norms that
prioritize life and well-being.

Counterarguments in favor of soft approaches:

1. Autonomy and personal choice: Proponents of softer approaches emphasize the
importance of individual autonomy and the right to make decisions about their own lives, including
the choice to end it. They argue that criminalizing aid infringes on personal autonomy.

2. Humanitarian Compassion: Some argue that assisted suicide can be an act of humanitarian
compassion. They claim that in certain cases, helping someone to end their life can be an act of
mercy that reduces the suffering of people with incurable diseases or unbearable pain.

3. The Slippery Slope problem: Critics of strict criminal liability express concern about a
potential “slippery slope” where excessive regulation can lead to unintended consequences. They
fear that restrictive laws could drive assisted suicide underground, making it more dangerous and
less regulated [5].

The ethical dilemmas associated with criminal involvement in suicides are complex and
multifaceted. Key ethical considerations include:

¢ Balancing the principles of autonomy and sanctity of life.

¢ Addressing inequalities in access to assisted suicide services.

e Determining the legality of the motives behind assisted suicide, such as compassion or
coercion.

¢ Solving problems related to the regulation of a deeply personal and morally charged issue.

¢ The clash of these ethical principles and dilemmas has led to different legal approaches in
different countries. Ethical debates continue to determine the evolution of laws and regulations in
this area, while discussions continue on how to find a balance between individual autonomy,
protection of vulnerable persons and public values.

Let's look at the specifics of criminal liability. Criminal liability for participation in suicide
varies widely depending on foreign criminal law systems, but several common features can be
distinguished:

Mens Rea (Criminal intent): Most legal systems require proof of intent or a guilty state of
mind on the part of the accused. Proof that the accused knowingly and intentionally assisted or
encouraged suicide is a crucial element in these cases.

Causal relationship: It is often necessary to establish a causal relationship between the
actions of the accused and suicide. This can be difficult because it requires demonstrating that the
defendant's actions were a significant factor leading to suicide.
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Duty of care: In cases where people are unable to prevent suicide, having a duty of care is
often a key characteristic. This duty may be based on various relationships, such as parents,
guardians, or medical professionals who are responsible for protecting vulnerable individuals.

Approval: Some legal systems consider the consent of a person who has committed suicide
as a mitigating circumstance. If an individual voluntarily participated in an act, this may affect the
degree of criminal responsibility of those involved.

Age and vulnerability: The age and vulnerability of a person who has committed suicide
may be factors in determining criminal liability. Greater responsibility can be placed on those who
exploit or manipulate minors or vulnerable persons.

It is interesting to study the experience of former Soviet countries on the problem of suicide.
Unlike Western European countries, criminal liability for suicide is established in them by analogy
with the criminal legislation of Russia. At the same time, in some countries, a simple type of
suicide is provided for, and in a number of others, along with a simple one, a qualified type is
fixed, where various ways of committing this type of crime are established to strengthen
responsibility. States such as Azerbaijan, Georgia, Estonia and Lithuania have codified only a
simple form of suicide and attempted suicide. For example, the Criminal Code of Georgia (Article
115) formulates responsibility for this act in fact, as well as in the Criminal Code of the Republic
of Kazaxkhstan — for driving to suicide or attempted suicide by threats or ill-treatment of the victim
or systematic humiliation of her honor or dignity. St. 125 of the Criminal Code of Azerbaijan has
established responsibility for the commission of such an act in similar ways, but only if there is a
material, official or other dependence between the victim and the perpetrator. According to the
legislation of Estonia, this act is punishable if there is harsh treatment of the victim, expressed in
bullying him. The Criminal Code of Lithuania (art. 133) established the punishability of driving
to suicide or inducing suicide by cruel or "insidious treatment" of the victim, excluding such a
method as "threat", and, in addition to all this, the legislator does not disclose which specific
actions should be attributed to "insidious treatment". It also establishes responsibility for assisting
a terminally ill person in suicide. Other former Soviet states, such as Belarus, Armenia, Latvia,
Moldova, Uxkraine, Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan have
provided for both simple and qualified types of this crime in their legislative acts. The Criminal
Code of the Republic of Armenia (art. 110) in part one, establishes guilt for driving a person to
suicide or an attempt on him by threats, systematic humiliation of human dignity, ill-treatment,
while specifying the form of guilt with which the criminal act in question can be committed - either
with indirect intent or by negligence. If the victim was financially or otherwise dependent on the
perpetrator, this entails, according to part two, increased responsibility. In fact, the Republic of
Belarus describes the signs of the composition of this crime in the same way (art. 146), adding
responsibility for suicidal tendencies in the second part of the article. The legislator has specifically
designed the corresponding norm in Moldova. The Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova
(Article 150) establishes responsibility for driving to suicide and attempted suicide, but if this was
the result of harassment, slander, insult or systematic humiliation of the dignity of the victim by
the guilty person. Part Two qualifies this act against a minor, or a dependent financially or
otherwise. That is, a number of ways of committing a crime have been supplemented here, such
as harassment, slander and insult, but unlixe the Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
there is no threat. Article 120 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine is also of interest, which provides
for liability for the criminal act in question if it occurred as a result of ill-treatment of the victim,
through blackmail, coercion to illegal actions or systematic humiliation of human dignity. A
qualified type of crime is considered to be cases where there was a material or other dependence
of the victim or the action was committed against two or more persons, and if the victim turned
out to be a minor, then this is a particularly qualified type of suicide or attempted suicide. That is,
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this Criminal Code, unlike the criminal law of the former Soviet republics, identifies as a
qualifying feature the commission of this criminal act against not one person, but two or more
persons, and considers the provision on the victim's minor to be particularly qualifying, giving this
circumstance great importance, thereby increasing criminal liability. Thus, the norm on the
existence of material or other dependence between the victim and the guilty person, or cases of the
victim's underage age, unlike the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, is considered as a
qualifying circumstance by many neighboring countries: Belarus (Article 145), Kyrgyzstan
(Article 102), Tajikistan (Article 109), Uzbekistan (Article 103), Turkmenistan (Article 106).
Responsibility for inducing suicide is provided for by the Criminal Code of Armenia, Belarus,
Kyrgyzstan, Lithuania, and Turkmenistan.

Conclusion.

Real-life Examples of Notable Cases Involving Criminal Participation in Suicide from
Different Countries:

United States - Conrad Roy Il and Michelle Carter: In a widely publicized case, Michelle
Carter was found guilty of involuntary manslaughter for urging her boyfriend, Conrad Roy Ill, to
commit suicide via text messages and phone calls. Her conviction set a significant legal precedent
regarding the criminal responsibility of individuals who encourage or assist in suicide. The
Michelle Carter case brought attention to the issue of criminal participation in suicide. It
emphasized the potential legal consequences for individuals who encourage or assist in suicide.
This case contributed to discussions about the need for more comprehensive legislation on this
matter.

Germany - Armin Meiwes: Armin Meiwes, known as the “Rotenburg Cannibal”, was
involved in a gruesome case of consensual homicide and cannibalism. He was convicted of
manslaughter, and the case raised questions about the legal definition of assisted suicide and the
complexities of consent. The Armin Meiwes case challenged the legal system's understanding of
consent and the boundaries of assisted suicide. It prompted Germany to reevaluate its laws
concerning cannibalism and assisted suicide, leading to legal amendments [5].

Switzerland - Dignitas and Assisted Suicide: Dignitas is a Swiss organization that assists
individuals in ending their lives. The case of Dignitas raises questions about the ethical and legal
boundaries of assisted suicide in Switzerland, where it is not considered a crime. The presence of
organizations like Dignitas in Switzerland has prompted debates about the need for clearer
guidelines on assisted suicide. Switzerland's approach to end-of-life choices has implications for
the global conversation on euthanasia and assisted suicide [6].

In order to find more precise features of criminal liability for involvement in the suicide of
a person in the criminal laws of the countries of the world, we will do an analysis guided by two
countries, such as Germany and the Netherlands, provides an interesting understanding of how
different legal systems approach this issue.

Germany:

Legislation: In Germany, euthanasia and participation in suicide are closely regulated. Here
there is a difference between active euthanasia (active acceleration of the patient's death) and
assisted suicide. Active euthanasia is illegal, but assisted suicide can be legal, provided that the
patient has twice stated his desire in writing and has been evaluated by two independent doctors
[7].

Criminal liability: Participation in suicide for the purpose of personal gain or abuse of the
patient may lead to criminal liability.

Control and supervision: Doctors and persons assisting in suicide are subject to strict
supervision by medical and social protection authorities.

Netherlands:
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Legislation: The Netherlands was one of the first countries to legalize euthanasia. The law
allows medical assistance in dying under strict rules and procedures. Euthanasia is legal when the
patient suffers unbearable pain and has a clear desire to die. The patient must submit a written
request, and two independent doctors must confirm his condition.

Criminal liability: If all the rules are followed, participation in euthanasia does not imply
criminal liability. However, violation of ethical and legislative norms can lead to criminal
sanctions.

Control and supervision: The Netherlands have a Committee on Euthanasia, which monitors
the legality of procedures and conducts regular inspections [8].

A comparison of Germany and the Netherlands shows that both countries allow euthanasia,
but with different rules and nuances. In Germany, the emphasis is on strict medical assessments
and control by medical authorities, while in the Netherlands euthanasia is more widely allowed,
but with the careful supervision of the Euthanasia Committee. This comparative analysis
highlights the diversity of approaches to criminal liability for participation in suicide in different
countries and the need to take into account local norms and legislation when studying this topic.

Thus, the analysis provisions of the criminal law of some foreign countries that deal with
problems regulation of suicide or bringing to it, allows us to conclude that such a question it is as
relevant as in Kazakhstan. It is solved taking into account various historical as well as national and
religious features. The common to them is suicide penalties and criminalization of bringing to
suicide and attempt on him, aiding and incitement to suicide, and also securing liability for any
other assistance in this to decision makers voluntarily die. Therefore, it is extremely adverse
situation in our country in relation to the prevalence of cases suicides committed as a result of
criminal activity the involvement of second parties, dictated the need to improve the norms of
criminal law and make amendments.

CURRENT PROBLEMS OF MEDIATION IN THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract.

Considering the practical and further implementation of the institutions of alternative methods of resolving
legal disputes in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the legal society draws attention to the further legislative consolidation
of the status and legal activities of conciliation procedures, especially the mediative dispute resolution technology,
since the rights of citizens and legal entities and extrajudicial forms of protecting interests contribute to the
development of public consent, reduce conflict in society, as well as the development of cooperative relations in the
long term.

Today, the use of the institution of mediation in our Kazakh society shows that this mechanism is necessary as
a universal way to resolve disputes and conflicts in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The aim os article is studying the
application of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Mediation”, with results in some problems in the field of
mediation were identified, accordingly, legislative acts in the field of mediation were monitored and solutions were
proposed.

Based on a generalized analysis of the regulatory framework of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of
mediation, modern theoretical views on the ways of resolving legal disputes in private law relations, as well as in
public law relations, the article discusses mediation in order to reduce social tension, conflict in society, and develop
public consent, it is recommended to expand the scope, as well as the further introduction of school mediation in the
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Republic of Kazakhstan. In our country, various ways of reaching a compromise between the parties in a judicial and
extrajudicial manner have been legally approved and are being applied - for the full realization of the rights and
freedoms of citizens and legal entities.
